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Printing Instructions:

The One False Step for Mankind 2019 Print and Play contains the following files:

· OneFalseStepBoards: There are eight individual boards, each on its own page with bleed and crop marks. They are modular, so each one should remain an independent tile.
· OneFalseStepCards: BE ADVISED! Not all of these sheets cut the same way. The One False Step Cards file includes the following seven pages:
· Pages 1 to 5: These are all the same, 8 cards per page, including the deck of City cards as well as three Know-How cards and four “Days of the Week” reference cards.
· Page 6: These are two blocks of six System Cards, which were tiny because there was only so much space on the sheet (this entire game ran on a single sheet!)
· Page 7: Six more System Cards and two stray “Days of the Week” cards. 
· OneFalseStepBox: This file contains the art from the front and back of the original packaging.
· OneFalseStepRules: This is a single 8.5 x 11 double-sided page, designed to fold in half.
· OFSHomeBoards: This six-page file has six individual Moon boards for the One False Step Home expansion.
· OFSHomeEnvelope: This is the art from the envelope for the One False Step Home expansion.
· OFSHomeRules: This small sheet contains supplemental rules for the expansion.

In addition, you will need resource chips in Red, Green and Yellow; about 40 counters and one paper clip for each player; two 6-sided dice; and one master token.
