'Internal systems still functioning normally.Your signal's breaking up a little,
though.'

The transmission was conducted via a comm laser feeding into the small receptor dish on the dome of the
pod.This system should have been immune to all normal interference, yet already there was a distinct
background crackle and wavering of tone. By the time he reached the alien craft conventional
communications might be impossible. However, that eventuality, and all other foreseeable contingencies, had
been provided for.

The already cramped interior of the pod also contained chemical heater packs, spare oxygen cylinders and a
catalytic carbon dioxide scrubber unit.
