Pasir Panjang, Malaya, February 14th 1942: During the course of the Malayan campaign, the
IJA landed in the north-western parts of Singapore on February the 8th. After the capture of
Tengah airfield, the Japanese invading force, consisting of some 13.000 troops, moved south
towards Pasir Pajang, known as “the gap”. Reaching their target on February the 13th, the
Japanese were engaged by troops of the st Malayan Brigade, which was formed by indigenous
soldiers led by British officers. The Japanese launched a heavy attack, supported by artillery and
tanks which, after heavy fighting, including hand-to-hand combat, forced the defenders to retreat.
Keeping up the pressure, a second attack followed on the morning of February the 14th. Both
sides took heavy casualties, but finally the Malayan Regiment again was forced to fall back. One
of their units, “C” company, received orders to move towards “Opium Hill”, forming a last
defence line.

Kharkov, Russia, 12 March 1943: Approaching Kharkov from the west, 2.SS Panzer
Division “Das Reich” began to attack the inner city circle on 11™ march. Remembering
Stalingrad, Generaloberst Hoth ordered 1.SS Panzer Division “Leibstandarte Adolf
Hitler” not to join 2.SS Panzer Divison in this attack, but to move further around
Kharkov, encircling the town and to start infiltrating from the north-east. On 4:00 AM of
12" march Panzergrenadier Regiment 1 of LAH was in position. They received direct
support from the Tiger Kompanie of LAH which was equipped with the very new Tiger |
tanks. While parts of the LAH moved further east to complete the encirclement,
Panzergrenadier Regiment 1 started its advance to meet her sister Division (“Das Reich™)
which came from the south-west. Russian resistance was heavy and every cityblock
received a bloody fighting which most often was only decided when the supporting tanks
gave direct Fire support.
