"The Old Dark House" is a 1920s Call of

Cthulhu scenario for use as a one-nighter. It
is something of a "geo-morph," that is, it is
a skeleton which the individuai keeper will
flesh out in whatever manner best zuits him.
Several possible scenarios have been in-
cluded as well as complete descriptiorn of
tire (living) NPCs and a set of sample inves-
tigators. This adventure has been run sev-
eral times with good rccegion, rno$ promi-
nently at Slandrak II, a local game conven-
tion. Please enif

Let me begin byexplaining the nature of
this scenario. "The Old Dark House" is
based upon the old haunted mansion films
of the ' 20s, ' 30s, and ' 40s. Films like Ar-
senic and Old Lace, The Old Dark House,
The Gorilla. and Curse of ttre Dernon should
come to mind as you read these scenarios.
They all follow the same pretext: the play-
ers are all invited to atrend the reading of a
wealthy English citizen's will. The deceased,
Vincent laughton, may have in life been
whatever sort of person you may wish. In
some of the scenario ideas provided, he is
(was) an investigator of the Mythos; in
others, an occultist; in others, simply a rich
old tightwad whose time came. Of course,
fiendish developments come into play in
most of these pieces.

The aim is to re{reate the feel of numer-
ous late-night black & white flicks, with
broad characters and an orrtate (yet theatri-
cal) location. The principal aim is to have
fun; of course, if this syle of play (even as a
oneofD doesn't work with your group, the
components of this scenario can easilybe
canrribalized foruse as the locale for some-
tJring altogether different; the second round
of the GenCON/Origins 1992 Chaosium
Call of Cthulhu Masters' Toumament used
the setting and NPCs from this scenario for
an altogether different purpose.

one basic principle: the player must rcmain
onthe qstate forthe entire weekend follow-
ing the reading of *rc will of the late Vincent
Laughton, or inherit nothing. This is further
complicated by mornters and any number
of murderous NPCs (the solicitor, the but-
ler, and the chef are uzuallyenough). Some
scenarios instigate a treasure hunt, one
causes a game of hot potato, and one pits
everyone agairnt everyone. Using this ad-
venture with your normal Call of Cthulhu
characters rather than with those provided
presents an opportunity for old villains to
pop up-perhaps they too are going to
inherit something.

Orc for All
This scenario plays out the most diaboli-

cally and it is necessary to have players *nt
distinguish between player and character
knowledge in order to have this adventure
work. The idea comes from the film One
Too and plays much like the film. The will
states that onlyone person will inherit the
money and the estate. However, a list has
been made in case this person were to die.
The first person on the list inherits the
money, but if he dies, the second one on the
list is heir and so on. Unforturwtely, no one
knows who the first heir is, nor how the lis
is ordered. Both papen are at city hall and
anyone who leaves the estate to get them is
"dead" for purposes of the will. Have
everyone's greed get the beuerof thern. The
chauffeur booby traps ttre autos to explode
if they are entered, the chef poisons the
entrees he prcpares and so on. Your players
should show their dark sides in this adven-
ture as they kill NPCs and other players at
the drop of a hat (even if they must drop it
themselves) so as to move themselves up
the list before the weekend is over. You'll
need to work out the actual list. based on
the characters played.

Thc Blacl< Lal<c
This adventure pits the players against

the legaryof Vincent Iaughton, a worship
per of mighty Cthulhu. Deep beneath the
house is a subterranean lake. This lake
leads out to the sea via an underground
river. Near the lake is a pagan church cut
into a cavern. This cavem and the lake are
infested by Deep Ones, who will stalk the
house looking for appropriate sacrifices for
mighty Cthulhu and Father Dagon, the lat-
terof whom sometimes appears in the lake.
Any number of the NPC-s could be cultists of
Cthulhu. All in all, if the players are to get

Brothers' film The Gorilla. For this one.
have one of the NPCs be a murderous and
greedyrype. He wants to (emove the othen
from their chance at inheriting the fortune
by putting them out of commission. \7ell,
this fellow, while on safari in Africa, has
captured an enolmous bull gorilla. Need I
continue? The ape lurks about dre marnion,
a strange and unknown assailant, maiming
and mutilating anyone it can find. The ele-
ment to this one is mood and menace. If
things are too slow, have the ape's master
get in on the homicide scene as well.

Shortly afier retrieving the
lotune, Mrs. laughton gave birth, dying in
the process. Her child was supposedly still-
bom, but was acruallv born half-man and
half-beast, resembling a minotaur (sans
homs).

Above the vault he built a
founain, and about the fountain was con-

butlerknows about the minotaur, and he is
ddermined to save the estate for Iaughton's
true heir (whom he considers an adopted
son), even if he must kill to do so. Compli-
catethis with the solicitor, who has discov-
ercd the existence of the Roman treasure in
Iaughton's assets and will kill to save the
foltune for himself. The minotaur itself is a
kindcreature who wishes to harm no-one.
but as his appearance is frightening and
someone is murdering people, the players
rny natrcalize that they should look for a
norc-human villain until it is too late.
