Printing
To print, open the PDF in Acrobat and Choose File > Print. Under Page Scaling (near center left of Print box), choose Tile All Pages.

NOTE: the preview image will show you how the document will look once printed, how many pages it will print on, etc..

(Optional) Set any of these options, referring to the Preview image to check the output results:

Tile Scale: This affects how close to actual size the image will print.
Recommended Setting: 100%

Overlap: Specifies the minimum amount of duplicated information you want printed on each tile for ease in assembly.
Recommended Setting: Leave as is.

Labels: Not necessary. Includes the PDF name, date of printing, and tile coordinate on every sheet. For example, Page 1 (1,1) means row 1, column 1 of the first page. Tile coordinates are used for reassembling the tiles but you shouldn't need it.

Cut Marks: Prints marks on each corner of a tiled page for ease of assembly. Use this option in conjunction with the Overlap option. When you specify an overlapping edge and then superimpose those edges, you can use the cut marks to line up the tiles.
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
