Cut out the black rectangular box on the front side,
then cut out the matching box on the second page. Glue the back side piece to the back of the card,
making sure that both sides line up, and leave to dry. Once dry, cut out the piece following the grey
lines, starting with the slits.

To model the M11A1, simply remove the turret.
