Brave explorers will find a cramped cave with ancient bones, 
and remnants of a fire.  

Inhabitants
The island is inhabited with a large quantity of blue scorpi-
ons, which have adapted to hunting fish in the shallows. 

Fish are plentiful, they collect in the shallow water of the 
basin in the early evening. 

The trees are a resting place for many seabirds on their 
travels.
