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The Nyémesel Isles exhibit a theocracy reminiscent of

Livvanu, though neither so complex or so secretive. A
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small standing army of commoners is maintained to _ o v

repel pirates trom Haida Pakala. The Ahoggva of

Salarvva and Haida Pakala have no administration
higher than the village level, though in énmu Tlé

Hleéktis, there is a ‘king’ (called "The Loudest Grumbler’), though the details of his adminstration are vague.

Haida Pakala are of much the same racial type as Salarvya, but the inhabitants of the Nyvémesel Izles tend
towards tallness (1.83 metres on the average, with females being 1.60 metres) and exaggerated slenderness.
They suffer from premature baldness and have very little body hair. They are known as gentle and peacetul,

committed to their Sea Goddess, and only violent when attecked.

The sailors and merchant princes of Haida Pakala raise obelisks to She Who Strides the Wind (a form of
Avanthee-Dlameélish), and this same goddess is called Mrettén, the Goddess Who Walks Upon the Sea, in the

Nyémesel Izsles. The Ahoggva are unique in that they seem to have no religion at all.
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
