For five players, add:
* Partners in crime: Trying to rule the kittens with an
iron paw

Needs, objects, and locations

For three players:
* Need: To kill ... the Boogeyman
* Object: How did a cat get that?: Nuclear launch codes
* Location: Danger: Among the rafters in the attic

For four players, add:
* Need: To get fed ... because it's been HOURS

For five players, add:
* Object: Bad stuff: Gross kitty medicine
