“The Chief”

Aggressive, competitive, 

confident, stubborn, lacking in 

humor, self-important, 

impatient, cold. Can be reckless, 

abusive, rude, cruel, combative, 

and sadistic.

“The Survivor”

The quiet one in the corner 

everyone ignores who does 

his/her job, is reliable and 

responsible, good natured, and 

pays attention. Level-headed and 

good-humored.

“Sour Puss”

Pessimistic, conceals jealousy 

and resentment, prone to fits of 

temper, dislikes authority (may 

try to comply then explode), 

looks for and finds the worst, 

and feels misunderstood.

“The Grifter”

Well groomed and nicely 

dressed, the grifter is charming 

and patient, determined, and 

while constantly anxious conceals 

it well. Self indulgent, 

irresponsible. Self-righteous!

Gullible, poor judge of 

character, underachiever, 

lacking in ambition, pleasant, few 

interests, not analytical. A 

follower not a leader, oblivious 

to other’s motives.
