FROM SHOSllRO KO/UHO. SHOSllRO
SCHOOl S£HS£I. TO TH£ FAMIlY OF
SHOSllRO K£HIO

With this letter, I send 10 you my deepest
regrets. Your son has fallen prey 10 the newly
returned children of Shinjo. the KJ·Rin who now
choose to call1hemseives ·the Unicom~ KenJo did
not die as a result of some poor reaction 10 a
foreign food. Nor did he suffer a fatal accidenl
be.nealh the hooves of their freakish beasts. No
such subtle excuse was even offered. He was hung
by the neck with a loose knot from an archway
while his feel were drawn westward and the rest
of him. unable to follow. rapidly expired.

KenJo's objective was of the simplest kind.
suitable to a journeyman of hIS age, under any
other circumstance. No one expected thai he
would come 10 such a barbaric end.

Some monlhs ago, our historians came across
Information in a set of old military trea!1ses
lndlcatlng less than Wholly honorable behavior
on the part of an Ide commander in a minor
skinnish during their initial battles with the Lion.
As that commander had a descendant In a
position of some little authority in the CllfTent Ide
court. lhe find seemed to present an auspldous
opportunlty.

Shosuro Kenjo was already scheduled to visll
in the court for a period of some weeks. Along
with reporting his own astute observations. he
now had the leverage to arrange a protracted
source of intelligence from within the court on a

long term basis. In short he was to approach tbt
commander's descendant inform him of ow
knowledge. and use it to bargain for future fa..,..
from the man in question. A simple exthange.

I cannol be entirely certain of what uanspirtd

He was a good stud~
and would never have been so foolish as 10 itl
the: other part}' tIrlnk thai the informatlon ",,'OUJlI
die with the messenger. But somewhere
afterward. evtnlS beoome vague..

The message that retwned to us along wilh
KtnJo's remains was written in the hand and ""ilb
the .seal of the Ide daimyo. It was brier. sayblg
only thai our agent had exceeded his hospitality,
overestimating the Importance of history. while
underestimating the bonds of blood. Kenjo's
belongings were all returned with lmmaculatt
care.lncJuding his private correspondences. Thesr
last were arranged in our traditional manner•
sealed with a fine line of Kumo gum. They were:
not opened. As best I can reconstruct. the I~

whom KenJo approached reported his plight
directly to his lord. Sometime afterward. there
was a public execution of our kinsman

I can only conclude from tills that the Unicorn
have no care as a clan for the dishonor of their
own ancestors. What's more, they do not feellhe
need 10 make us an excuse for the death of our
man.

From her birth. she
was lnfalUated with the myriad creatures of the
earth. as well as the amazingly diverse terrain and
suange new cuhures. She moved among the
treasures of the world. discovering untold
wisdom, yet never seUJed down and tried 10
possess any of iL All Unicorns try 10 emulale both
her ceaseless curiosity and her lack of
malerlalJsm.

Shinjo was resilient. During her contest with
Hida, she was Impressed with her brother's
fortitude. Although she was too quick for him to
hiL and dealt him stinging blows, he never qulL
never gave up, never let the slightest shadow of
doubt cross his face. Shinjo swore that day to
lmitate this uall of Hida's; following ber example.

During the nlghl, many of lhe Ujlk-hai
deserted their comrades and came to beg Shinjo

for her protection. They wished to follow a strong
and capable leader, and they wished to learn the
powerful techniques she had so ably
demonstrated. Shinjo discussed the matter with
them until dawn, and with the sunrise she and
the Ujik-hai exchanged the vows of The Promise.

Without the
support of a member of the samura! caste, hinln
were outC3SL The same applied to criminals: If a
samurai didn't provide food and a means of traveJ
for a crimina!. men the criminal was cast oul
from the clan.

Upon their return to Rokugan. some Unicorn

have taken traditional samurai dwelllngs,
especially those samurai lending to food
pnxluctlon - a new duty for the nomadic dan
The ancestral castles. long ago modified under the
guardianship of the Lion and Crane clans. are the
sealS of diplomalk power and home to the
various clan schools. However. mosl Unicorn
continue their nomadic existence. choosing 10 live
the way of their ancestors. The current dalmyo.
Shinjo Yokatsu. often rerreafS from his castle.
returning only for affairs of slate.

The culture of Rokugan developed a sodal
structure that divided evet)'ooe into a class based
upon their occupaUon. The Unicorn s)'Slem Is
similarly structured. but Is military in nature and
stems from lheir nomadlt exislence. The Unicorn
continue to hold the Emperor as their preeminent
authority. They have explored the lands beyond
Rokugan at his order. Amongst the fandlles of the
Unicorn, Shlnjo's descendams are held as the
hereditary leaders of the clan Each family Is an
independent organization. The dalmyo details
duties for eadl of his samura!. whom with the
support of Iheir followers provide essenLlal needs
for the family and the clan as a whole.

Beyond the family hierarchy, there's also a
hierarchy amongst those Unicorn who lravel
together. When the Unleorn clan splits up Inlo
separale ITOOPS (which is most of the Ume), they
do not split cleanly along family lines. Although
one of these Independent troops Is largely
comprised of memben of a single family. about a
quarter of any group are from the olher families;
this helps ensure mat each troop Is fully
independent and has a well balanced group of
sltilled personnel During these Urnes, samurai of
difJerent families are answerable to the highesl­
ranking samurai of thelr family. who is in tum
answerable dlredly to the leader of the troop. Of
course, the leader often delegates his duUes 10
lesser samurai of his famlly 10 keep his dUlles
simpler.

Each dJlTers only In
the mon represented in the center of the top edge.
The mons on the three remaining mirrors are of
tile Shinjo. and Iuchi. and Otaku ramUy. The Ide
family mirror disappeared with a portion of the
family during lheir search for passage back to
RoklJ83ll

There are many tales that leU of the journeys
of the four groups. The laIes of Dying carpelS,
spirits of fire trapped in boItles and fabulous
cities floating In the douds are all recorded as
history. but are viewed as fantastical allegories of
the trials and travels of the groups. Some of them
had been trapped and enslaved by a brotherhood
of sorcerers (apparently distant cousins of the
sorcerers the Ki-Rin had encountered before).
Otaku Rumaru. the descendant of Shlko. reported
that the sorcerers had "hidden their hearts" In
sorcerousJars and used magic that was "powerful
and strange."

When asked how Lhey escaped. Rumaru
smiled and with a wicked gleam in her eye. she
said. 1ltey may nOi have hearts, but they are
men. after alL" The prize they brought back.
however. was well worth the years of slavery,
They now rode upon Lall horses, taller even than
Rumaru hersel( They were not as sturdy as the
horses they brought with them from Rokugan.
but they were tall and as swift as the wind.

Since the return of the Unicorn to the Emerald
Empire. many of the Ide family have found their
way into the Imperial Court. draWing up the laM
which guide the magistrates of the Emperor. Their
service has been invaluable: they have organized
the confusing and draconlan charters that were

the legacy of over two
dozen Emperors and
countless aides, removed
the contradlcllons, and
simplified the laws for the
benetlt of all (especially the
common folk). They also
see to II that Unlcorn bushi
are preferentially promoted
to magisterial positions.
and that their deeds art
heard In the palace. Thus it
Is 10 the credit of the Ide
family that the Unicorn art

becoming known as
"lawme.n" in both an
advisory and an executive
fashion.

The Ide tend 10 be level­
headed. fair and well­
organized. They are master
problem solvers and are
often able to find the
advantage In a situation
that may appear hopeless
to olhers. They are firm
adherents to the belief that
"necessity is the mother of
invention", and are experts
at utilizing all possible
resources to Ihelr full
advantage.

They are known for
their keen diplomatic skllls,
an area of expertiSe thai is
rarely developed by other
Unicorn families. but Is
often vital to their Clan In
dealing wilh the other
Clans of Rokugan. For this

reason. an Ide samurai is often more readily
aa:epled and highly regarded by the other Clans
than mOlit Unicorns.

it Is generally agreed among the Unicorn thal
when traveling in the Emerald Empire, an ide or

In a manner slmUar to that of the Crane back
home. but with their own peculiar slant. the Ide
family has laken the strategy and determination
of the samurai and applied iI to the workings of
the throne rooms and marketplaces. They are not
warriors. but masters of what they call wabuJcan'
the peaceful path.

The Ide administered
many of the needs of the
Unicorn Clan. amassing
vast quantities of food or
negotiating treaties with
entire kingdoms. just as
the retainers of Unlcorn
bushl each have their part
in funherlng the
samurai's duty. the Ide
household retainers take
care to see lIlat smaller
details of business are
properly attended, wblle
the family leaders look 10
the needs of the clan ­
and even the Empire - as
a whole.

The exact nature of
lhis division of labor
depends on the samurai
in questlon. For example.
the servants of Ide
Daikoku. the caravan
master. take care of jobs
beneath the samuraI's
dignity. They purchase
proper amounts of
supplies at advantageous
prices, and sell food and
equipment to the clan (or
give It 10 lIle needy) as
required. Their devotlon
leaves Daikoku free: to
negotiate for lhe
acquisition of rare
treasures. On the other
hand, the servants of
diplomat Ide Tadaji are
bureaucrats. He forms policies in the Imperial
Court. and when he is finished. his servants lend
tu the details of tlle negoliaUons. liffiootlling
rurned feathers. delineating special cases of new
laws and treaties, etc.

This new style of casting spells helped the
Unicorn greatly in their travels, and made It
possible for the luchi family to acquire many new
spells by trading with foreign spellweavers.
AltlJough many lack the delicacy of lhe other
clans' magics. none can deny melr efficacy In
battle.

Along his journeys, luchl also discovered a
new form of magic !'rom the lands of the heartless
sorcerers. Instead of summoning power from lhe
elements. tlJe sorcerers instead drew power from
words Inscribed onto talismans. luchi learned
these 1nscripdons were of words (supposedly)
spoken at the time ofcrealion. By lnscr:iblng them
(and combinations of them) onto precious slones
and materials, the sorcerer was able to summon
the power of the universe Itself.

luchi stole lhls knowledge (he barely escaped
with his life), and spenl lhe rest of his 11fe
mastering II. His work would be passed on to his
besl student, luchi Tsubel, who perfected It Now,
the Unicorn art of talisman magic is the envy of
every shugenja In Rokugan - al least those who
do not tremble at the thought of invoking the
power of the words of creaUon.

Upon thelr return to Rokugan, the luchi
shugenja were alarmed by the proliferation of
fortunes In their absence. They consider this
deifIcation of mortals at once arrogant and
decadent and the method ofspell casting used by
the Rokuganl to be degenerate and muddled It is
not without a wry smile that they reallze Ihal they
are now seen by the other clans as untrustworthy
and arrogant in their own right. and full of
barbarian tricks. The twists of fate are curious
Indeed.

luchl shugenja are more open-mjnded and
wiUing to experiment than the shugenJa of most
olher Clans. They have learned from experience
lhat there Is no ·one true way' to do magic, but
many different variations and methods which can
be used. altered, combined and adapted to create
magical effects.

They lend to be very ambitious and drive
themselves relentlessly in everything they do.
They constantly strive for improvement in all
aspects of life. and believe that much can be
gained by nying new things and learning from
experience.

Tradition is not a rigid and absolute rule (0 be
strictly adhered to, but ralher a foundalion, a base
of knowledge and wisdom to be absorbed and

added 10. The teachings of the luchi school

This is a favored
argument of the Shinjo and Juchi. Others hold
lhat Otaku. by refusing to make a vow, Indicated
to Shinjo that she would follow her so long as her
course remained true. bullf Shinjo strayed. Otaku
would not let her word tie her to a cause in which
she could no longer believe. The Moto and Ide­
families largely adhere to this InterpretatJol1 The
Otaku refuse to even discuss lhe Issue
considering such lntellectuaUzed debate to be
nothing but pointless sophistry,

Whatever the case, Otaku served Shinjo unLd
her faterul ride into the Shadowlands. Her
daughter. Otaku Shiko, proved 10 be an
extraordinary helr.

The Otaku family values determination.
devollon and straightforwardness above all other
things. They believe l.hat actions speak more
loudly, and more clearly, than words. This. they
know In Ihelr hearts (no matter what the others
may speculate), is why lhe first Otaku did nOl
speak her promise to Shinjo - she did not have to.
To this day. members of the Otaku family are
known for being people of few words. They
choose their words carefully. and do not belleve In
idle chatter. It is interesting 10 note. however. that
some of the most beautiful and highly-regarded
poetry of the Unicorn Clan, and Indeed. all of
Rokugan. Is wrillen by light-lipped Otaku.

descendant of Shinjo herself. The Shinjo fanJily Is
easUy the largest of the Unicorn families, in large
part because it is the famUy that receives almost
all adoptees Into the clan.

The Shinjo family pursues military careers
almost exclusively, leaving the magic to the luchL
Some think there Is a continuing family
predilection towards action and away from
contemplation that prevents Shinjos from being
successful shugenja Certainly the family displays
more resllessness than the other Unicorn
families: even Shinjo Yokatsu himself often
abandons Shiro Shinjo for weeks at a lime to go
riding and hunting. 10 visit with the others of his
clan in the field.

Thls wanderlust is actually of great benefit to
the Unicorn. because unlike the other clans, their
defenses are unpredictable. While a general can
count on the Crab remaining in their Impregnable
fortresses, 1I is not possible !O count on the
Unicorn being anywhere in particular. TIley
wander aboul their lands (and oo:aslonally into
neighboring lands) and despite the latesl
Intelligence reports, an invading army might nnd
itself suddenly attacked by a Unicorn contingent
that Just happened to stray in Its direction.

The descendants of Shinjo possess a sense of
freedom and independence unequaled in
Rokugan. They do not like to be contained. Most
Shinjo samuraj would rather sleep under the
stars. nestled against the warmth of their steed.
than In a cramped leot or within the cold stone
walls of a castle. They like to seek out new places
and experiences, and their penchant for
exploration makes them eSpecially suited for
scouting and hunting. They take great pleasure In
the simple aclS of living and being. They rend nOI
10 put much energy Inlo unnecessary formalities.
pomp and circumstance. They are open. honest.
practical and tJUstwonhy.

Many oolice that the Shinjo seem to possess a
unique -glow~ of peace and well·being. Some
attribute this to the traces ofdivine blood that sUI!
run through their veins. They do not deny this,

but they know that it takes effon and the
attitude to altain this state. They believe thal
being true to oneself. exploring the posslbl
and taking advantage of the opportunlUes
gives you, you can achieve aU you need in life.

The original Moto was a gaijin 'Ai

distinguished himself in the service of Sh'
herself. some 700 years ago. From its founder
humble beginnings as an unknown servant. t.hP
Moto family grew through his being madl
samurai and marrying into the Clan, until
became "the right hand of Shinjo," the shoc:i.
cavalry thaI was used to break enemy Una.
during difficull battles.

Throughout the history of the Unicorn. lbI
Moto family was renowned for aggressJve cavaIn­
charges. incredible courage and ferocity, and ..
reckless Jack of fear of death. One extremt
example of this happened when the Unicorn firsI
encountered armies equIpped with massed pika
While the other Unicorn milled about, frustrated
at their InabUity 10 altack the enemy. the Moto
volunteered to charge the enemy ranks. The Moto
samurai stood hunched on the saddles of their
horses as they charged. As their mounts Impaled
themselves on the pike shafts. the samurai leapt
from the saddles and into !he enemy troops..
breaking their formation. The pikemen. havilll
only the long shafts of their spears 10 defend
themselves. were decimated.

Unleorn generals have orten held the Molo
cavalry back from the fighting until their power
was needed 10 turn the Ude of battle, or elst 10

shaner the enemy completely. There were even a
few times when the Moto family cavalry was used
as a desperate rearguard. strikJng the lead
elements of the enemy army while the rest of the
Unicorn ned to safety. Even in these fights. the
MOio always emerged victorious, though victory

Since that dark day. Moto family members
have been seen riding in the Shadowlands on the
freakish steeds of Fu Leng. a hellish fire where
their eyes should be. They are led by the
Inhuman laughter of their doomed daimyo. Thus
has lhe name Moto become associated with
horror and shame. In retognltlon of that lhe MOIO

now wear white armor with purple used only as
highlights.

The loss of their famUy's honor through the
vile sorceries of the Shadowlands has had a

profound effect on the
remainder of the Molo
family. They changed
their family mon to
reOecl the change of thcir
altitude.

THE SADDLE & STIRRUP

With the exception of the. new holS(' breeds,
quite possibly the greatest discovery or the Kl·R1n
clan during their U3\'eIs west was the saddle and
the stirrup. Up to lhat point, the Ki·Rln were
considered the masters oJ bareback horse riding.
but bareback riding does have its limitations. or
course, until the Unicorn returned with the saddle
and stirrup. bare back riding was the only way (0

ride. Bare back riding is by no means a simple
task, and requires a tremendous amount of leg
strength and balance on behalf of the rider.
(Characters must have Horsemanship 3 to ride
bareback.)

One of Lhe first cultures 10 be encounlered by
the clan were nomadic horse people riding large
mounts (the gaijin riding horse) from a seal
fashioned of lanned and dried animal skins on
the horse's back. and strapped around the horse's
midsection. Funhermore. IhJs new devlce had
fool·holds attached to Us bottom. thereby allowing
the rider 10 stand In the saddle. The new
saddle/stirrup combination not only afforded the
rider greater balance and comfOr1. bUl II also
allowed him to concentrate on riding the horse
inslead of concentrating on not falling off. Horses
also seemed more comfortable bearing a rider In

a saddle. and thus performed betler In U'avel a
In combat.

In battle, the SUlTUp allowed the rider
actually stand up while riding. giving greats
flexibility In the use of polearms, but also alloweC
the introduclion of another innovation of till'
nomads, the Horse Arther. Riders who can stand:
in the stirrups are afforded the necessary amOUnI

of space and flexlbUity required 10 nre a bow. ~
a matter of fact, the Oal-kyu (or horse bow) dJIl
not exist In Rokugan until the Unicorn clan
returned.

CA.,ALRY UPOH THE RnURN OF
THE UNICORN CUN

Prior to the Unlcorn's return, warfare in
Rokugan was a slIalghtforward lnfanuy brawl
The opposing generals would line up their troops.
march forward with their archers nring in dt!­
lead. and hope their side would kill more of lhe
enemy than gOI killed. When one of the oppoSing
Unes retreated. the victor would pursue until ft
was no longer practicable to do so. This state ci
affairs endured unUJ the Unicorns returned.

The introduction of cavalry inlO Rokugant
warfare caused every fighting man in the Empirr
to slep back and re-evaluate strategy. The
spectacle of a horse and rider - an unheard-of
innovation on RokuganJ battlefields at the time ­
weighlng len times as much as as a man
charging straight at a line of infantry at full speed
is a terrifying sight. Reactions of the generals of
the other clans were mixed. Some clans sought to
learn. mimic, and perhaps even Improve on this
new Instrumenl of war. while others declared tht'
use of the horse to be barbarian lrickery, and
refused to accept the efficiency of these new
troops. They learned the hard way the price at
adhering 100 closely to lraditlon

Allhough the use of cavalry is a powerful new
tool In Rokuganl warfare, the Unicorn Clan does
not seek to make war where 11 is not necessary.
FrankJy. the Unicorn Clan makes many
concessions 10 gain the respect of lhe other clans
In politics. cu1lure. and warfare. and does not look
10 incur lhe wrath of the other clans ihrough
arrogance. over-confidence or by force.

(breast/back plates, arm coverings, etc.), and some
even choose to not wear a helmet Like tI1e
Mounted Infantry, they ride unarmored horses.

M£DIUM CAVALRY/HORS£
ARCH£RS

The next step up in the cavalry chain Is the
Medium CavalrylHorse Archer. Having learned
from the nomads of the Near West (0 combine the
kll1lng power of the dal-kyu with the mobUil)' of
the riding horse. these troops are possibly the
most lethal weapon In the Unicorn arsenal This
combination allows for these unilS 10 be deployed
and re-deployed anywhere mey are required on
fhe field.

Most Rokuganl archers employ the yumi, and
standard practice would be to simply point the
arrow at the larget and fire. The Unicorn Horse
Arthers. in addiUon to using the powerful dai­
kyu. gain an even greater range of fire lhan that
of a standard archer by employing two other
lechnlques of the nomads: arcing fire. and volley
fire. By arcing the arrows' trajectory, range is
increased at the price of accuracy. The loss of
accuracy is offset when an entire corps of horse
archers fires at a large concentration of troops.
Arcing fire also allows the archers 10 fire over
Lbelr own advancing infantry. and InlO the enemy
ranks from the rear of the battlefield. Volley fife ­
the entire formation firing at one upon being
given a signal - brings a large concentration of
archer fire upon enemy units. It is. indeed,
startling to see a massive hall ofarrows ImpaCting
an enemy formation. causing them to lose their
forward momentum.

The bushl of the Medium CavalrylHorse
Archers units carry Ihe daisho. lbe dal-kyu. and a
wide assortment of arrows. Some units may also
be armed Wllh the yarJ If they will charge the
enemy. They employ all of the pieces or bushl
armor except the arm covering and the mempo•
which can restrict tbelt field of vision and
flexibility. Their horses are only partially armored
to protect the steed's thighs, chesl, and nose.

· 'evenheless, occasionally war does break OUI,
.and when it does, these are the formations used.

Unicorn armies have two basic Iroap types,

ith the cavalry arm of the army being
..tbdivided into four categories.

ll\OUNT£D INFANTRY

One of the fundamenlal alms of warfare Is to
e the enemy off of his position. Although

The helmet Is covered wltll nne while fur. said
to be a clipping of lhe mane of the fust unicorn
befriended by Olaku. Most consider this to be the
case. because the fur Is always clean, always
white, and noats In the breeze as though It were
spider silk. The helm Is surmounted by a horn of
pure gold. and a terrible Illask adorns tlle frollt.
the image of a unicorn's battle snarl.

Shinjo Yokatsu, the Unlcorn daimyo, does not
wear the armor. Partly this is due to the same
reason he does not wield Hayal: he believes he Is
not worthy. The other reason Is that the armor Is
a very (for him) uncomfortable reminder of his
station as clan leader. one he would ralher nol
have. Not only is he uncomfortable with the
stationary lifestyle and the greal responsibilities
In what to him Is a sense.less land. but also the
annor itself Is displeasing to a man who has
grown up wearing robes at most. Thus Yuki
spends its time these da~ on a mahogany display
rack. hanging above Hayai and Dailan. and (here
il is likely to stay for the time being.

YUKI'S POWERS
Yuki Is heavy armor. though so well buill thai

it has many special trails. It adds +15 to the
wearer's TN to Be Hit. and also forces anyone who
strikes the wearer to drop their highest damage
die.

Imbued with Shlnjo's audacity, the wearer can
ignore a number of Wound levels equal 10 his
School Rank. Thus, a rank 3 bushi would be al no
wound penalty for some tlme. then drop straight
to -4. The armor also has Shlnjo's energy: neither
the wearer nor his horse suffers fatigue.

The armor also has an effect on those around.
For a radius on ten feet per rank of the wearer,
mounted clansmen (lncludlng the wearer) gain an
extra point of initiative and an extra dle of
damage (rolled. not kept): thus the wearer of the
armor has often been the center man In a heavy
cavalry charge against the enemy. ThIs edge can
be just enough to turn the tide of battle. Clan
scholars are unclear whether the nemuranai's
power led to this practlce, or whether Instead the
tendency for the clan dalmyo to make such brash

charges caused the armor to be imbued with
power.

The outfit Is of a deep purple. which
commonly known as "royal purple" among
gaijin. and is adorned with a variety of haDil
embroidered irises, unlcorns. and other insignia
The gannent hangs elegantly, if loosely, How~
the loose folds give it the illusion thai it was n
specifically for whoever Is wearing it al lhe time.
Only the largest or smallest of samurai canna
wear this and look good in it. The deceptive fo
of the garment Increase the wearer's TN to be
by 5.

More intportanl the garment Is imbued 'hi
peace and wonder. If anyone tries 10 attack
wearer, the attacker must make a contested
against the wearer. The allacker rolls his horlOl
and the wearer rolls his Ide School Rank.

THE ARROWS OF THE FOUR

Spring is II lime of renewal and great

celebration for the Unkom dan. To
commemorate lite return of gJfftl to !.be frozen
steppes and me bInh or the StasOflS ON foals.

where skills are tested and prowess displayed
There are, of course. many horsemanship
contests. There are competitions (or riding.
Jumping. horseback archery. lancing targets and
displays of riderlhorse cooperadon The races are
another favorite spectacle. These contests are a
chance for the breeders to proudly display !.he
quality and value of their horses. There are races
In classes of breed and welghl, as well as special
races run in full armor and over uneven ground.
Much can be discovered about the physical
attributes and temperament of the animals from
lhese grueling runs.

Besides those events involving horses. lhere
are trials of kenjutsu, yomanrl athleucs, boJutsu,
wrestling and more. There are also events that
showcase the skills of me Unicorn shugenja. All
of these events are observed by enlhuslastk
crowds wbo cheer their famUy's entranlS as frantic
wagering lakes pia« at tile belting booths,

Beyond the traditional formal contests. there
are many spontaneous displays and private
challenges. The young hopefuls of lIle baltie
maJden school 001 yet Initiated into the elite
ranks. are well known to put on the most
enlettaining shows of the Konkuru. These. art:
usually 001 so much competitions as a chance for

The scoul stumbled to their farmhouse
on foot, his horse haVing been slain some
miles previously, and he was being
pursued by a pair of Scorpion samurai
determined to make sure the message
never got to lhe Unicorn. Kurisuko (lhen
only six years old) did her best to help as
her father and two older brolhers fought
to protect Ihe Injured scoul, who was very
near death. She distracted the samurai
with shouts and jibes and managed to
keep her family armed wtth nearby tools
when weapons were 10Sl The two
Scorpions were finally killed. though both
of Kurlsuko's brothers died in the clash.
lurisuko and her mother bound the
KOUt'S wounds and the family escorted
!lim 10 the Otaku castle. where the
message was relayed.

The Information proved to be very
~luable Indeed and saved many lives.
ICamoko offered the family a larger parceJ
of land to farm, bUI the father paillely
mused. Instead asking if his daughter
would be considered for the shiotome
.smool HaVing heard the tale of the liuJe
&lrl's bravery in the fight with Lhe
Scorpions. and seeing the fire of battle­
1piril in her dark eyes. she accepted

To Klzoko. this was an outrage. and the
mp stung even more when the peasant

:I1ightest effort.

The girl had the true spirit of a batlle maiden
IlKl excelled In her studies, But life at the school
was nol easy for Kurlsuko. She had to endure
many jibes and whispered insults because of her

mble beginnings. ThJs m.ade her pUI up
proteclive emotional wall around herself. While
fOSSfssed of a natural gin for the teachings of the

school. she was less than congenial to her sisters.
She was quiet and gruff, choosing her words
carefully and smiling rarely. Because of this, she
made few friends and lIIany enemies.

A few months before both girls were
scheduled to compele in their gempukku
ceremony, Kurisuko's horse was found alive, bUI
badly wounded, in the stables. A door was len
open. and a trail of blood led away from the
scene. Deep slashes were cut across the neck and

Speculation also turned to human suspects.
Some whispered iliat It was an act of vicious
jealousy against the peasant girl. but most think
such an act against the sacred horses Is beyond
even the 1lI0st vengeful of battle maidens. Some
spoke of a saboteur from another clan most
likely Scorpion, looking to sow panic and
dlsrupllon among the ranks of shiotome. Perhaps
they even targeted Kurisuko's horse in retaliation
againsl her family's defeat of their samurai.

A few even suspect Kurlsuko of committing
the heinous crime herself: after all. the theory
runs. she Is not worthy to be a battle maiden and
this way she could reUre withoul the
embarrassing failure of the gempukku lest
Another poSSibility was Utat the family of one of
the bailie maiden hopefuls was involved,
attempting to ensure their daughter's success
through less than honorable means.

THE UNICORN DIAMOND MINES
The mountains that border lbe spanan plaJns

of the Unicorn lands harbor rich deposits of
diamond. nle Unicorns' main Interest In the gem
is its unequaled cutting ability. which is utilized in
glass working and odler crafts. The other clans
(especially the Crane) have taken an Interest In
the gem's beauty and rarity and they have
become highly prized for ornamentation Some
shugenja even claim that the Jewels can help
when scrying and diVining.

Three mines have been established. and
villages have sprung up around them to house the
miners and craftsmen who work them Caravans
of supplies for the miners and convoys
transporting the precious stones crisscross the
plains that stretch from the base of the mountains
to the Imperial Road

Unicorn samurai are often enlisted 10 guard
lhe caravans. and bandit raids are usually
uncommon due to the inhospitablllty of the Snow
Plains and me effectiveness of the escorts.

Lately, however. large bands of well-equlpped
brigands have been attacking and looLing
caravans, retreating into the mountains with the
stealth and swiftness of calS. The only bandit
captured thus far refused to reveal any
Information. Rumor has It that these groups are
only elements of a much larger force gathering In
a secret mountain hideaway.

Some speculate that a wUy bandit leader it
unifying outlaw gangs and preparing to plunder
the mines themselves. There has even been ta1l
that a shugenja leads them. seeking to amass a
horde of diamonds for some devious magical
working. They say this shugenja has armed tbr
robbers wtth magic. allowing them to retreat with
their spoils like shadows from the light

While tlle Shadowlands lie far to the south or
the Unlcorn's territory. some of the creatures have
managed somehow to establish themselves In
parts of the Unicorn lands. One theory Is thai.
there Is a subterranean network of caverns mat
extends under the Spine of the World mountains.
the Shinomen forest and Into the Shadowlands.11
is possible thai the crealures may have wandered
Into these caverns and emerged In the mountaiM
near the Snow Plains and adapted 10 the new
environment

Travelers in the rugged mountain passes tell ~
goblin-like creatures with thick. fatty nesh who
can re-anach a 11mb after it has been severed.
Mujlna also haunt the hills and plains, delighting
In tormenting the diamond miners and spooking
the horses of Unicorn troops. There have also
been harroWing tales of the vengeful spirits or
travelers frozen In snowstorms that haunt tM
broad plateaus.

q'he Dands Of tl1e
i1nIco~'n

The Unicorn lands are a reOecOon of the Clan's
development over the past two hundred years.
Originally composed of wandering nomads, the:
Unicorn have slowly seuled down establishing
towns and forlresses. At the same time.
wanderlust continues to grip their hearts, and
they have never truly abandoned Iheir ancestors'
ways. As a resull their territory Is a strange mix
of the transient and Ihe unchanging, of
permanent settlements existing side by side wilh
eternally mobile caravan trains. Such a
combination takes many visitors by surprise.
enhancing the Unicorn's ~barbarlc· reputation
among other Clans.

The landscape on this western edge of
Rokugan Is well·sulted to the dual nature of the
people who live on iL It consists of vast expanses
of roUlng plains. grasslands and low hills, Yet it is



located between a trio of great lakes, and cut off
from the rest of the Empire by a pair of swift
rivers. WhUe creating several ideal points for a
city or fortress to be constructed, it also provides
an immense natura! defense for the unbroken
plains that comprise the vast maJorily of Unicorn
Il{IldIngs. The permanem dwellings form anchors
thai the wandering populallon can use for respite,
trade, and defense.

Of the entire Unicorn population. perhaps
forty percent are nomads, never remaining in one
set location for very long. These wanderers make
thelr living by herding. and move their great
flocks of sheep and herds of horses from place to
place as the seasons dictate. The Unicorn plains
are rich with wild grass and oats, perfect for
nomadic herding. And It goes withoul saying thai
the Unicorn's horses are among me strongest and
most valued in Rokugan. In the proper hands, a
breeding stalllon can fetch enough gold 10 feed an
enUre communily for a year.

Most herders shun outsiders and do nol
imeract with their cousins In the reSI of Rokugan.
Their strange dialect and uncouth ways mark
them as outsiders everywhere they go. The harsh
comfort of the windswept plains they know is
enough [0 keep them from vemurlng beyond
Iheir caravan lralls. Each band Is led by a family
magistrate, responsible for leading the group and
enfortlng !.he Emperor's law among them Such
magistrates must report Lo the Unicorn daimyos
al least once each year. and answer for any
wrong-doings their mobUe community may have
commlUed.

The remainder of the Clan - those who dwell
in one place permanently - tend to cluster either
at one of the great family castles or along the
firefly River on the eastern edge of Unicorn lands.
Fishing villages and farmlands pepper both sides
of !.he Firefly, depending upon yearly flooding to
harvest Iheir crops. The Unicorn Is the least
agrarian of the Clans, and most of their crop
maintains their own food supply, rather Ihan
serving as trade goods.

Perhaps more Importantly, the river Is the only
easy means of access to and from the Unicorn
lands. MerchantS and tradesmen oC all types
looking to do business make their way up the
Firefly by boat or caravan Outsiders are welcome
to travel wherever they wish In Unicorn lands.
although most of them choose to remain near the
river. The ferUle area along the Firefly Is the most

"Rokuganr of Unicorn lands - its roads and
townships look much like they do in the rest of
the Emerald Empire. For !.his reason, traders and
other outsiders are most al home here, and
conduct their business without pressing funher
into Unicorn territory.

T H£ GR£AT LAk£S
The three great lakes In this area are held jn

high esteem by the Unicorn. Not only do they
prOVide a constant source of water and the basis
for nomadic moving patterns, but each one
contains a special meaning which all Unicorns
hold close to their hearts. In the Car north lie
Nagashi Naga rash!. a Naga city sunken beneath
the waler. Though few beyond a handful ofShinjo
scholars know Its exact nature, It seems odd that
such rwns would remain unchanged for
thousands of years while other land-based
buildIngs vanished long ago. The Unlearn point to
It as a sign of how fleeting life Is, and how so little
of whal we build truly lasts.

On the other end of the territory is
Chrysanthemum Petal Lake, renowned
throughoullbe. Empire for Its beauty and serenity.
For most of the year, the lake is white with petals
from the chrysanthemums that cover the shore­
a liqUid carpel of flowers thaL draws pilgrims
from every corner of Rokugan The Unlearn see JI
as evidence of nature's harmony, and an example
of how disparate elements can exist peacefully
alongside each other.

FInally, there is White Shore Lake. at the
eastern edge of Unicorn lands. The resting place
of Firefly River, the Lake has become a hub of
fishing and trading. The fine white sand
surrounding the water Is said to have medJctnaI
effects. and Unicorn peasantry are aware of how
Its waters give them sustenance. They view the
lake as a testament to nalure's generous and
bountiful ways.

TH£ PALAC£S
The fonresses of the greal Unicorn families are

testaments to the Clan's efficiency as well as their
fundamental differences from the rest of the
Emerald Empire. They are more ornate than other
fortresses, with flying buttresses and steep-sloped
roofs unseen elsewhere. They are bwll along
strange configurations, emphasizing sturdy, low
walls Instead of narrow high ones. Their gates

luchi's greatest discovery during his covert
studies in the land of the heartless sorcerers wz
what he called •meJshodo~ or Mnanle rnaglc."

The sorcerers of the east were not calling upon
the fortunes or kami 10 creale magical effects. bul
were using what they called the "names of
aeatiolL" According to their belie£s. the words
that~ spoken at the dawn of aeation held
power. and invoking or Inscribing those names
amid lap Into that power.



luchl became fascinated with IhiS new
knowledge and furiously attempted to master il
Unfortunately, he would not see the fruition of hls
work. His untJmely death (at the hands of a desert
shadow) would cease his studies. However, his
apprentice - luchl Nobane - conlinued his work

The system of magic Nobane crealed Involves
InScribing the words that were spoken at me lime
of creation on talismans. Speaking the name
while concenlrallng on lhe talisman causes a nux
of energy from the welJsprlng of energy that is
creation itself. luclli Nobane found this style of
magic to be far more useful lhan the taxing
medilaUons prescribed by lsawa The power was
ready at the caster's fingertips whenever he
needed Il

However Nobane's style of magic did have a
price. Try as he ntighL he could nol vary the
Intensity of lhe effects he was Invoking. The magic
was ·static·, lnfiexible. For the rest of his Ufe he
would try to find a solution, but It eluded him. Even
his students were unable to solve lbe problem.

When lhe Unicorn returned 10 Rokugan. they
introduced lhis new form of magic to the courts,
and the Phoenix branded it heresy. However. the
Crane had long been magical artIficers and found
themselves intrigued by the new magic. The
Emperor was forced to make a decision. He
announced that only the Unicorn would practJce
nleishodo and those they felt were worthy to
bandle its power. The Phoenix objecled, but the
Emperor would not relent. ·Obvlously the
Unicorn bave nOI been tainted by this magic.
Wbat do we have to fear?·

For two hundred years the Unkom have
adapted meJshodo to the Rokugani belief system;
however, they have found a small problem. Their
own understanding of Rokuganl magic has faded
aod they have fOWld themselves somehow 'cut
£ from the tlde of magical energies. The luchi
....vt not revealed this 10 the rest of Rokugan;
mdeed they have not even revealed it to the resl of
1belr Clan The mel.aphyslcal implications could
pvt the Unicorn's enemies great leverage indeed.

USING M£ISHODO
Incorporating melshodo Inlo your campaign is

rssy. First off. only characters from tJ1C luchi
sbugenja school are allowed to use it (unless a
....UnJcorn character is willing to purchase the
[Afferent School advantage). All the spells listed

in the main book (and In Appendix 31 can be. used
with the meisbodo rules.

If a shugenja who uses meishodo wishes to
cast a spell. rather than reading a scroll he
conceOlrales on the talisman inscribed With a
secret word. The power Oows from the energies
around hlm just like a llOrmai spell and It Is cast
with all the usual rules. There are only two
differences.

Shugenja using meJslJodo cannot use Raises 10

change the effect, duration or any other part of Ibe
spelL Also, there are no meisllodo rituals.

If the shugenja has gained lllastery over the spell.

However, unlike traditional Rokuganl magic. he
does not gain a Free Raise If he casts a spell he
has mastered with the talisman

Finally. shugenja who use meJshodo are
invoking power from a metaphysical syslem thai
15 llOt native to Rokugan For whatever reason,
whenever meishodo shugenja try to use
traditional Rokugani magic (with scrolls and
such), alliargel numbers are increased by 5. Also.
meishodo shugenja may not use the spells Sense,
Commune and Summon
