In film, Bavhaus is very much 2 minor player.
Aside from the many inspiring war films, the
indusery produces very lictle mass antercabineit,
except for some very popular bsioren] deimas.
It does provide sophisticated art Rlms popular
with the system’s intellectuals though. Perhaps
the most successful par of the Baabaus cinema
brduscey s Hoase Valmonte's noternons line of
erotic films.

Bauhaus excels in high culture. This is the resule
af o subeidized svgren primanily seared 1o e tas
tes of the arstocrey and the middle classes who
ape them. Its theaters, opera houses and galleries
are famed throughous the system. les noveliscs ore
reckoned to be among hurmanieg’s best, and Boaue
B paninting and sculpture are universally hailed
as excellent.

After Capitol,
Bauhaus is the system’s Inrgest trader tn food,
Bauhaus cuising is shaped by the refined tastes
of the anstovracy and known for its complex
sivces and  subtle seasonings.  Surprisingly,
there are Few Bauhaus restawrants. Most of the
nolzle frimilies ear ar home with their guests,
diving on food produced by the best crained
chefs in the system, For those who woulel sam-
ple Bauhaws cuistine withoul being invited to a
nolelie's bome, there are a few very exclusive res-
taurants, usually found in Homebuilder-owned
hotels. The feod here is cooked o perfection by
chefs whao are often as well known and eecentric
as mavle stars, The result of their work is best
appreciated by gourmets with deep pockets, for
it is not cheap. Baulaus fast feod tends oo be
dovminated by meat products like saosages.
These goo well with the copious amounts of
chicap (and good] beer favorad by the lower clas-
ses of Homebuilders.

THE MINISTRY OF WEALTH. The Ministry
of Wealth collects taxes with a zealous devotion
pormsally seen only in Brotherhood Inguisitars,
They make sure that all Bauhaus subsidiaries pay
their corporate tithes and that individual citizens
ppay their taxes on tme, They are known for their
jackhooted approach to tax-dodgers and often
work hand in mailed gauntler with the Magisirates
aof the Ministry of [ustice to ensure prosecution,

THE DIPLOMATIC HKoRPS. The Rauhaus
Diplomatic Korps has offices across the system.
Their duties range from negotiating treaties with
the other megacorps 1o gathering information
and performing acts of espionage, The Diploma-
tic Korps has it own intelligence unit known as
the Office of Information, an innocuous title for
what i one of the system's most effective spy
nebworks.

THE MIMISTRY OF HEALTH. This ministry
lzoks aller people when they are sick and ties o
ensure thot they remain well. It maintains the
great haspitals, which are the envy of the system,
It makes sure doctars meet the high standards of
excellence and ethics that Bauhaus demands, It
has a huge territory, since it is responsible for
inaking sure that all citizens have their Certificates
of Fitness or Exemption checked every two years,
It ensures that its doctors are traimed inall aspects
of the detection of stigmata and mutation, and
know the correct procedures for reporting such
oeerrences to the Ministry of Fear.

Law enforcement witltin the Biwhaus domains is a
relatively simple matter, Al dav-to-day police
wiprk is done by the Bashaus Low Enforcement
Units, more cammnaly know as the Elen or, mare
simply, the Blues. Their distinctive blue-black uni-
formes are a common sight evervwhere becase 1l
Electors believe in satusation policing, They think
that the best way o deter crime is to have a high-
ly wisible police presence on the streets. Every
street 15 potrolled, and the Bleu gims oo lave offi-
cers visible at every point at least once every Ave
minutes. Bleu officers patrol in pairs, They are usu-
ally abways men, since the minimuom height resoric-
tion of 6° 3" inches debars many women, and they
are always tough, steci-looking men, They have a
reputation for being tough but fair and alse for
handing out their own on-the-spot punishments
to malefactars. Many Blouw officers reckon that a
pistol-whipping is as good a deterrent as a jzil sen-
tence, and el accordingly, Most petty crime in
Bawhaws areas goes unrecorded, as officers dis-
pense their own justice. This is one reasen why
Bauhaus crime Agures are so low, Thousands of
small crimes never show up on the statistics.

It goes without saving that membars of the noti-
lity are above such arbitrary punishment, 1T they
are ever caughs committing @ petty crme, Bleo
officers will most Bkely look the other way, IF
they don't, the offepder will be disgraced, which
15 ils own punishment. Nobles who persistently
commit petty crimes are often reported o their
o families for punishment.

Small corps of decectives and forensic patho:
logists who investigace all crimes which are not
immediately dealt with by the patrol officers are
located i all major Mes stations.

Al major crimes of violence, theft and public
disorder in which the perpeteator is apprehen-
ded must be reported 1o 0 Magistrate, These
are the hard souls of the Ministry of Justice,
empowered to investigate, detain or penish e
minals on the spat. They are fmous for being
heavily armed, tough and incorruptible. Biu-
liues fans no concept of trial By jury. A Magistra
Le acts a5 judge, jury and often executioner, It is
their job to punish the guiliy and root out cor
miption aid heresy wherever it may be found,
To this end, many high-ranking Magistrales
have their own permanent task Forees of detoc
tives and bodyvsuards, In these dark times,
Magistrates are granted extraordinary powers
to bt down criminals,

will storve, work long hours and probably be beas
ten by sadistic guards. IF you survive your senten-
ce, and only 50% of elfenders do, then yvau will be
releasad in chisgrace, You can be transported for
selition, moral sabotage, armed robhery, bargla-
ry, killing & commaoner, taking the name of the
Elecrars in vain and many other things, This is the
planishment most often used on commnners.

DISGRACE. Disgrice is the punishment of all
erimas which imvofve loss of honor. [t means being
stripped of your Bauhaus citizenship, being dis-
owned by your Tamily, il becoming a landless
nebody, It is a feom of pomishment most ofien
used on ollicers and nobles, and is more feared lay
stich peaple than death.

PUBLIC ORDER

Although the Blew has station houses containing
24 officers in every city block, sometimes these
are not ensugl when riots break ouc and Heretics
and Anarchists mspine rebellion, When this bap-
pens, the Blen can call upon the house troops of
the local nobility, and any regular army units that
might be nearby to help quell the disturbance. Ina
reql erasig, they can reguest that the local Reserves
units be mustered, This all means that fioting and
Iooting in the Bauhaus domains can get very dang-
arous, very quickly.

in the domains and cause no alarm. Mobles are ot
reguired to regisrer any weapons they may pos-
siess, and they have unlimited access 1o corporate
weapanry, However, oven nobles are not allowed
ter wialk down the streers carmying automatic wea-
pons, Pistols amd swords are fine. Autorifles are
not, Warriors in the full armor of their unic or
order are a perfectly commen sight in the streets
af Bawhaus cities.

Commoders also usually have access to wea-

All commoners are requi-
red to pegister their weapons and also o
account for every discharge of their weas
pans, This can reguire a lot of paperwork.

The public imags
of these malicions Rends 15 that of a giggling cre
zies, shrouded in flowing black cloaks and cowls,
their faces swathed by acaives, sach clutching a
Brasimbe foc e liveed s o pestol i the atler This is
far from the trath. Anarchist cells are one of e
greatest threats o public arder in the Baohius
domains, and what makes them dangerowes is that
they ane mor easy Lo Spat.

Amnrchists are hose who bave riebelled :|jq;|il|.51
the pross imbalance of wealth in the megacorpo-
ratian and wha seek 1o ip apart the whole stroc-
tore ol sociely by a compaign of termorisn direc-
ted against the ruling classes, their propery and
the institutions of Bauhaus. They are often idealis-
tie fanacics whio wisl wo unprove the lor of their
leblonws and who will stop ot nothing 1o aclieve
their goals, They are most obten recruited among
the dissatisfed underclass of the threalls, but in the
past, they have baen joined by disgronded com-
moners and disgraced nobles, They are organized
in secrot cells af no more than ten.

Although the Minisory of Truth likes o porteay
them as a vast conspiracy, they are oo, They are
aglmpst impessible to cradicate because they have
no formal structure, Few Anarchist grougs main-
mabie contaet with any octhers, They may know a few
people m other cells, but normally they seem e
farm spontancously around a charismatic indivi-
dual. Some cells concentrate on printing and dis-
tiabuting  Avnarchist prepagands, Ochess prefer
more direct action such as bombang and assass-
nation. Some oy o organize the chralls to strike.
Others blow up faccery equipment. The most fea-
red are the so-called living bombs who strap
cyplosive charges to their chest and detonate
themselves at their target, taking themselves and
all swichin the Blast range wich 1hemn wlen they
o, OF course, Anarchist cells provide fertale
recruiting ground for Heretics, They are also often

funded by the other great powers, such as Mishi-
i and lmperial. lindeed. bloming the Anarchists
has hecomis a fGvorite covier lor eovert op@earions
in Banhaus domains,

THE APOCALYPTIC CULTS

The ather great threat to security in the Bauhas
damains comes, strangely enoagh. from its most
faichful suppoiters, There are numerous Apocalvp-
tie Cults within every Baalous cigy. Their mem-
bers, called Zealots, are linked by o wereible vision,
which is that the last days of humanity are upoen us
and thar spon a Iisc greas battle with the Dark
Lesgion will e foushn whicl will decide the desti-
ny of humanity forever. On one side will be the
Cardinal and the Taithful: on the ather will be the
mtterias of the Dark Soul. After the batcle, all will
b rm and |:|np|inq'ss. annel a1 pew wordd will liave
ta built again,

Given the presence of the Dark Legion om
Yenus, all of these claims have a certain credibili-
by, Howeevier, this s nol the problem. The prablem
is that the Zealots are fanatic and bigoted agains:
anybody they deem to be insuficiently dewvowt.
Vast crowads of them, egeed an by their leaders,
the Visionaries, often attack Cybertrone installa-
tions, claiming that they are a manifestation of the
Drarkness. Others sea Heretics everywhera, They
will seleaneaes antire blocks of thralls with fre apd
bullets, They will atteck the heldings of otles
miegacarpargtions i that corporation is deemed
o be evilly inspired by their leaders. They will
even challengs the authority of the Electors when
provoked,

After one particular aszault an several unarmed
Capltolan tourists, the Council declarad the Cule
of Final Light to be illegal, The Visionaries of Final
Light responded by claiming that the Electors hid
been possessad by Semai and called for an armaed
pprising, Theay were suppormed by several wnits of
the Reserce Ay, andd |:||-::-|,1|:|'_|.I clresl ﬁ;l.;]LIi:lj.;,
raged throughout Heimburg, When the Order of
the Silver Skull stormed the Final Light Mission
anal seppe the cult's leaders, wot even the revela-
tion that the Visionories were, 1o @ man, followers
of Semai could stop the rebellion, The cultists
believed this was all a lie dreamed up by the Minis-
try of Truth, and they foughe to the Tisy soldier,

Another factor that the makes the Apocalvptic
Cules so dongercus is that they appeal e the trao-
pantieed] verere of the wars witl the Dark Legion
who have seen thie Darkness up dose and kaow
haw great a threat it really is, This givies them a
prnl of highly skilled warriors to call on. They also
appeal to e more Bnatical followers of the Brot-
herhood. Several times, Inguisitors hive maoved
agninet the Zealors’ charismatic leaders o prevent
the onser of g sclism within the Brotherhaod
itself, At this moment, the Ministry of Light rates
the Apacalyptic Cults as a threat second only to the
Dark Legion and is petitioning the Elector Council
to b them banned. Given the popularity of the
Cults, this is a potentially explosive stuation.
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ORGANIZATION

The Dragoons form the armored spearhead of the
Bauhaus war machine, huge tank armies that crash
through the enemy line, destraying all in their
weay, clearing the groasd for the Hussars who fol-
low the,

& posting te the Dragoons is the most cheris-
hed dream of every Bauhaws child. These units
have glomour. Their dashing style of warfare ane
the sheer power of their velicles makes them the
first choice of every cadet. Most desire command
of one of the main battletanks. such as tha Wolf or
the Grizzly or even the mighty Goliath, Many have
1o settle for command of Jackal armored cars or
Drreken mokile assault guns. In any case, it is still
an hanor to serve in this most presvigious of the
army's branches. In combat, most Deagoons are
lightly armored, weanng only reinforced chest
plates and shoulder pads and forage caps which
feave their field of vision clear.

HUSSARS

Hussar is the commonly used term describing any
soldier of the regular line infantry units. They are
amang the best equipped and armed of all the
regular corporate armies, They are deploved from
APCs, but their vehicles are lighter than those
used by the Dragoon Guards and less well armo-
red, so Hussars wswally follow the Dragoons by a
second wine.

AERIAL CAVALRY
The Alr Cav use helicoprars po deploy and support
the regulior troops, They swoop over battleficlds,
strahng the landing sites in enemy territory, allo-
wing the Bauhaus troops 1o dissmbark.

SPECIAL FORCES

Along with Imperial, Bauhaos has just abowt the
best Special Forces in the human woarlds. They are
deawin froms the best soldiers of the regular alips
units and trained to a level of physical and mental
toughness almost unimaginable to the averape
perao, They are eguipped with the best weapons
that Bashaus con provide, Recently, the compom
tion has introduced the policy of vpgrading its
Special Forces weaponry o Doomtrooper levels
when funding and opportunity allows. After all,
only the best s good enough for the besy, The
Special Foroes arm s also responsible for units
such as the Order of the Silver Skull, which pro-
rects Hauhaus government offices.

I addition to these four branches of the Ay,
there are three other forces that need be mentio-
ned. These are not part of the regular military, but
can be callec wpan by the High Command in thmes
of crisis,

THE ORDERS OF GUARDS
The Chicders of Guards are the private anmies of the
Nohle Houses, raised and paid for by the Noble
Houses themselves. They are separate from the

Beserves, although each house is responsible for
the provision of those within its domains, oo,
Guards are elite forces, recruited froim e vele-
eana of many campaigns, who bave retumed to
ther ancestral fands to dwell, They are a legacy
from those wild days when the Homebuilders
carved their lands from the Yenusian jungles aind
every houwse needed its own army 1o preserve its
borders and beat ol attackers from the other
corporations, These days, they are seen as a valu-
able addition to the Bauhous armed forces, o
proven back-up which can be relied vpon Lo pro-
tect the domains from external threats and leave
the military to get on with the job of fighting the
Darck Legion and the other megacorportions,
Tley provide a bubwark against the constant
threat of rebellion among the thralls. When push
comes to shove, they can also be thrown into the
min battle lines.

OF course, the Moble Houses also use ther
powerlul private armies and intelligence corps
for their own ends. House troops have bBeen
suspected of being invalved in many assassina-
ticis and clandestine operations outside their
own borders, It fills o noble's heart with pride
to have such able and uwseful citizens at their
Beck and call.

There are many well-known units of House
troops, Among the most famous are the Roma-
nov Guards, the Order of the Walf, who provide
the personal bodyguard of Elecoor Duke Bora-
oy, House Demstein’s Order of the Bear s
famous for its part in the great battle of Monte
Casso, The arder of the Condar of Elector House
Sagliells is best knowie for s work agasiast the
Dark Legion,

THE TEMPLARS

The Templars are guasi-religious wartior orders
wlhio are found seattered through the Bauhaus
domains, They are devout, pious people and ter-
rible foes, Many have studied the Art ond most
are known o be fearless. Often, they have
aecess (o strange mystical weapons, artifacts
left ower from the days of the first Cardinals,
when the Apastles walked among men aid
women, aind mighty weapons were forged o
fight them,

Most Templar organizations have a specific
purpase. The Order of the Staff and Hand was
forimed to guasd Plgeims as they nade thear way
between worlds, The Order of the fee Bear was
formed to guard the cty of Mundburg, near
Mars' South Pole. The Crder of the Flery Swoid
was formed 1o fghe the Dork Legion wherever
they should arise.

Whatever their purpose, all orders have many
stmilarties. They are monastie, reguiring their
members 1o renounce their worldly possessions
and previous tithes, They have a fortress which
acts as the order's home and headquarters. And
they have a charter from the Elector Dukes which
allows them 1o recruit and bear arms within the
Bauhaus domains, They are exempt from taxa-
tion and allowed e punish their own membaers.




They are, vo all purposes, autoneinoes Feifdons
witliin Baslsavs. I return For thes, they are expec-
tied o ikt the Darkness and respond when the
Electors call them ta arms. In che past, o fiew
orders, doubtless comuprecd by Baeretics, rehmsed
the call. Wihen the crisis passed, the Council of
Electors revoked their charter and sent in troops
to seize their Llands.,

plar Orders often wear ofher exotic accouterments
to set them apart from regelar soldiers.

THE RESERVES

The Beserve Armiy (or simply the Reserves) is often
referred to as Bauhavs's ultimate weapon. It is a
formidable pool. How many other corporations
can mabilize every single abletoduesd adult? Even
if they could, they would still have to train them.
Bauhaus does not. s people are etemally prepa-
red for war.

DRESS UNIFORMS

Tiress anilorms are quite commaon in cank-comne
scicus Bauhaos socety, Indeed, they are far more
comman than besiness suits. Al Bouhaus uniforms
Foellows a1 slailar potrerm. They consist of a double-
breasted gold braided tunic worn with britches
and high leather boots, Cot-down shoolder pads
bearing the wenrers service, unit and rank are also
quite cainmon, although sometines zolles wea
thesir Gimily crest imstead of their service insggnia,
MNobles and those of officer rank are expected ta
war doeling sabers and a holstered sidearm as
weell.

You
get o sRill picks or bonus skills fram your career,
amed you do not roll for promotion or special
eeents, You do get four free skill picks which vou
can spend only on spells. Once this perod is over,
your will have reached the first level of perfection
in the aspect vou have studicd and may return 1o
normal life.

Alternatively, you may choose Lo continue your
stucies, As belore, you gain no skill picks from
yaur career during this owe-vear period. Hoe do
you make Promotion Bolls or Special Event Baolls,
You are cut off fom the werld, You czm, hoveever,
incrense vour MST by +2, and you may roll to sce
if your level of perfection increases, exactly like a
Brother.

This is the most Gimed of all Bauhaus Special
Forces wmits, In the first year after their founs
ding, during Malok's attack on Novakursk. they
held the Grafenstabl sector alone against 35 Pre-
tarian-Stalker-reinforced  Kohores, and  drove
back the attack. Two weeks later, they were
deploved in 23rd Lowlands sector where they
sacked and destroyed the Citadel of the Nepla-
e Overlord Argonath. Since then, they have
pone on to become one of the systent's hest-
knowwen military umnics.

The ¥-Rangers are organized in ten divisions
of 10,000 warriers, These are subdivided into
battalions of 1000 and further subdivided into
companies of 1Y, Each company consists of
two platoons made wp of 10 Ave-soldier squads,
Each company is allowed to chogse its own
paing scheme for its armor, These are wsually in
the appropriate camoullasge colers for the ter-
rain o which they are hghting, but some wiits
chogse 1o keep the primary white color of 1he
armer in commemoration of their great victory
over Molok.

CLIMACTIC ZONES

WVenas com be divided up into several climactic
Fones, each with its own characteristics which
atfect life there. These are:

THE CIRCLES @F I€E,. The Circles of lce ara
located arcund Venus's owo huge polar ioecaps,
These ara Bleak, cold regions which would not be
inhabitable without the ingenuitey of Bauhaus’s
engineers. They are icy-celd hells sweapt by terrible
blizzards in which the tempenatuce never nses
above zero and unprotected peopbe would die in
minutes, the blood frozen in their veins. The
Homebuilders dwell here in covered geodesic ciii-
g5, heated by thermal power. From cities such as
Kalingrad and Movakursk, their prospectors seek
pold, minerals and fusl, Enormous hovercrafi skim
across the snowy wastes careving this planger
back e tlee more ewvilized lands, Great pipelines
funnel fuel te the domains. Huge airships fly over
the lands. At the South Pole stands a grear ebony
obelisk bwo hundred feet high beaving the Rau-
haus cogwheel, eommemarating the Get that the
Hemmebutleers were the first to explore these
lands. There was & similar pillar at the North Pale,
bur it was toppled by the Legiommmres of the Nep
harite Molok, and the defaced and pardally crus-

hied ohelisk is held in the claw of the buge statoe
of Mook that guards the gates of his Citadel.

THE RINGS OF WINTER. The Bings of Win-
ter gind the warld directly below the Circles of loe,
These are cold amd bitter lands of sub-arctic tundra
interspersed with cold seas through which ice-
bergs float. They are cut acrass by grear glaciers
and divided up |.'|_'|.' hllge Clamng of mountain pualﬁ.
These Lands are bleak and infertile, Only the toug-
hiest and scrubbicst of pines con survive througl
the fong cold winoaes, and aniimals are few and
ferocious. b these lands, thene are few estates and
many gulags, the notorious political prisons of the
Ministry of Fear. Here, in huge fortified comps wal-
ched over |:|_'.l the iram-mnasked Guards of the Order
of Fear, thousands of criminals. agitators and
other subversives work long, hard houwrs for a pid-
ful ration of food. They are Brutalized with seuro-
lashes and electroshackles, mud they olften rebel,

The Rings of Winter are also home to many
Imperial mining colonics and several remote
Cvbertronic installations. Here, ton, are dozens of
mighty Citadels, In the remote Helstrom Moun-
tains of the southern ring stands the giganic Cita-
del of Astartha, the largest kiown moiastery of
llian outside Nero. This is a place of secret pilgri-
mage For many Heretics and, in consequence, the
ritsles there are closcly watched by the Bauluaus
military, This does not seem oo stap a itge stieiom
of Heretics from reaching it Rumors abound, rang-
ing Mram gales of secret tunnels through the moun-
tains to great networks of teleport gates that
cower the planer.

THE RINGS OF STRIFE. These are the lush
temperate rones of plexsant lands anc wirm seas,
favored by the Homebuilders and the other corpo-
rationsg. They hold many great estates, the Capitol-
contrelled Graveton Archipelago and most of the
Mishiman Provinces on Venus, There are aleo o
dazen small [I!ﬂj’!ll’.':li..ﬂ citieg. Thas 1% the arep huma-
nity las fousht hardest to keep the Dark Legion
from, vt there are more than a dozen Ciadels
here. The mightiest is the Citadel of Galsagoth at

Thiz gigantic, brooding stmcture casts a long sha-
dow over the waters. Within his Citadel, Balsagoth
breeds gigantic monstars which he unleashes into
the s2as to terrarize shipping,

Clinsatically, the Rings of Strife range from cool
Lemperate areas (closer to the Rings of Winter), to
the jungles that border the Ring of Fire. They ara
areas of plentiful greenery and lush feriling. The
lands are irrigated by grent ver complexes, and
the seas teem with fish,

THE RING OF FIRE. This gigantic zone engir-
cles the world's equator, It is an area of steaming
jungles, constant velcanic eruption and turbwlent
seas. Its jungles teem with deadly life, and irs
islands are swept by enormous tdal waves, This
Lonel 15 perilons bt meh, s jungles provide wond
and amimal pelts and many plants useful 1o phar-
macists. [ts mountains are filled wich minerals and
gems, It is the last great fronger on Vepus, where
estates are corved from the wilderness by newly
ereated nobles and their teams of Homebuilders.
There are many colonies set up by the ather mega-
corporations, and also over o londred Bnown
Citasfels of the Dark Legion, Within the jungles
simister shadows, there may be many more as-yet-
undiscovered Citadels. Here, tog, are concealed
the Lost Citdes of the Anclemts, abandoned by
humanity singe the Age of Catastrophe, On the
istand of Quan on the Southern edge of the Ring of

Fire, close ro the tenth parallel, is che huge Michi-
maf city eof Quan-to, the capitol of Lord Heir Maru.

Just sawth of the equator, lies the enormous
Citadel of Alakhai, the Scourge of Yenus, possibly
the deadliest enemy of humanity this side of the
Dark Apostles themselves.

There are only two real seasons in the Ring of
Fire. The Season of Rains and the Season of
Storma. During the Season of Baine, there are daily
raing dnteespersed with elear skies, Durng the
shorter Season of Storms, it rains constantby, and
travel becomes very difficult, as the rivers swell
and the dirt-track roads become rivers of mud.
Thers 15 thirel intermittent season called 1he Sea-
son of Darkness, when the great volcanoes erupt,
and psh clouds darken the skies, turning day inta
pight. During these periods, the minions of the
Aposthes are most active, Forfunately, thess sea-
sons do not come very often,

HEIMBURG

Fletmbarg 5 the center of Bauhaps power on
Venus, a spravding megacity with an uncountable
population. It rises from the lush foreste of Venos'
noitlenn hamlaplere, o oleaming monumest 1o
the power and pride of the Homebuilders, Here
wou can find the offices of all the major Ministries
and palaces belonging o all the Elector Houses,
thie Great Haouses and meost of the Moble Houses.

Fleimbaurg itselfis on anclent city, Iocated in the
northern Ring of Strife, close to the Ring of Fire, It
is bisected by the winding Serpentine River where




it flows from the Mouwntaing of Fire to the Cald
Sea. Beyond Heimburg, the river tums red from
the human wastes and induostrizl pollutants pum-
ped inte it by the city's huge factories,

Heimburg itsell is o Charger Gy, which means
that it is officially not part of any domain, but it is
owned directly by the corporation. While many
nobles have small estates here, the city doss not
belong oo the eszare of any Noble House, Distend,
it is mled directly by the Counal, 2 body of high-
level administrators and  Brotherbood members
who repont directly to the Elector Council, It is
also regarced as an open city, This is one of the
lew places on Venus where the Electors recognize
the right of non-Hemebuilders to own fand, Con-
sequently, there are massive Capitalian, Mishiiman
ane lmperial quaiters, There is even a small Cyber-
tronic Enclave tucked discreetly near the Palace of
Covernment,

Even moare than most Homeboilder eites,
Heimburg is a layered city, Roads loop between
the skvscrapers, Entire sections of the city have
bren roofed over and then built upon. ks towers
and palaces overarch ench ather, Entire sectors of
the Undergones are cut off from light by the sha-
dows of the starscrapers and the lainding platforms
of the Aerial Dreadnoughes. The lowest and aldest
parts of the ciry are so dim that, even in brightes
day, they need 1o be Lie by Mickering and fitful gas-
light, Parts of the city resemble a vast warren, and
many of the lower streets are more like tunnels
than open thoroughfores, Natwially, the bigler
vou g, the healthier the air, and the more espen-
sive the dwellings. The nobles dwell an the upper
levels; Below chem Live the comimaners. The thralls
dwell in he lowest and least healthy parts of the
city, sometimes in homes that extend right down
to the level of the sewers. The sewers themselves
are said to house a large population of Mutanis,
Rogues, Heretics and ather maloontents,

The Homebuilder Quarter is quite compact, It is
centered around the great Cathedral and doming-
ted by the armored bulk of the Palace of Govern-
ment, This enormaous structure resembles a o
tress more than a palace. Its walls are 20° thick and
studded with turrets and bunkers. It is protected
by its own elice units of Guards, the Orcder of the
Silver Skulls. This order is recruited from batthe-
hirdened weterans. each of whom must have recei-
vied at least one commendation for exceptional
bravery. The loyalty of this unit and its formidalale
fighting prowess were ivaluable in quelling the
Anarchist-inspired riots of the past few years,

In the winding streers of the upper levels are
the palpces of e Moble Houses, heaniful, ormage
structures, each with its own landing bay for airs-
hips. Personal pyrocopters whir across the shy,
bearing the afstocracy 1o woik, AS you progress
dovemward, you Aand yourseld by the sull lusarous
but overcast areas reserved for commoners, By the
time you reach the rank and smelly Underzones,
vou will find yourseld surrounded by pale-faced
and sickly looking thealls who work By the swear-
shop fctories of Raubaws subsidiary corporations,
The city itsell sprawls out from the Bauhaus Cruar-

ter, and the buildings gradually become lower ag
vou reach the cin's edpe. By ancent ordinance,
o buileling except the Cothedral is allowed to be
more than bwo thirds the height of the Palace of
Govemment. This has prevented the ather mega-
corporations frem building starsceapers as domi-
mating ang bmgosing as the Homebuilders in the
seat of their power, Round the city’s cdges are
many hoge tower blocks where the thralls and
Ouesiders dwell.

VOLKSBURG
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Valksburg is another charter city, built clase to
the southern edge of the Bing of Fue, wear 1o the
Citadel of Alakhai. 1T is guite possibly the most
fortified city in baman history. 1t is a place of low
butldings, dominated by dozens of forified
redoubts. There is a watchtower atop every buil
ding and soldisrs swarm the streets. The entire
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city 15 enclosed by a huge ring of bunkers and
minetields, for the population never knows wlen
the minions of Aliklun wall descend vpon them.,
The sky above the cty is often filled with Aerial
rrepdnoughts, for Valkeburg Field is the agest of
all the Air Fleer's bases,
AL the Leart of the city stands the Cathedral, a
mighty structure which gives inspiration o the
embattled defenders of this ofien-besieped cimy.
O the outskirts of the ary, Bl o the hishest
hill, stands the greatr Monastery of the Templar
= Enights of the Fiery
Swaord, an enorinois
lortress whose sides
have been  pitted
with the scarg of a
thoiand bt tles,
Just  benpeath the
wills of this greac
keep stands an énog-

mous  statue ool
Grandmaster Varden
locked in combart

with the Nepharite
Ak, which
marks the site of a
titamic  duel  thao
emded  with  the
Ciandtaster disael
and  the Mepharite
near-fatally  woun-
ded. The sireets of
Vilkshing  are pee
many with thousands
of Pilgrims, many of
wehone sty to delfen
the city, It is in
Volksburg thac the
zealors of the Apoca-
|_'|-']'!-1ic Cults lave
loaanel their greatest
mamber of devotees,
for Volksburg is a
city o the edge of
chaos, and the claw
of Alakhai often rea-
ches out to try and crush it lnguisicers are o come
mon sight bere, forever searching For traces of
Hesesy and thie girnt of Darkness.

PETRAGRAD
Petragrad, named after Peter Richthausen, its
fourder, sivs gl an the middie of the Bichthaw-
sen Bstates on Vienus, close to the southern Ring
al YWinter, It is a sprowling city Taaile g the side of
thie mowintain kisown as Peter's Thrane, The entire
peak has been hollowed oot by constant mining,
and it now housas -deep, fortified bunkers contae
ning enarmous mines and steel mills, The moun-
tabn irsellis covered in bunkers, watchrowers and
redoubts, On the very peak of the moeniain sics
the Richthausen Evrie, an enanmaus castle whosse
spires disappenr into the clouds. This is the apces-
tral home of the Richthausens, and members of
the family still dwell here, although mest prafar

the Fainily estates closer (o Heambarg and the seat
of government, Petragrad has been the site of
miany famous battles, During the fifh bactle of
Petragrad, lmperial Golden Lons managed 1o
burst ante the mines and scize the Richthausen
crovn, part of the Elector Family's prized ceremao-
nial regalia. The crovwan, renamed the Holy Coown,
L& fhoia it ol Hii Eil.-lr_'l1i.l_'|r'.=. CIOvE jl.'WI.:']H. aind o
coestiond source of dispute hetween the Homicho-
ilders and Imperal,

ROMBURG

The Bomburg estates lie in avallev in the Bomburg
Mountains, just south of Volksbuerg, and often the
Order of the Walf is callad upen 1o el delend
that embattled iy, Bomborg itself hos often been
besieged both by the Minions of Alakhai and by
warriors of the other megacorporations, for Kom-
burg is where both Bauforce and B bave theis
largest Betory compleses. This has resulted in the
factories hecoming more like fortresses than pla-
ces of work, They are huge armored bunkers,
most of which are below grownd, protecied by
thousands of the Eomanoy Guards.

Ramburg Castle dominates the town, a gigantic
spire  bristling  with weapons  and  imontieg
dozens of airship berths, Eomburg was once
lenown as the Jewed of Venus because of its ancient
and beautiful buildings. However, most of these
were reducad oo rubble by o combination of aril-
lery strikes and saturation bombeng during the st
creatl Mishiman offensive on Venos, The Fact that
these bieputiful gardens and palaces have been
destroyad forever ta be replaced by ugly, il
forts and bunkers s o source of great gl to the
Romanow family, It probably goes a lang way
toward explaining their bitcer hatred For e
rinions of Lord Hedr Maru.

EERMHEIM

Maturally enough, Bermbeim s the capital of the
Bernheim estaces. I s a kil station in the B of
Fire anl sivs atogp e Fang Platesu, looking down
on the cleared jungles of the estate. The ity is
caol and garden-like, a place of many parks ancd
fountazing, domimed by the Bernheim Seat, the
ornate fortresspalace of the Elector Duke. Below
the plateau, the plancations of the estate strerch
atay Lo |.'|E_',-l:‘b-|i|:| the liaideoin. lin ||1|.-'\.'|_' EROFITCES
Farmlands, commaners and thralls, mostly renega-
dle Mishimans, labor in the sweltering heat to har-
vist the vineyards and felds. This is ane of the
most fertile areas on Venus, alwavs producng an
abrundant harvest which is transported to Heim-
burg along the Serpentine River, Beneath the sur-
face of the plateau is o warren of unnels and boan-
kers where the Bembenms house troops dwell, At
the center of the city lies Mannheim Field, another
of the Air Fleet's great bases,

TORBURG
High in the Cold Mountains in the Northern Ring
of Winter lics Torburg, last of the great estanes
oownied by the Sagliclli family. 1115 o Bleak, harsh
place, swept by winter winds from the moontains,



Thi= skies above the city are Alled with huge arctic
condars, predatary hirds which roost only in these
mountaing. Torburg itsell is o grim, gray ciry coe-
ved from grasite. A s heant stainds the Winter
Palace, a dour fortress which is the ancestral home
of the Sagliellis. Beside the palace is the grea
Bratherhoad Manasteey of Torvald, a place sdese
mame strakes tereor o Heretes and ghe Githfal
alike, It is the largest Inguisitor training school an
Venus, a place whose reputation is known syscem-
wide,

The House of Fain is also here, This old, cumb-
fing keep sits atop a huge spike of rock. Ir is here
thac the Mi]liﬁ[]’_‘.l af Fear Hl:l:px Prsnners bafoze
shipping them to the gulags, Thisis also the home
of the Order of Fear and the place where interro-
gators are trained. All in all, Torburg is a bleak
place, ane avgicdad by those wlo luve no busainess
there, Torburg Kamp is one of the largest military
bases in the northern hemisphere, The High Com-
mand use it as a base for anti-Oark Legion cam-
paigns i the Moith, |!|er|::||m r|.-:|:1|:|||.ir|:q that, with
all those Ingquisitors priessent, there is less chance
af Heroticzl spies penetrating the ranks.

Do years ago, there was o prisoness’ revoll in
the House of Pain which ended in a bloodbath
when Konrad Sagliclli sent in the house troops.
When they fought their way into the bloodstained
carridars, the soldiers found scenes of wiaspenka-
hle horrer. Interragaters bod been torm limb from
limb by the desperate prisoners. Many had been
broken with their cwn torture implemants, Mo
ane knows lodw te uprising happened, bat many
suspect that Heretics were imvalved, Meediess (o
say, the Ministry of Truth has drawn @ discreet veil
crver the whaole affair,

MACGUIRE CRATER
Located in the southern Ring of Winter, close
the Circle af lee, this is one of limpesial's greataes
colonies. 105 built entirely within a huge meteor
mpact crater more than @ hundred miles across.
The craver is heated by the Boiling Lakes, gigantic
geathermal pools of scalding hot water which mse
from the depths of the land. Hundreds of huge
goysers abound, including Old Fury, which shoots
up e d Bl of alinost 300 Teer, Al ol this means
thaart e MacGuire crater has its own micre-clima-
te, and cven during the depths of winter, temipe-
ratures never fall Below zero. It is possible oo
awim in the lakes while there s snow on the sure
rowaading ground, The whole area is rich in mine-
rals and wery ferdle. Vegerables and fruits are
orown in great hothowses, The capital of the
whole area is the ity of Laketown, also known as
the Crystal City, because it is built within a series
of fortified gecdesic domes. The Crvstal Palace 15
the semetime residence of the MacGuine Dukes,
Thee place is perhaps best known for its hoge orai-
ning dome where the saldiers of the lmperial Spe-
cial Forces pracrice their jungle warfare b a per-
lect IIE[:I"{':I al the Vanusti _|1|.|:|].g|i.:'5- The rim of
the crater is studded with over a hundred Fortres-
ses, for the minions of the Dark Legion and the
ocher megacorporations often attack, narching

MATOCHEKLAND
The Duchy of Matacheklond &5 1the singla larges
estate o Venus, I spriswds Trom the northem
e of the Ring of Fire to the southern edge of
the Ring of Winter, 1t covers an area of nearly
100 (el sguare miles, and it containg some of
the most fertile Trmlands and richest mines on
Verus, Unfortunately for House Marochek, many
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of these have boen seized by Imperal and Mishi-
man coleniste, Fraserhead, Formely Yan Arsem-
apoit, a5 oo leeld by the Tmipenals, and it s so
Teeatly fortified that it would be impossitle to
take back, Matochekborg, former capital of the
cstate, is a bombed-our mass of abble by the
center of which sis the Catadel of Doum, one of
thiz mest poveeriul of all Demnogonis’s Nephari-
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tes, The cily 15 50 encrusted in filth and riddled
with infectiows diseasi that it is kiown as the Poi-
soned City. 1t is not warthwhile trying to reclaim i
only 10 clegnse i with Are, something the Mato-
chek Guards have still been attempting for gene-
rations, aided by the Bawhaus Armyy. The entire
southeastern comer of the estate was annexed by
Miglsioma and incarparated in the Province of Shan.
Sall, the Matocheks have managed to preserve
thieir extensive Farmlands amd have builc, at great
cost, a new fortified capital at Hornbuorg, & muaan-
tdin ciry @ hundred miles from the Citadel of
D,

POLARIA

Palaria is janather huge estate owned by the Bern-
heims. & consists of a series of slnds srerching
from just south of the Graviton Archipelago to the
bowndaries of the Ring of Wintor, It is also the site
al ane of the Homebuilders” most unusual coloni-
zation projects. The shallow seas here are dotved
with undersea Dome Cities, These huge gendesics
house small towns of zguatic colonists who mine
the sen loore and 2et forch in their submarines o
maintain the network of ol pipelines that cris-
scross the sea fioor, Under the Treaty of Haim-
bairg, i is illegal for ather megacarporations to
torpedo, missile or depth chorge these fragile
domies, This has not stopped lmperial or Capitol
from trying to seize them with special sculba-trai-
ned troaps. After all, it wouold make no sense 1o
destioy the city when what they want are the
installations inside, Thess hege underwater batt-
les have been particularly desperate hecause they
are mastly Fought at close quarters with knaves
angd spear ging, and the fear of drowning was cver
present, Waolf Island in Horth Polara is the hame
of Battledleer Waoll, the largest of Bauhaus's many
submarine flests,

MOVAKURSHK

This huge city is located on the Kadaath Platea in
the nerthern Circle of lce. 1t consists of ive huge,
interlocked geadesic domes which contain many
buildings and towers where the palaces of the
nobles are maintained, bot the bulk of the ciy bas
Beea tunneled inoo the scone of the Flateao itsall,
I this warren of winnels dwell the commoners
and thralls of House Salvatore, to whon this esta-
te belongs, There, the miners and oil workers
ilwall witle their Families when they are not ot
prospecting of malntianing the bege Kadaath gas
pipeline, This city has often been besieged by the
minions of the Nepharite Molok, [ust outsice the
gates of the Fifth Daome is a replica of the great
ohelisk which once stood at the Morch Pale, On
this is inscribed the names of all tose wio have
Fallen in battle defending the city. At the base of
this pillar barns the eternal flame, siphaned ffom
the gas pipeline ssell, Novakursk is also the home
af the Order of the Arctic Fox, a Templar Order
long allicd with Howse Salvatore, They can be seen
everywliere in the city, wearing their famed bottle
armor with drs silver and black skell mask and its
cape sewn From the winte furs of the arctic fox,

CYBERPORT

This Cybertronic installation 15 locared within the
porthern Bing of Wincer, It was built m the
remains of several worked-out mines and is also
the location of Cybertronie’s largest spaceport in
the inner system. Cyberport is @ vast place, exca-
vated feom the mountains in g mere 200 davs afler
the contrel was signed by Cybertronic and Bau-
haus, The surface part of the cicy consists mainly
of Tortified bunkers and emplacenents manned by
Chasseurs, Attila units and T2000 bagtle robors.
The spacefield is ringed with defensive missile
launchers., Cyberpuar is Cybertronic's  largest
manufacturing installation on ¥enus, and it is con-
segqueently a sealed city. Mo one is allowed in or out
without 3 pass oty Cybercority, and these are
rarely granted except as o Gwvor to the other mega-
ceporations when they do business with Cylber-
rronie. Those who have been there report that 1le
tunnels amd coividors contain massive, dinically
clean, highetech imstallations filled with the sort of
soulless, near-putomaton stafl whicl make Cyber-
tronic so feared by ordinary preaple.

MCKENEZIE BASE
Mekenzie base is Imperial's langest installagion in
this Rimg of Fire. 1t is a huge, hot and humid trading
city where the wealth of the surrounding forest
and wolcanic mountaing s plundered by Imperial
Conrguistadors, Since it is locited only o few -
dred miles from the mins of Mew Bocha and the
Citadel of Alakhai, it is just s well that it is also the
largest base of the Imperial Blood Berets. The
Blood Berets' barracks is located in g massive forti-
fiedd encampment an the outskirts of the cty. In
thie busthing streets of MeKenzie you can sec many
of these Famed and Feared Special Forces Troops.
The bars of Cheap Strect have a dreadil reputa-
ton for bloody brawls berween off-duty Tmperial
soldiers and Frealaincers passing through.

A famous story 15 how, when the minions of
Alakhai sttacked, there was a gugntic drsnken
fight taking place, and the minions of the Dok
Legion gol all the way 1o Cheap Street. There, just
as the Mepharite Teargol was proclaiming victory,
and ritwally chanting the praises of Algerotl, he
was shot by one of the brawlers who rallicd all the
combatants by asking them if they were going to
let these damm Legionnaires interrspn theis Aght.
Weedless to say, the Kohorts were thrown back,
Mext day, after they kad ensured the city was safie,
the Rlood Berets started brawling again,

QUAN-TOD

Thies ts che capital of the Lord Heir Maru, Prince of
Water, Governor ol Mishiinan Venus. 1t is located
on the island of Quan. and i1's the ase for Mishi-
ma's Venusion Fleet which, though not as large as
either Easlaus's or Capital's, does contain several
af the dreaded Megaorusers, the lirgest warships
ever built, floating fortresses bristling with arma-
iments, The city is guarded by Lord Mam's Legions,
wlin are all equipped with the towering Shopgun
battlesuits, baee armored exoskeletons almaost as
large as tanks,

At
first, he thoughe he had found only s of some
tiny settlement, but as he moved on, he found
himself in the vine-chioked strects of what once
had been a greac megalopolis, Everpwhare he loo-
ked, he saw the handiwork of the ancients, The
style of the architecture was Megayothic, but far
more omate and fatsicate than modern Bauluees

After Weous, Luna is where the Homahuilders are
steongest, Indeed. the Twin Towers on Luna were
once the headquasters of the corporation. They

were moved there during the dreadiul siege of

Helmburg during the Dark Legion's first invasion
of Venus. Even today, the Electors maintain many
government offices there, Luna is home o approg-
imacely ooe quearter of all Homebailders. More and
mere production is being moved to the relative
salety of the Solar System's greatest megacity ag
the war on Venus intensifies. Within the Baubiaos
sectra, vou oo find palaces of all the Great Hoy-
ses and many of the Noble Houses, Many of the
upper echelons of Baubaws socicty come lere to

MARS
Mars is Capitol wrl, and Bauhaus has never really
been at home here, 1t came late o the dreadfol

McKenzie and his party were astonished znd were
abour to claim the place in the name of Her Sere
iy when they were attacked by a paswerlul Force
of Necromutants, McKenzie's men were all killed,
and he bimseld was wounded. Somehow, he mana-
ged to flee, and five days Liter, feverish and bahhb-
liny, he stumbled inte a Homebuilder camp where
he told his tale and died, At first, the Homebuil-
der, Ludwig Wroclaw, didn't believe him, but then
e went to investigate aind found McKenzie's (il

lngy Tor the Electar Dukes' liking, so the Bavhaus
presence here is limited to shops and sreades sel-
ling finished produces, and to fctories owned by
those Bayhaus subsidiaies which do not produce
poods bearing the greal cogwheel.

Cruality is the onky thing that is important,
Goods that bear the Bauhaus Seal of Quality ane
ko througlout the system for their reliabilicy,
enidarmnce and superionty of desgon, Owning an
item that bears the golden copwheel is considered
a staius symbol evervwhere, Bavhaus is dedicated
cer geedng that this remaine so.

Like all megacorporations, Bauhaus competes
im every field of induscry, from foad production to
armaments o aerospace. In wirmually every fiald,
its gondds hold thear market position as the topol
the-line products. Bauhaus owns the lusury brand
names for almost evengthing from perfumes o
arace of the wr oweaponey. Bauhaos's wealthy

things, as do the other rich of the Solar System.

Henwever, this is nat enough. Notevervhbody can
afford Bauhavus proaducts, and the needs of the

mass of Bavhauss own commoners and thealls
st be met, [Eweuld do the corporation noe good
ter live these markers penetraced by Capitol or
Mishima, so, a5 abways, Baubaus provides. To this
end, the corporation discrectly owns thousonds of
lessar corporationg which mass-produce goods of
a lower standard, Even these aire nomnally of hig-
her quality than the procducts of other corpora-
tiang, although they are unvarthy to bear the seal,
The managers of these companies canstantly seck
to upgrache thetr products so dac they are wortly
of the Bauhaus name, but make the srade.

THE BAUHAUS SEAL. All Bauhaus goads are
branded with thie great seal, The cogwleal is anly
imprinted on the very best products, and you can
b sure that ifvou buy something bearing it, whet-
her it is clothing, weaponry or a selicle, then you
are getting the best, There is o thriving counterle-
ting industry that creates copics of Bauhaws poods
and fakes the great seal. Bauhaus has a simple poli-
oy for dealipg wath such beduserial pivaces: shoot
them, The Ministry of Fear has an entire subminis-
try, the (Miice of Fair Trade. devoted to this.

Bauhaus is regarded as 2 tough bo Bir bosiness
partmer by its rivals, los hard to clase a deal with
Ranelsinis, but onee you lave, the deal stays closead.

Bauhaus honars its contracts to the letter, This is
wiy Hauhows negoriators scrutinize every line of a
contrael and pnegoriate svery step of a bargain in
thie smallest detail, Such g long aned tedoos go-
cess can often be frustrating for less meticulons
iegotiacers, and this has given the Homebuilders




a reputaticn for snobbery and hesl drageing. The
folk of Bauhaus see what they are doing only as
sensibie business practice.

When describing Bavhauss relarionship with
the ather corporations, i s bnpoertant o distingu-
ish between the official Bavhavs corporate line,
which is necessary ta do business, and the feelings
of the vast majority of the people, which are tnflu-
enced by the Ministry of Trath's extensive progpp-
ganda campaigns.

cAPIToL, Relations berwesn Capitol and -
hivs are cowl but profitable, The corporstions do
i lot of trade, Bauhaus buys Capitolian raw materi-
ale and sells the wealthy and corrupt political class
at Capitel a Lot of lixusy goods, The Dwo compan-
Lo b Fewe potential conflicts of mtersst, Since
the onslaught of the Dark Legion, Baubaus has
withdrawn most of its military from Southem
Kars. It has alen, for the moment, held back on ics
clabms 1o the GravetonArchipelages, This is somet-
hing that rankles the Elector Dukes, though. The
islands are among the richest and most fertile
areas ol Vienus, o swerld that Banhas regacds as s
ovn. One day, they will be reclaimaed.,

The people of Bauhaus see the Capitelians as
carmupt, violent and dangesously unstable, The
Ministey of Truth makes sure that every Homebail-
der has access to the latest crime statistics in the
Capitalian territorics. These stll contrast very
unfavorably  with  the well-regulated Bawhaus
clesmazing, despite the recent upsurgs of anarchism
and rinting. That Capital is constantly on the verge
af cellapsing into anarchy is anather idea used
keep the Homebuilders from feeling any envy (or
thear less rigidly controlled rivals,

MiSHIMA. Mishima and Bauhous get along just
fline when they ave not a wai, which i most ol the
tire, but the Mishimans sereecl huge swathes of
Wenus while the Homebuilders were engaged in
stopping the Dark Legion. This is something that
Baubaus cannet forgive, The Elecor Dukes regard
it a5 & skah in the back and a blow against humani-
ty. However, business has o be done, and while
the Legion threatens, there is very limle Bauhaos
can el 1o reckaim the lost lands. For the moment,
conflict is mostly contained to brushbire wars
where Mishiman and Bavhaus domains barder.
The Mishiman habit of stealing new  product
designg famates the Blecios Dakes, Since Bin-
hiws is known e produce the best products, they
are o primary target for Mishiman intelligence
agencies, Mishiman spies are very larshly deall
with by the Homebuilders,

The popular image of Mishima held by the ave-
rage Homebuilder i5 of a shifty mob of unskilled
laborers and peasants oppressed by oo deadly,
dlevinns and thoroughly unscrupulous warrior aris-
tocracy. Mishiman socicty is believed to ke riddled
with heresy and conspiracy. The Ministry of Truth
presents the Mishimang ag having wo respect Tor
baman life or Tor normal standards of decency and
honor. The Samurai are respoected far their insane
Bravery, bt this is just abour the anly good thing
any Homehuilder will sav abous Mishima.

IMPERIAL. lawhaus and Imperial are always
in a semi-constant state of war somewhere, buo
at least iT's a civilized state of war. Imperial and
Bavibiaus have similar codes of honor, and the
Fxrmplivies are wsually observed, Prisoners are
well treated, and regular exchanges of the capio-
red take place. Borh sides respect sach other’s
military excellence and cecdication 1o the cause
of bsmmiity, 11 85 simply o regredtable fact that
Imperial's policy of armead conguest makes it
necessary for the two corporations to be enemi-
e, This deesn’t stop the business amms from
making deals while their armed forces fight,

The avernge Homebuilder sees the Imperials
HERE] gleedy lar of E'|j|:|Li|.':|| abventurers. lmperials
are apporiunists who will seize upon anvthing
that falls their wav, Conversely, they alsa know
that, of all the corporations, lmperial is closest
ta themselves in termes of stewecture and belels,
The Misistry of Truth likes wo portray Imperial as
i lesser and inferior copy of Bauhaus. Imperial
likes to bomb Ministre of Truth ofices.

CYBERTROMIC. Like all the megacorpara-
tions, Rauhaus has, in a relatively short space af
time, come e rely on Cybercronic as a source of
higl-tecl parts thin it eannot make sl Bao
haws's commitment to the highest possible qua-
lity makes aocess to these companents vital,
There iz a real interdependence lere, for Oyl
trobiie needs the Homabalders to reimain o lepst
nevtral if they are to have any chance of sundval,
They kmow Bauhaus has the armed might o
crush Cybertiic. s armies are massone, and its
senerals are more than competent, I Bauhaos
chose ta side with Imperial and the Brotherhood
against Cybertronic, in all likelihood, che soal-
lest megacorporation’s davs would be pombe
redd, Fortunately for Cybertronic, there are seve-
ral factors which restrain Bauhaus from doing
this.

The firat is that many of Cybemmnie's pesson-
el were driva directly from the upper echelons
of Bauhaus society. There are still ties of bloed
and hanor berween the two carparations, It is
almost unthinkable ghat the Bauhaos nobility
wonld laench an unprovoked sttzck against their
kin.

Secondly, many of the people swho went over
to Cylerteonic were amaong the best and brigh-
test ot Bavhaws, There is a faction of the Bauhaus
niobility who wauld consider ic an hionor te go to
work for Cyberrenic, There & an element of
aclmiration i the Elector Dukes' treatment of
Cybertronic. They admire the way the megacorp
snatched these people from undar thalr noges,

Thirelly, tlsere 15 an element of fear, The Blec
tor Dukes ane not certain how Cybertronic mana-
ged teowin over some of the moest thoroughly
indoctrinated people in dhe Tumman wailds, aind
they worry that ic might lappen again, This
wonild be something that Bavlaus con il afford
at this moment, faced as it is with the terrible
threat of the Dark Legion.

The issue of Cyberteonis s one of the few
areas where the Ministry of Truth is at adds with




the Brotherhood. While the Brotherhood seoretly
claims that Cybertronic is a sisth manifestation of
the Darkness, the Ministry of Truth chooses o
play this down, It prefers o porteay Cybertronic as
insignificant and no threat (o the Homeboilders,
and it calls for the corporation to get onwith figh-
ting its proven cnemics. As lang 08 Cybertronic
Lwnches no large-scale amacks on the Drother-
food or the domains, Baubaigs wall continue to be
neutral. This has been made clear o Cybertronic
through Cartel channels,

THE BROTHERHOoOD. lanhaus 1s the most
devout of all the megacorporations, The Homebu-
ilders anel the devotees of the Cardinal bave
strong, historic links. In the aardiest days of the
Brotherhood b was Laubaos which Frsr stood
beside Mathaniel, Indeed., the first four Cardinals
were all drawn from Baulaus's ranks,

To this day. the Ministy of Fich and the Minis
try of Knowledge wark closely with the Brother-
hood to see that all citizens zre indectrinaced in
the cate true faith, The Cath of Allegiance system
meins that the Brotherhoaosd trosts the rulers of
Bauhaus more than those of any other carpora-
tion. Even the most gymical Inguisicor can see that
mierst ol the Homebuilders are gemubine helievers,

The only real fly in the olstpent is Cybertronic,
The Brotherbood would like Bauhaus o move
against these Heretics swifthy. The Electar Daikes
Iawe so far, guite truthfully, baen able e poin
ol that most of their resources are ted up hgh-
ting the Dack Legion, Sl they realize that the

day will come when thes conflict will have to be
resolved, Wihen thot happens, the Elector Dukes
will side with the Brotherhood as they [ave
always dane.

THE CARTEL., The Elector Dukes regard the
Cartel as a sideshow and quite possibly a Capitali-
an toel. They have made a steong commitment o
the military side of the Cortel, most notably the
Drontutranper program, because this is where they
can se¢ desirable results. Inall other respects, the
Homebuilders prefer o lgnore the Carel, The
Elector Dukes use the Cartel as a proving ground
for their Diplomats, and sometimes, as a cushy job
for the less comperent members of the anstocracy,

THE DARK LEGIONMN

TR Homebuilders hate the Dark Legion, witl the
burning hatred that only real Fear can inspare.
Because of their milivary service, many Homebuil-
ders have seen the Dark Legion up cose, and they
know what terrible foes the minions of the Dark
Aposties are. The presence of the Dark Legion on
Venus has done more 1o warp Bauhaus socicty
than any other Gactor, It has made the Ministry of
Light strong and resulted in the constant witch
hunes for mutants and Hereties, This oppression
has provided ferile soil For Anarchist recruitment.
It leas inspined the mse of the Apocalyptic Cults,
anel it has given overy Homebuoilder reasan o
dread the future. Mo one really kinows low strong
the Dark Legion is, and all fear that the worst is yet
o come,

Bavhaus has suffered most ar the
hands of the Dark Legion. It s lost Gimds
and  power amd money, The Elector
Dukes believe, with some degree of cos-
rectness, thao iF it wasn't for the Dack
Legion, Bawlaus would be the preemi
nent megacoipomation. After all, Yenus is
potentially the richest of all worlds, and
Lauhaus has the armies and the dndusto-
al muscle o at least morel any of the
other corporations, Unfertunately,  all
this power 15 tied up in fighting the Dark
Legion.,

And wer, though no Homebuilder
wintlel aclmit if, the Dark Legion has done
Bavhaus one immense service. The o1l
micgacarparations can see that Gnhaos
iz locked in a death struggle with the
Darkness, Each corporation knows that
Bl 15 the least likely of all the mega-
corporations to threaten tham, s $lhey
do not feel as threatened as they other-
wise might by the mcredible power that
the Elector Dukes wield, In the past, the
other corporations eave allied to provent
Bauhaus gaining ascendancy, While the
Dark Legion is present, this is never like-
Iv to happen again. Instead, corporations
like Imperial and Mishima take advantage
of the Hemebulders' military commit-
ment o snatch lands and production cen-
Lers, whenever the opparunicy arises.

Venus is known for its
pxtremes of lear and cold, and Roubaug ensares
chat all its soldiers con Aght where they are nee-
ded, CC5 units are usvally locoted in a small pod
mounted on the soldier’s back ar carried within a
backpack and actached to the armar by tubes. All
armor purchased with CCS wnits adds 20% o the
lisved price. The moest commaon CCS units are:

JUMGLE, Jungle armor contains cooling systems
and an integral swear recycler which reclazms lost
moisture and keeps the wearer cool and dry,
These are essential for preventing parasitic infec-
tions within the torrid, damp jungle of the Ring of
Fire, In arder to increase Nexibiliny and sase movie
ment through the tangled undergrowth, jungle
armor is slightly lighter than other tvpes of armoar,
Subtract =2 from the stazed AV.

WINTER. Wiiter armor is isulated, and the CC5
unit prowvides heat to the wearer, Helmet-mounted
lenses shield a wearer's eyes and prevent him o
ler from balng snoswbilinded,

DEATHZOME. In addition to either winter or
jungle protection, Deathzone armor provides
oxvgen fleers and air recyclers, It s completely
sealed and provides total immunity to poison
gases and disease clouds, It is slightly bulkier
than normal ammor and cests 200 mana. [t provi-
des slightly berter all-around protection, Add +1

CRESTHELMS

Cresthelms are the badges of the Orders of
Cuards. They provide similar protection to an ordi-
nary helmet but are marvelously and intricagely
molded ta resemble the heads of beasta, monsters
of ather more esoteric things, A basie cresthelm
coats twice a5 much as an ordinary helmet, but
miny wariors spend more on their helmets at
their own expense, adding to the exguisite arti-
sansluip with jewels and loe metals, These don't
add any protection, but are a sign of wealth and
status. You can tell a rich noble by his or her fapcy
cresthelm.

It wsually does no good, because the
weisthands can still be detonaced by long-range
remuote contral from the gulag.

The range of a gulag control tower @9 wp o Aty
neiles, although the distance belore the charge is
armed is wsually mach less than this to keep priso-
ners from wanderimg too far from the camp. Hec-
troslackles con onby be removed by wsing their
imaster key, This usually hangs on the belt of the
chief warden.

DEMO CHARGES

These are basically huge, highoxplosive grenades
favored by the Blitzers for use against tanks.
