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        The Wiking Division contained soldiers of foreign origin (mostly Nordic) and included Germans, Dutch, 

Danes, Norwegians, Finns, Walloons, and Flemings.  The division was part of the summer offensives of 1942 and 

advanced south into the Caucuses with much success.  The Wiking division spent the rest of the war fighting the 

Russians, next as a PanzerGrenadier division and finally as an elite Panzer division.
