22nd Guards Infantry Brigade November 17, 1941
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The 22nd Guards Infantry Brigade was formed in March of 1941 from elements of the 29th Infan-
try Brigade and other units in North Africa. In Operation Crusader, the brigade was part of the XXX
Corps advance and was used primarily as a reserve and to protect lines of communication.
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
