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The 164th Infantry Division was sent to Crete to help consolidate and garrison the island after the
successful German airborne assault. As the demands for more troops in North Africa became more des-
perate, the division was split into a small fortress division and a mobile Light Division. The new 164th
Light Division was sent to North Africa to join Rommel’s army. The division began arriving at the end
of the summer and was deployed just in time to take part in the Battle of El Alamein.
