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        When German offensive began, the “Indianhead” division was on the northern shoulder of the 

“bulge” involved in its own offensive against the Rur and Urft dams.  It was withdrawn back to Elsen-

born ridge to help the 99th Infantry Division and held there until the German drive was stopped. 
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
