@ German 62nd Volksgrenadier Div. December, 1944
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The 62nd Volksgrenadier Division began life as the 62nd Infantry Division. It participated in Op-
eration Barbarossa in 1941 and had suffered many casualties on the Eastern Front. The battered divi-
sion was returned to Germany in September of 1944 for rest and refit after the capture of its commander.
It was rebuilt and assigned to the Ardennes Offensive where it helped attack the 106th Infantry on the
first day. The 62nd then participated in the assault on St. Vith and spent the next several weeks not far
from there before being withdrawn in mid-January.
