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        Known as the “Super Sixth”, this division was from Patton’s Third Army to the south.  At the start 

of the battle, it was put on alert but was not engaged until late December when it rolled north through 

Bastogne and was then heavily involved in the counter-offensive to capture back the “bulge”.
