I have given
them the weaker infantry type. They are 51, 53, 54, 55, 56, 57, 58, 60, 62, 63, 64, 65, 66, 67, 68, 70, 71

Some of these divisions have had their GRDI recon battalions detached for duty elsewhere. These
include for sure the following divisions: 56, 58, 71 but probably others as well.
