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Kampfgruppe Kempf was an ad hoc unit formed just for the Polish Campaign. It was formed by adding
the 7th Panzer Regiment and other elements to the SS Deutchland Motorized Infantry Regiment. This
was the only time in the entire war that regular army units and SS units were mixed together in the same

formation like this.
