17th Panzer Division June 28, 1942
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The depleted 17th Panzer Division spent most of 1942 on the defensive after participating in the
failed attempt to take Moscow. In December, the division was rushed south to take part in another failed
operation to relieve the encircled troops at Stalingrad. The 17th then fought a general retreat for the next
several years until it finally surrendered in Czechoslovakia in 1945.
