Heeneydar (R: ‘Hidden Coves’)
is a southern Marquessate,
ruled by Lord Gyles Kondiis. It
is encompassing the north-
eastern coast of the Bay of
Ormian and the land around
the river Yardeen, which emp-
ties into the bay. It earns its
name not because of the vast
caverns under the western
knees of the Grey Mountains,

but because of countless grot-
toes carved out of the cliffs
which dominate the coast.
