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The second generation of the Fast Advance Vehicle is a great improvement over the first generation. The second generation is faster, can carry more people, and has greater armorment. The FAV's are designed for quick runs into enemy territory, usually used to rescue downed pilots, or pick up operatives. The FAV II replaces the LMG and the Rocket launcher with the new HK GMG, a Stoner M107 and a FN-Mag 5 providing greater power. The GMG and the M107 are mounted on fixed hardpoints, while the FN is mounted on a aft facing ring mount. The FAV II is much quieter than standard rescue methods due to the fact that it uses an electic engine as compared to a gasoline or methane engine.
