Barpheses snifisd our as many as twenty Renegade
Railroaden before that night of fenr was enver, They were wiapped
iy plewing-hioe bars thar resemnblid Shemum's Neckries ond sent
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ot to Stygia for sentencing. The Envays of the vory (hicen were
discovered later, murdered by the Sans of the Imperal Dragon.
The following day, the Anacreon of Tustice appeired be-
fore an emerpency sission of the Hierirchy's misin assembly in
the geent hall of the Georgia legislature and somounced that
bve had discoversd a secrer Renegnde plor ro undermine the
goverrsment of thi Nevropolis, His annovncemene would have
most likely beer met with the bicter glint of darkstsel had he
not then tovealed the Stygist Tngulsitor known anly iy The
Kruck-Knack Man, for the wraith did aor give his e aome.
For deveral days rhe Knick-Knack Man wiorked his way
thirough a erowil of suspected Renegades. He kept 2 bag with ham
us he worked. His powiers of Maollate were so patent that he was
able o very carefully define how much of & wraith’s Corpus he
wite removing at ooy particular tme.

Modern Tines

After the debacle 1o 88, Srypta demanded thar the Hier
archy of Adlanty take o consusof the winiths extant and e
vide them with exacting knowledge of how their soul-collect-
ing operations went. For a time, the Legion of Justice ke
enwoys checking up on the Necropolis on an 2lmost monthly
basiz. As the 605 drow to & close, 5 new breed of viraith begn
o emeege from chie hopeless Dead of theat em, éspecially from
rhe Hestless Dead of the Vieraam W

Wastrels: vagaborids and scoundrels as they were branded
by the Hierdicliy, began to clog up the streets of the
Shadowlands. They wete wriiths with norhing berter 1y do
thian to derve their own tnrerekrs and try to aveid gettng cni-
t:mglcﬂ with nny of the poser Eroups. The Hierarchy was un-
sire of what o doo with these laggard-spirine whs tefimed o
collecr souls bivt never asked for soulfies.

Bom in 1810 in Ireland, Jebediah O'Rourke, the son of &
prominent city offtcial in Dublin, moved to the newly free
Colony of Georgia when be was 22 yeam old. Getting work as
a baweyer, Jebediah moved 1w the milmad own of Terminus
five years later, moving his offices to the sleepy new town of
d Decatur once his practice was estublished. There he built his
reputation as a smart, fair lawyer and, when it came time for
court officials 1o be appointed, Jebeidinh was the first on people’s
lips. Jebediah was a stubborn man, however, as was discovered
when he took the beach for the first time. He wais known for
ruling the way he thought was best, desgrite how others tried 1o
wway his decision.
