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Setting:  

 Boom!  Was that the sound of a cannon crack?  Maybe thunder 
overhead?  It is impossible to tell from the safety that is deep within 
the Platinum Shark.  However, it has scared your caretaker, Orphan 
Rose and has sent her above decks to investigate.  This was about an 
hour ago.  You and the rest of the small animals aboard have become 
worried. 

 Crash!  With this second unknown sound and growing concern 
over Rose, you and the rest of the animal crew have come to meet 
and decide on what to do.  Many wish to hide out in the hold and 
wait to see what happens.  Others want to return to their various 
duties that will take them all over the ship.  There are only a handful 
of you that are brave enough to take up the search for your human 
caretaker. 

 Crack!  Oh!  Was that the sound of timbers snapping?  Chaos is 
breaking out on the upper decks. It's time to scurry and help the 
human crew. 

The NPCs: 

 Orphan Rose is the animal caretaker of the Platinum Shark.  She’s 
a skinny red haired girl with a nose for trouble.  Rose went above 
decks more than an hour ago.  Where is she?  Why hasn’t she 
returned? 

 Rupert Parsons is the navigator for the ship.  He really likes rabbits 
and is a little dense.  But, he’s a wiz with the charts and has never 
steered the Shark wrong.  

 The Captain, no one knows his real name.  He’s tough but fair and 
makes sure that the human crew does not pick on the jacks.  It’s said 
that he rescued Savannah from a tribe of cannibals. 

 

 The other members of the animal crew are hiding out, doing their 
chores, or looking around the ship to see what is happening.  They are 
willing to help, but not at the risk of themselves. 

 Most of the human crew is still asleep below deck, except for the 
few on night duty.  However, you have not heard any sounds that you 
would hear from them since Rose has gone missing. 

The Stage:   

 Play normally happens anywhere on the Platinum Shark, 

especially on the upper decks.  From front to back we have the bow 

spirit, the foremast, the forecastle (fo’c’s’le) or crew quarters, the 

main deck, the main mast, the mizzenmast, the quarter deck, the 

poop deck, and the rudder.  From top to bottom we have the crow’s 

nest, the sails and rigging, the poop deck, the quarter deck, the main 

deck (crew quarters and the captain’s cabin), the gun deck, the hold, 

the bilge (the really stinky part of a ship) and the keel.  Other 

interesting parts of the ship include the anchor, the galley and the 

store room, the ammunition magazine, the water casks which are in 

the hold.
