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INTRODUCTION

Welcome, Noble pilot, to Codex: Imperial Knights. Thistome is a comprehensive guide to the mighty war engines of the
knightly households, from their terrifying weapons and ground-shaking battles of conquest to their magnificent heraldry and
endless rolls of honour and victory. Read on, and prepare to sit the Throne Mechanicum!

Imperial Knights are a unique faction within Warhammer 40,000,
for their armies typically comprise just a handful of models. Where
other players’ forces contain infantry, battle tanks, monstrous
beasts and the like, an Imperial Knights army is made up solely of
towering, heavily armed and armoured bipedal war engines. Even
the least of these is more than a match for whole regiments of the
foe. Piloted by highly trained Nobles whose minds are saturated
with concepts of chivalry, honour and fealty, these ironclad giants
shatter battle lines with ease, devastating the enemy’s forces with
bombardments of searing energy and explosive shells. Those

who somehow survive this fusillade — and are not subsequently
trampled underfoot — are sent scattering before the Knights like
leaves on a gale.

There are many reasons to collect and play with an army of
Imperial Knights. Quite aside from the heady thrill of directing
an entire army of super-heavy war engines on the field of battle,
there is the fact that every Knight is a modelling project in its
own right. Large and incredibly detailed kits with a plethora of
options and ample space for elaborately painted heraldry, Knights
reward a collector who is willing to lavish attention on each
model in turn. The payoff for this, of course, is that just a few of
these towering miniatures makes up a potent tabletop army that
looks absolutely spectacular, and poses a unique array of strategic
challenges for both yourself and your opponent in every game of
Warhammer 40,000.

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The ground shakes as the Imperial Knights
stride to battle. Mechanical giants that typically
dominate their surrounding landscape, they
cannot conceal their advance, nor would they
— they know well the terror that their coming
strikes into the hearts of the foe. Even amidst
the smoke and grime of war, their heraldry
shines out proudly for all to see: bright colours
and magnificent designs tell of victories won
and honours claimed, inspiring hope in their
allies and dismay in foes.

Pistons and servo-motors hiss, whine and
thump as they propel the Knights forwards
with loping strides. Plasma reactors rumble.
Exhaust vents cough black smoke into the skies
as power floods through the Knights’ armoured
limbs. At the heart of each mighty war engine
sits a Noble pilot, wired into their Throne
Mechanicum and viewing the world through
their steed’s auspex feeds and data-manifolds.
It is these accomplished warriors that direct
the Knight suits in battle, and it is they who
unleash their devastating weapons systems
upon the luckless foe.

Even a single Knight can level enough
tirepower to obliterate infantry regiments
or reduce armoured columns to smoking
scrap. Ironstorm missiles streak from their
launchers in trails of smoke to detonate
amongst the enemy ranks, creating showers
of gore. Avenger gatling cannons spin up to
speed, screaming like a chorus of damned
souls as they spray hundreds of thousands
of rounds into their victims. Volcano lances
spit streams of searing death, while thermal
& cannons reduce their targets to drifting ash.
Corrupted fortifications tumble before the
Knights’ monstrous firepower, crashing down
in billowing clouds of flame and rockcrete dust.
Y Immense war machines and monstrous beasts
alike are blasted limb from limb, while heretic
i hordes flee, their broken survivors clawing at
one another in their desperation to escape the
: Knights’ long shadows.

Even those who somehow weather the
Knights’ apocalyptic firepower have bought
themselves only a temporary stay of execution.

quarters, a prospect that none but the most
insane would relish. From the whirring

teeth of the enormous reaper chainsword to
the crackling articulated wrecking ball that

is the thunderstrike gauntlet, the Knights’
melee armaments are more than capable of
decapitating an Ork Gorkanaut or hurling

a battle tank through the air like so much
worthless junk. Furthermore, the sheer bulk of
each Knight is a weapon in its own right: every
thunderous footfall crushes armour, flesh and
bone with the ease of an Imperial Guardsman
stomping on a galley-roach.

The enemy’s only chance is to level
overwhelming destructive power against the
Imperial Knights, hoping to bring them down
through sheer weight of concentrated fire. Yet
even the most destructive of projectiles may
be deflected or robbed of their impact by the
Knights’ ion fields, and experienced Nobles
have become expert at angling these shields to
best effect. Solid shells and laser blasts splash
against the ionic barriers in flares of blue-tinged
light, the Knights marching on unperturbed
and unharmed over earth left ravaged and
burning by the enemy’s futile attacks.

A Knight is a fearsome opponent. Whether
it be a swift Armiger, a stalwart Questor, or
one of the indomitable constructs known

as Dominus-class Knights, just one of these
engines has the power to turn the tide of a
battle. Yet when they deploy en masse, the
knightly households possess the martial
strength to conquer entire star systems in the
Emperor’s name. Led by Exalted Courts of
high-ranking Barons, the Knights advance

in lance formations, some acting as mobile
gun platforms while others surge forward

to carve and smash the foe apart at close
quarters. Their tactics are typically swift and
decisive: line-breaking charges, devastating
flank attacks and punishing barrages leave the
Knights' enemies scattered in disarray.
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The manoeuvrability and speed of Imperial
Knights is breathtaking to behold, far

in excess of anything that such huge

war machines should be able to achieve.
Central to this remarkable agility and
responsiveness is the unique neural bond
that a Noble shares with his or her Knight.
That, in turn, is thanks to the technologies
of the Throne Mechanicum.

Each Throne is a testament to the
incredible accomplishments of the Age

of Technology, a pinnacle creation of a
long forgotten era. These contraptions
mount neural jacks and cerebral uplinks
that connect directly to a Nobles cranial
sockets, allowing them to interface with
the Throne and, through it, the Knight
into which it is reverently fitted. By linking
their sensorium and nervous system

to their Throne Mechanicum, a Noble

can control the Knight suit as though it
were an extension of their own body. Its
mechanical senses become their own, its
immense weaponry theirs to wield. For an
unprepared mind, madness would swiftly
follow. For a Noble of the knightly houses,
conditioned since birth and cerebrally
augmented to bear the neural load, it is
ascension to virtual omnipotence.

Beyond their interface and control
circuits, Thrones Mechanicum also
contain mnemic engram reliquaries and
spectrobionic foci that allow them to
store the synaptic echoes of those with
whom they bond. In short, each Throne
is haunted by the ghosts of the pilots
who came before. Many Nobles speak of
whispering voices, visions and countless
other strange manifestations that provide
them with guidance and wisdom in battle.

The Throne Mechanicum does not just
provide strategic advice. These ancient
relics contain behavioural subroutines
that weed out unworthy aspirants, and
condition those who survive with notions
of honour, chivalry and fealty. When a
young Noble reaches their eighteenth year,
they must undergo the Ritual of Becoming.
They are led with great solemnity to their
houses Sanctuary, a vast fortified structure
within their ancestral stronghold that
contains the Chamber of Echoes. Therein,
they are connected to one of their houses
dormant Thrones Mechanicum, enduring
the cold stab of their neural jacks coupling
for the first time. They are left, typically
for a full night, alone in the dark with

the ghosts of their Throne. The young
aspirant must wrestle with the energies of
the Throne Mechanicum, attempting to

imprint their psyche upon it and withstand
the receipt of its cerebral engrams in turn.

Sometimes this process is enough to drive
the unfortunate aspirant quite mad. Others
are killed outright, found as pale corpses
whose cranial plugs still smoulder and
whose features are twisted into ghastly
masks of terror. Those who survive emerge
forever changed, their childhood left
behind and the mantle of knighthood
resting heavy on their shoulders. It is no
small sacrifice that these Nobles make for
their power, yet it is one they make without
the slightest hesitation.

THE KNIGHT WORLDS

The first Knight worlds were settled during
the earliest epoch of human expansion into
the stars. They weathered the Age of Strife,
and were rediscovered and brought back
into the fold during the golden era of the
Great Crusade.

With each of these Knight worlds
representing an exceptional concentration
of martial strength, there was competition
between the Imperial Administratum

and the Cult Mechanicus to secure their
allegiance. The Knight worlds of the
modern Imperium thus have differing
alignments. Those pledging loyalty to the
Emperor are known as Questor Imperialis.
They deal with the Adeptus Mechanicus
only as much as they must to maintain
their Knight suits. Others are sworn wholly
to the service of the Omnissiah: these are
Questor Mechanicus, and — while still
fighting for the Imperium - they obey the
diktats of Mars in all things. Those exiles
of the knightly houses, and those who are
the last of their Noble kin, are known as
Freeblades. Such wandering mercenaries
still fight for the Imperium, but may
exhibit all manner of strange traits.

For all their differences, Imperial and
Mechanicus-aligned Knight worlds share
certain key aspects. All are ruled by one
or more Noble houses, each of which
owes fealty to their planets overall ruler,

typically a High Monarch or a Princeps.
All maintain feudal systems of rulership
that see the serf classes labour to support
their knightly lords, who in turn defend
their subjects from the predations of aliens,
mutants and heretics. All are hidebound by
layer upon layer of courtly protocols and
interminable rituals that have built up like
sediment over the millennia, and which
the majority of Nobles will gladly go to war
simply to escape. And, of course, though
Knight worlds may occasionally fall prey
to internecine wars of succession or duels
of honour, they are all quick to march out
to the aid of the wider Imperium in times
of need.

Another unifying factor of all Knight
worlds is the strange order of pseudo
Tech-Priests known as Sacristans who
maintain the Nobles’ Knight suits. Trained
by the Martian Priesthood and skilled

in every aspect of knightly technology,
these monastic orders devote their lives to
ensuring that the Knights continue to fight.
It speaks volumes about the martial pride
of the Knight worlds that the Sacristans
place as great a level of importance

upon the heraldry and panoply of their
titanic charges as they do upon keeping
their power plants and weapons systems
running. Thus it is not uncommon for

a Knight to be seen after battle encased

in servo-repair armatures and swarming
with Sacristans, each lavishing as much
time and care upon retouching the war
machine’s scarred paintwork as repairing
more detrimental battle damage. By the
tenets of the revered Code Chivalric, a
Knight must not only be able to fight,

but must look suitably magnificent while
doing so.

Though their ways may seem strange and
archaic to many within the Imperium,
there can be no doubt that the Imperial
Knights are powerful allies. With the
coming of the Great Rift, their strength has
never been more needed. From the bastion
lines of the Segmentum Solar to the dark
reaches of the Imperium Nihilus, and from
the white-hot battlefronts of the Indomitus
Crusade to the imperilled fringes of the
Emperor’s realm, the Imperial Knights
fight. They march in numbers that have
not been seen since the time of the Horus
Heresy, for they recognise this time for
what it is: the last, great war that will either
see the Imperium cast down in ruin or
standing triumphant over the bodies of
traitors and xenos alike. To this decisive
conflict they give their all, for honour
demands no less.




It was during Mankinds first great exodus
into the stars that the Knight worlds

were established. Filled with hope and
trepidation, swathes of human colonists
struck out aboard the aptly named Long
March ships that took decades to reach
their pre-scouted destination worlds. These
exoplanets were carefully chosen for their
bounteous natural resources, as well as
their theoretically habitable biospheres.
The brave colonists — who had left behind
everything they ever knew for a chance

at extending human dominion across

the galaxy — were quick to discover that
habitable did not always mean safe.

Some worlds were infested with lethal flora
and fauna that did their best to devour the
colonists whole. Others were wreathed in
ferocious storms, or were already inhabited
by indigenous species that resented the
alien interlopers who had washed up

on their shores. Even more were made
inhospitable by dangerous environmental
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factors such as exotic radiation, volcanic
activity or viral outbreaks.

The raw materials required by the colonists
to create their founding settlements came
from cannibalising the ships themselves.
As such, they had no way to flee their
dangerous new homes, and no choice

but to dig in and prevail. Some colonies,

of course, were lost. Yet a far greater
percentage successfully took root. This was
thanks to a combination of the indomitable
human spirit and the miracle that was
Standard Template Construct technology.

STC machines could each replicate,
endlessly and faultlessly, a specific device.
They created atmospheric shelters, tools
for farming and construction, means

of power, transportation and the like.
Theyalso created the towering bipedal
constructs known as Knight suits. These
armour-plated walkers could traverse
even the most perilous landscapes, endure

the worst conditions that the colony
worlds could throw at them, and — when
suitably armed - fight in defence of the
colonists themselves.

Few xenos races had an answer to these
mechanical giants. Manufactured in large
numbers, piloted by the most skilled and
charismatic of the colonists, the Knights
served as the mailed fist of human colonial
expansionism. They smashed threats to
Mankinds new domains wherever they
encountered them, and their pilots rapidly
achieved a status somewhere between
celebrity and war hero. What no one
realised was that even as the Knight suits
were serving the colonists, their Thrones
Mechanicum were irreversibly altering the
minds and souls of those who piloted them.

Whether this was an intentional facet of
the Knight STC, or some strange ghost
in the machine, is ultimately irrelevant.
The fact was that the longer the Knights

fought for their settlements, the more
authoritarian their pilots became. Within
a few generations, the concepts of chivalric
conduct, ritual observance, loyalty and
fealty that the Thrones Mechanicum
implanted had indelibly changed the
cultural dynamic of the human colonies.
The Knight pilots became the first

Nobles, and formed the original knightly
houses. Those they protected took on an
increasingly servile role, soon adopting the
station of a feudal labour class.

The Knight worlds became ever more
conservative and insular. They rejected
advances in human technology and were
slowly sidelined. They became a source

of amusement to the intellectually and
culturally superior masses of Humanity.
Ironically, it was the Knight worlds’ very
isolationist nature and refusal to adopt new
technologies that would protect them from
the horrific apocalypse that devastated the
rest of Mankind.

ALONE IN THE DARK

Humanity’s fall was swift and terrible.
Emergent psykers drowned worlds in
warp storms and daemonic incursions.
Thinking machines carried out genocidal
purges. Gene-wars buried entire star
systems beneath writhing tides of

fleshy abominations.

The Knight worlds had burned their
psykers as witches. Theyhad turned away
the thinking machines, citing the value
of hard labour and a distrust of artificial
intelligence. Theyhad left their genetics
untouched. Now, they stoked their
watchfires, bolstered their defences and
simply endured.

Thousands of years passed. The darkness
of Old Night persisted, yet so too did

the Knights and their people. Cultures
regressed and technologies wore down, yet
amazingly few Knight worlds succumbed
to the dangers of a hostile galaxy. They
maintained their traditions, fought to
defend their borders, and waited for dawn
to come.

Thelight of that dawn was the Emperor,
and its spreading rays were the fleets of the
Great Crusade. It was a Rogue Trader by
the name of Jeffers who first rediscovered

a Knight world, and in his reports to the
Administratum, he advocated the potential
usefulness of both the planet’s Noble
defenders and its raw material wealth.

More envoys followed in Jeffers’
footsteps, and within decades,
hundreds of Knight worlds had
been brought into the Imperial fold.
They soon proved their worth, their
warriors marching into battle against
the enemies of the nascent Imperium.
Alien worlds shook beneath their
tread. Enemies uncounted fled their
terrifying might.

When the disastrous Horus Heresy
embroiled the Emperor’s realm in civil war,
some of those Knight worlds turned traitor
alongside their off-world masters. Yet many
more - shielded from spiritual corruption
by the conditioning of their Thrones - put
down any rebellious elements within their
own societies before joining the battle

on the side of the loyalist Space Marine
Legions. They proved their honour on
untold bloody battlefields, and. continued
to do so in the ten millennia that followed.
To this day, the surviving Knight worlds
are vital lynchpins of the Imperial defence
in countless sectors, protecting their allies
from xenos and heretic invaders. All the
while, their crusading armies take the fight
to the Imperiums foes, crushing them
wherever they are found.
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" THE DMNISSIAH'S BOON

The Adeptus Mechanicus rules over a swathe of planets scattered across the Imperium. Known as forge worlds, these are

places of endless industry and rampant pollution, where the priests of the Omnissiah jealously hoard their secrets and lore. -
Theyare also military strongholds, whose strength is often augmented by alliances with knightly households.

FORGE WORLDS

Most knightly houses, though by no means
all, are associated with a forge world,

and in return for fighting alongside that
forge world’s Skitarii and Titan Legions,
they gain access to advanced technology
and knowledge that only the Adeptus
Mechanicus possess.

The association between the knightly
houses and the Adeptus Mechanicus dates
back to the time of the Great Crusade.
When the Knight worlds were first
rediscovered, the different organisations
that made up the Great Crusade competed
ferociously with each other to gain

control of the valuable resource the
Knights represented. This Machiavellian
political contest went on for decades,

until the Mechanicum of Mars was finally
able to establish their dominance in the
fight to exploit the Knight worlds. The
Mechanicum were driven in this by a
desire to gain control of the archeotech
that could be found in abundance on the
ancient Knight worlds, but were also aware
that the vast natural resources and military
might of the knightly houses could make
them a valuable asset. To this end, once
they had established their right to exploit
the Knight worlds, they set about making
them dependent upon the Mechanicum for
their continued survival.

At the time of the Great Crusade, the
Tech-Priests’ fleets found an anarchic
galaxy where the ancient confederacy of
interdependent human planets no longer
existed. The surviving Knight worlds

that were discovered had not retained

all of their old technology, and had been
forced to improvise comparatively crude
repairs with the materials and techniques
available. The Tech-Priests settled amongst
these feudal empires, founding many forge
worlds and establishing contacts within
the knightly houses. They traded with the
Knight worlds and investigated ancient
ruins upon their surface, where relics of the
Age of Technology could still sometimes
be found. The Knights themselves proved
invaluable in combating enemies such as
marauding Orks. In return, the Tech-
Priests promised technical expertise and
helped the Nobles to rebuild their planets.

The most important thing that the Tech-
Priests brought to the Knight worlds was
the capability to maintain the Nobles’
Knight suits. Over the course of the Age
of Strife, much of the knowledge and
many of the skills needed to keep the
complex Knight armour working had
been lost. Local technicians and artificers
did their best to maintain the suits, but
in many cases, they simply did not have
the necessary ability. When the Knight
worlds were rediscovered, most had only
a handful of operational suits remaining,
and even these were in a poor state. The
Mechanicum promised to remedy this
situation by inducting the local technicians
that had been caring for the armour into
the Cult Mechanicus, and teaching them
how to keep the Knight suits in good
repair. Because of this, nearly all suits of
Knight armour bear the mark of the Cult
Mechanicus as a reminder of the debt they
owe to Mars.

Over the millennia, the forge worlds

have grown powerful with the Knight
worlds flourishing alongside them. Vast
Mechanicus vessels regularly deliver new
Knight suits, weapons, tools and mining
machinery to the Noble houses, and leave

with their holds packed with ores and food.

In many places - especially beyond the
Great Rift, in the Imperium Nihilus - the
Tech-Priests and the Knights have become
almost entirely dependant on each other.
Many forge worlds form the hub of micro-
empires, holding out against invading
tides of xenos and heretics with the help of
Noble households.

In exchange, the Knights have gained
much from the Tech-Priests, their worlds
gradually returning to being technically
sophisticated cultures. However, the
relationship between forge world and
Knight world is not always an easy one.
Even those knightly cultures that wholly
adopted the worship of the Omnissiah,
and whose Nobles swear fealty to the
Fabricator General of Mars, are strong-
willed warriors. Their codes of honour do
not allow them to follow the commands
of the Mechanicus without question, a
fact that has frustrated many a cynical and
duplicitous Martian priest.
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Meanwhile, those worlds pledged to

the rule of Terra and the worship of

the Emperor can be more difficult still.
Their Nobles are often mistrustful of the
secretive Adeptus Mechanicus, and - S
beyond trading with them where they must
— they typically keep the Tech-Priests at
arms length. The only exception to this is
in the training of these worlds™ Sacristans.

THE SACRISTAN ORDERS - 2

The skilled artisans who maintain the
Knight suits are known as Sacristans.
Though their exact appearance, customs  § -
and organisation vary from one Knight

world to the next, the Sacristans are

typically monastic figures who maintain

a certain distance from those outside

their order. All are inducted into the holy

mysteries of the Omnissiah within the

tech-shrines of their closest forge world, u_"‘

and thus exhibit many of the same {

traits as the Tech-Priests themselves.

Yet Sacristans are influenced also by the

culture of the world they serve, a factor

that affects their behaviour and appearance

both. Thus, while the Sacristans of House

Terryn wear fine data-robes of blue and

red, and go about with their shaved heads

held high, those of House Cadmus wear

rubberised crimson cassocks and keep their

faces covered at all times.

Depending upon the Knight world they
serve, the Sacristan orders are viewed
variously as wise savants, hidebound
engineers, or even suspiciously secretive
potential spies of the Adeptus Mechanicus.
Whatever the case, the first duty of the
Sacristans is to the Knights of their world,
and it is one they discharge with tireless
dedication and skill. It is the Sacristans who
chant the devotional rites and apply the
sacred unguents to appease each Knight
suits machine spirit. It is they who run
repairs on each war engine, who calibrate
its systems and see to it that the Knight’s
heraldry is always pristinely displayed. So
dedicated are many Sacristan orders that
they even follow the Knights to war, either
doing their work between battles or else
riding out in armoured crawlers, lumbering
forge-landers or swift servitor-striders to
perform repairs in the field.

The Sacristan orders deliver support to
their Noble masters upon the field of
battle. While some take to war zones
in person aboard repair vehicles, many
rely upon the forward deployment

of various structures from which to
operate. Perhaps the most common of
these fortified support platforms is the
Forgeshrine, an armoured refuelling
depot whose servo-armatures can
effect rapid repairs upon battle-
damaged Knights. In the main, such
structures are operated remotely by
Sacristans behind the lines, though
they also serve as forward workshops
for sanctioned artificers such as Tech-
Priest Enginseers or Techmarines.
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cattered across the black pall of space can be

found many hundreds of Knight worlds. It

has long been assumed by the lords of Terra
and their administrators that the great majority
of surviving Knight worlds have been returned to
the fold of Mankind - they are either paying the
Imperial tithe on those planets affiliated with the
Imperium, or have allied themselves more closely
with the Adeptus Mechanicus.

However, the galaxy is vast, and those bold early
explorers travelled far and wide. There is much
that still remains unexplored by the Imperium,
and it is possible that there exist some far-flung
Knight worlds that have not yet regained contact
with Humanity.

Since the catastrophic manifestation of the Great
Rift, many loyal Knight worlds have been cut off
in the Imperium Nihilus. Dark forces besiege
them from without, even as mutants and madmen
rise up from within. Yet the Knight worlds have
been here before, and their traditions and rituals
are purposely designed to stave off the terrors
from without. Brave and resolute, they are lighting
their watchfires once more, even as they despatch
crusading lances to aid their neighbouring worlds
and systems. Not for twenty millennia have the
Knights been so desperately needed as champions
and protectors of Mankind.

Imperial Knight worlds are typically ruled over by one or more Noble houses, each with their own heraldry, insignia,
traditions and character. Though often hidebound and intractable on matters of honour, the Noble houses make for powerful
allies, and when they send their Imperial Knights to war, the enemies of the Emperor tremble.

All Imperial Knight worlds are feudal, divided into fiefdoms or
whatever other local term is given. Each of these territories is ruled
over by one or more Nobles, its people labouring, farming, herding
and producing in his or her name. In return, their knightly rulers
offer them protection from whatever threats may descend from the
stars. Each Knight in turn owes their allegiance to a high-ranking
local leader, most commonly known as a Baron - though, again,
local terms are myriad. Whether they be a marshal or a countess,

a seneschal or a marchioness, each of these local rulers ultimately
owes their allegiance to the High Monarch of their world. On some
Knight worlds, each Baron may be the head of a separate Noble
house. On others, a single Noble house holds sway across the
entire planet. These mighty martial entities are known as the Great
Houses, and include such ancient institutions as Terryn, Griffith,
Hawkshroud and Cadmus.

The cultures of these worlds can vary hugely, from repressive
patriarchies or matriarchies to martial meritocracies in which
any Noble can rise to command if their lance arm is strong
enough. Most sustain large-scale farming and mining operations.

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DUESTOR MEGHANIGUS WORLDS

Through mutual oaths and unbreakable vows, the Adeptus Mechanicus have forged alliances with many Knight worlds. In
return for technical aid and reciprocal protection, these Questor Mechanicus houses send forth their adamantine Knight suits
to honour any request made by their allies.

Those knightly houses closely aligned to
the Adeptus Mechanicus are regularly
called upon by the Martian Priesthood to
uphold their ancient pacts. Most often, the
Tech-Priests request military contingents
from Knight worlds to accompany the
Titan Legions into battle. The chosen
Nobles are tasked with fighting directly in
support of the legion’s larger Battle Titans,
or are asked to operate independently

as scouts to protect the flanks of the
slower-moving war machines. The
Adeptus Mechanicus also petitions for
Knights to join Explorator fleets, for they
add invaluable firepower to contingents
sent out to seize lost archeotech. When a
threat is deemed sufficient, Knights are
also asked to help defend key planets -
especially endangered forge or mineral
worlds. In return for such military

aid, the Knight worlds receive greater
technological resources.

To honour the more routine requests, a
Noble house might send a single Knight,
one of the honoured Barons and an escort
of his knightly vassals, or perhaps a lance
made up of Knights selected for the task
in question. Occasionally, the Adeptus

Mechanicus will decree that such seconded
detachments must remain with a Titan
Legion permanently; in these cases, the
Nobles change their vows of allegiance

and heraldry to reflect the legion they

now serve.

HONOUR THE OMNISSIAH

While those Knight worlds sworn directly
to Mars share many of the feudal structures
and traditions of Questor Imperialis
worlds, there can be no doubt that they
possess less martial and cultural autonomy
than their Imperial-aligned counterparts.
Conclaves of tech-magi are a regular sight
upon these planets, envoys from local

forge worlds that walk the corridors of

the knightly houses and maintain a silent,
watchful presence during their rituals.

The Nobles of such Knight worlds are,
themselves, more tightly bound into the
worship of the Omnissiah, often exhibiting
the cog of the Adeptus Mechanicus, electoo
designs carved into their flesh, robes
coloured in the hues of their patron forge
world, and mechanical augmetics that help
them mesh more closely with the systems
of their Knight suits.

The Knight worlds themselves also bear
the inevitable scars that the touch of

the Adeptus Mechanicus leaves. Vast
strip-mines, churning manufactora and
continent-sized agriplexes are common
facilities that allow the Mechanicus to more
efficiently exploit the planets’ resources.

For all this, the Nobles of such a world are
no less proud, honourable or strong-willed.
They still rule their domains, march out

to protect their borders, and owe ultimate
fealty to their worlds supreme ruler, who
most often takes the title of Princeps. The
appearance of Questor Mechanicus Nobles
is generally more sombre than that of
their counterparts in the Imperial-aligned
Knight houses, and they are often less
unruly and headstrong. Their ties to the
Sacristan orders are strong, untroubled

by suspicions of divided loyalties. Their
battle doctrines are bellicose and expertly
cogitated, while the bond that each Noble
forges with their Throne Mechanicum and
the machine spirit of their Knight suit is
nigh symbiotic. When the lances of the
Questor Mechanicus Knights go to battle,
they do so with devastating efficiencyand
absolute, unified conviction.

The killing fields of Umekha burned. The Vostroyan 17th
were in full retreat, snapping off shots as they fled across the
veldt. Their persecutors followed, the android bodies of the
Necrons reflecting firelight as they loosed volleys of shots
into the fleeing Imperial Guard.

Baron Griegor of Taranis watched the spectacle through
the auspicators of his Knight Warden, Iron God. He was still
distant from the fight, but every ground-pounding stride
brought him closer. The strategic situation scrolled across
his retinas, projected from his data-manifold. Griegor’s lip
curled in distaste. It was not optimal.

‘They are as honourless as they are merciless, these
Necrons, he said. ‘It will be a pleasure to exterminate them’
Iron God’s machine spirit rumbled its agreement.

‘I concur, my liege, voxed Lady Melandra of Taranis. Her
Knight Gallant, Retributor, marched some twenty yards to
his right, pennants fluttering in the hot winds of war. ‘It is
time to strike’

Agreed; said Griegor, drinking in targeting data,
atmospheric analyses and strategic auguries through the
neural jacks in the base of his skull. ‘We are within Code-
stipulated combat range.

Melandra’s Gallant increased its stride, accelerating to
a ponderous lope. Baron Griegor selected his targets with
retinal twitches, flesh-hands and mechadendrites flying over
his control console as he primed the spirits of his weapons
and commanded them to let fly.

His avenger gatling cannon span up to speed, its
scream carrying across the plain as it spewed fire into the
advancing Necrons. Metal bodies detonated and came apart
as thousands of foot-long shells tore through them. Rockets
leapt away from his carapace launcher, adding billowing
explosions to the mayhem. The Necron advance slowed, the
surviving androids turning in eerie lockstep and swinging
their guns to bear.

Griegor’s ion shield flared blue as a hail of shots struck
it, splashing harmlessly from its energised barrier. Then
Retributor hit the Necron line, crushing warriors underfoot
and hurling their hovering war engines through the air with
every swing of blade and fist. While the Necrons’ formation
collapsed, Griegor fed power to his motive actuators and
advanced to join the fray. As he did, his audio receptors
transmitted a new sound that brought a thin smile to his lips.
The Imperial Guard were cheering.
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KNIGHTS AT WAR

. When armies of Imperial Knights take to the battlefield, they employ the time-honoured strategies and tactics that have
brought them victory for thousands upon thousands of years. High impact, dynamic and utterly destructive, their approach
to war is as stirring a spectacle for their allies as it is terrifying for their enemies.

Whether they be Questor Imperialis or Questor Mechanicus, when
the knightly houses go to war they adhere strictly to the tenets of the
Code Chivalric and the martial structures of their worlds. Though
their ways may seem archaic or convoluted to outsiders, the Knights’
implicit understanding of the rules by which they fight, coupled with
the whispered guidance of the ghosts in their Thrones, ensure an
efficiency impossible to match by more sprawling Imperial armies.

At the head of every knightly host marches its most senior Noble.
Whether this be the High Monarch or Princeps, a member of their
Exalted Court, or a Baron of lesser standing, this individual’s word
is law. It is a rare Noble who would risk the dishonour of refusing
a direct order from their liege. Below the force’s commander, the
remaining Nobles know their own place within the strata of the
army, but all respect their comrades’ right as Nobles to follow their
instincts and fight where and how they see fit. Providing they obey
the Code and their liege, Knights are permitted to fight more like a
band of crusading heroes than an army of rank-and-file soldiers.

Knight suits can be categorised into different classes, each of

which is constructed to a different STC pattern. By far the most
common class of Knight is the Questoris, a tall and versatile chassis
characterised by its comprehensive data-manifold, potent machine
spirit and versatile armament mounts - one at each arm coupling,
and an optional third atop its carapace. Questoris-class Knights can
be further categorised by their traditional armaments into Errant,
Paladin, Warden, Gallant, Crusader, Preceptor and various other
patterns, each of which has its own strategic strengths.

To form the core of their battle lines, the Noble houses call upon
the hulking Dominus-class Knights. More bulky than those of the
Questoris class, these indomitable war engines boast dual plasma
cores that — while potentially volatile when badly damaged - allow
them to mount an intimidating array of heavy weaponry spread
across two brachial couplings and three carapace mounts. Though
typically fielded in smaller numbers than the Questoris, Dominus
Knights provide their comrades with potent fire support.

Thelighter Armiger-class Knights, akin to squires or a hunter’s
beaters, are piloted by minor Nobles or elevated household guards.
Instead of sitting the full Throne Mechanicum, Armiger pilots don
the Helm Mechanicus, a device that allows them to control their
Knight but also neurally bonds them to a higher-ranking Noble.
For all their lesser status, however, every Bondsman is a valued
member of their household, and every Armiger is still a towering
engine of destruction. Armigers typically fight in packs of two

or more, and are employed to scout ahead, perform swift flank-
attacks, and drive the enemy from cover and into the guns of the
larger Knights on the orders of their bond-liege.

Most Knight armies consist of a core of Questoris Knights
deployed in formations of three to five known as lances, supported
by walking batteries of Dominus Knights and preceded by fleet-
footed packs of Armigers. Though some houses are famed for their
specialist types of lance, or predispositions towards specific classes
of Knight, these tactics have brought the Nobles victory for many
thousands of years.

KNIGHT CLASSES

While the STCs for some classes of Knight have been lost over the millennia, several remain in widespread use. Thus, while the
mainstay of most households is the Questoris-class Knight chassis, heavy fire support is offered by the hulking Dominus-class
engines, while scouting and raiding duties often fall to the lighter Armiger-class Knights.

At the head of every Questor Imperialis Great House is a
High King or Queen. Directly beneath the High Monarch
in rank are their Barons, each a lord in their own right,
owning some stronghold or key territory. All Barons owe
allegiance to their High Monarch, but not all Barons are
equal. Although each Knight world maintains their own
rituals and hierarchy, the highest ranking Barons are those
the High Monarch has selected to join their Exalted Court.
These are the most loyal and veteran of their Nobles, and
typically rule the largest swathes of territory.

Each Baron is responsible for their fiefdom - the lands
that owe them tribute. Those Nobles beneath the Baron are
their vassals; at their lord’s call these Knights will assemble
for war, and can also be called upon directly by their High
Monarch or members of the Exalted Court.

The Knights themselves fight individually or in formations
called lances. These are often made up of the vassal
Knights of different Barons, constructed according to each
member’s individual talents, renown and determination.

Knightly Great Houses aligned to the Adeptus Mechanicus
are organised in a manner similar to their Imperialis cousins.
Theruler of the Great House is known as a Princeps, and their
decree is final. The rank below Princeps is that of Baron, and
positions within this rank are still hierarchical, based on the
individual Baron’s influence and experience. For a Questor
Mechanicus Great House’s ruling council - also called an
Exalted Court - the Princeps will promote four Barons.
Known as Barons Prime, these individuals are second in
power only to the Princeps themself.
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Each Baron will have vassals beneath them, who are duty-
bound to muster should they be called to battle. The exact
number and organisation of these vassals varies wildly,
depending upon the size and power of the knightly Great
House in question. Regardless, when the summons to

war is received, groups of oath-sworn Knights and entire
detachments will be drawn from the Great House’s strength.
Only in unusual circumstances will the Princeps, or one
acting in their stead, choose to select only from a single
Baron’s vassals.
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A Knight’s rank is discerned by the
stripes across their carapace armour.
These stripes differ in colour for each
house, but are always sympathetic to
the house’s normal livery.

Whatever a Knights household, their
tabard will always feature certain
details. Their house’s crest is borne in
full, alongside the Knight's personal
emblem and a number of his of her
proudest battle honours.

- No knightly house better exemplifies proud martial tradition
than House Terryn. Its Nobles have fought unswervingly in the
name of Humanity since the household was founded in the 25th
Millennium. The house derives its name from Maximilian Terryn,
first ruler of the tropical world of Voltoris, a planet colonised at
the start of the Age of Strife. The practices and culture that Lord
Terryn instituted are still honoured today. Indeed, each generation
since has added to those ancient rituals, as they reaped their own
battlefield triumphs worthy of remembrance. While much history
has been lost over the long ages, the past glories of House Terryn
have not been dimmed or been forgotten.

As for the Nobles themselves, the unending ceremonies honouring
the house’s storied past make them especially eager to go to war.
When House Terryn forged their alliance with the Imperium, they
ensured that Voltoris’ law was changed so that any Knight under
arms in the service of the Emperor was exempt from ceremonial
obligations. Since that time, the Knights of House Terryn have
sought out conflict across the galaxy, pursuing foes with an
aggression born of years of unrequited yearning for war. Once

Of course, Mercutane’s enemies
would not find that life easy to take, especially while he sits within
the indomitable Knight Valiant known as Adamant Wrath. This
Dominus-class war engine is infamously stubborn, its machine
spirit refusing to yield no matter how much damage it suffers.
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At Gallows Ridge, Adamant Wrath absorbed the fire of an entire
renegade artillery company, weathering their punishing salvoes
long enough to annihilate them with its own fearsome array of
close-range armaments.

Such a pairing of resolute Noble and stalwart Knight has only
served to magnify the strengths of both, and Adamant Wrath is
currently known as House Terryns most unshakeable defender.




TYBALT, FURY OF VOLTORIS

Tybalt is the High King of House Terryn, his esteemed rank
denoted by the single cream band upon the carapace of his Knight
Warden, the Fury of Voltoris. The crest of House Terryn is proudly
displayed upon his tilting plate, and the white horses head, the
preeminent symbol of the house since its founding, is repeated
often, including upon the gun shield of his avenger gatling gun.
The Fury of Voltoris is further bedecked with battle honours and
kill markings.

It is said that the full telling of High King Tybalts triumphs takes
well over twelve days to complete, and it is a tale that is still
growing; the High King is ever eager to add whole new chapters
to his ongoing saga of glory. In recent years Tybalt has taken up
arms against the expansionist T’au Empire, first defending Voltoris
from their invasion and later joining his forces to a wider Imperial
crusade to drive the xenos back from the world of Agrellan and
across the Damocles Gulf.

Members of Balthazar’s direct bloodline have protected the rulers
of House Terryn for seven generations; all have done their duty
with distinction, honouring the quartered tilting plate that is the
symbol of their office.

Ever-Stalwart is a legendary Knight Paladin. It is outfitted with the
twin Icarus autocannon known as Skydoom, which has brought
down aircraft, sail-finned Drakodons, and the winged broods of
the Tyranids. In battle, Balthazar matches King Tybalt stride for
stride, always angling his Knight and his ion shield to best protect
his liege. It is also Baron Balthazar’s task to guard Tybalt when the
High King is not protected by his Knight suit, such as when he is
holding court.




ALARBUS,
HONOURED VIGILANCE

In his Knight Gallant, Honoured Vigilance, Sir Alarbus has already
begun to forge a name for himself amongst his house’s many
heroes and veterans. To earn the blue and red stripes that honour
both House Terryn and the Imperium, a Knight must single-
handedly slay a Titan-class foe. Although still reckoned young,

the Noble Alarbus has already done so twice, earning stripes for
both his reaper chainsword and his thunderstrike gauntlet. He
earned the first by felling a mountainous Gargant when his lance
was sent to halt the rampages of Waaagh! Grazguts. Hard-pressed
by the Gargant’s guns, the intrepid Knight hacked through the

Ork machines protective plates before hoisting himself into the
beast’s iron belly, carving his way through and out the other

side of the behemoth just before the Gargant’s damaged engines
exploded catastrophically.
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'HOUSE CADMUS

slithered through its arboreal forests. When the Imperium first made
contact with the remote world they received a cold welcome from

its Nobles, and it was many years before the first tentative alliances
were formed. House Cadmus were equally resistant when forced

to accept oaths with the forge world of Gryphonne IV, in return for
skilled Sacristans and the technologies of the Adeptus Mechanicus.

Despite the enduring independence of its Nobles, House Cadmus
has always honoured their allies’ calls to arms. In recent times,
when the shadow of Hive Fleet Leviathan fell over Gryphonne IV,
the Knights of Raisa fought ferociously in its ultimately doomed
defence. Although their fighting strength suffered greatly in the
process, the destruction of the forge world freed House Cadmus
from their obligations to the Tech-Priests, resulting in a change of
allegiance that has been embraced by the current High King, Baron
Roland of Swinford Hall.

The Knights of House Cadmus are peerless hunters. Indeed, the
yearly Cull has been central to Raisan society for millennia, an event
in which the Nobles compete to eradicate the verminous abhumans
that infest their home world and, in doing so, hone skills that they
put to use against the greater threats facing the Imperium.

Bold to the point of recklessness, Sir William is the latest Noble
to pilot the Knight Paladin Bloody Broadsword.

MALCOLM, THE BEAST KILLER
Hero of the Battle of Thunderhead, Malcolm slew a bio-titan and
was one of the few survivors of the fighting on Gryphonne IV.




ORLANDO, COWARD’S BANE

Orlando is next in line to become one of the Twelve Barons of
Raisa, a position that would ordinarily mark out its occupier as a
potential rival to the ruler of House Cadmus. However, Orlandos
disregard for the annual Cull, an event of great significance on
Raisa, ensures that he could never claim kingship of his house.
For Orlando, slaying the beasts is an everyday task, not a sporting
event. Thus, Orlando is content as ruler of Patton Hall, a keep in
the most isolated province of Raisa.

When called to war, Orlando pilots Coward’s Bane, his Knight
Crusader. One of the eldest of Raisa’s Knight suits, Coward’s
Bane still flashes emerald when its ancient ion shield repels a
powerful incoming shot, a sure sign that its shield generators are
truly ancient. Orlando’s vassals all know well the thunderclap ;
roar emitted when his Knight's gauntleted fist strikes home. Itis

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DUSE GRIFFITH

The Knights of House Griffith are exemplary warriors who
constantly strive to maintain the legacy of martial excellence
established by their ancestors — the first colonists of Dragon’s End,
named for the winged drakes native to the world. As the legends
go, before the STC Knight suits could be completed, the settlers
were forced to fight the scaly beasts from horseback. The most
accomplished of their number was Nathaniel Griffith, who slew
three of the winged drakes with a dragonbone lance and eventually
became the inaugural ruler of the newfound knightly house.

As part of their ancient traditions, the Nobles of House Griffith

are raised on tales of daring valour and heroic deeds, and still ride
horses and train with lance and blade. Disputes between Nobles are
routinely settled with duels or jousts, while regular tournaments,
such as the annual contest in the Field of Adamantium, see families
compete for standing and prestige.

The result of these traditions is a knightly house of consummate
bladesmen, each one seeking out the largest foes they can in battle
and bringing them low with thundering charges and precise reaper
blows. Indeed, the Knights of House Griffith crave such melee
combat, and have earned a bloody reputation for aggressiveness in
battle. In this way the spirit of the first dragon hunters lives on in the
heart of every House Griffith Noble. Some rare surviving Thrones
Mechanicum still hold memories from that time, filled with the
ghostly whispers of long-dead heroes.

NATANYA, BANE OF IRON

Lady Natanya pilots the immense Knight Valiant known as Bane
of Iron, whose machine spirit is amongst the most aggressive of all
House Griffith’s hunting steeds. Natanya herself is strong-willed
and courageous, the only Noble ever to fully break the unruly Bane
of Iron to their command. Natanya has harnessed her war engine’s
natural ferocity and destructive power, and now specialises in
providing devastating close-range fire support to her comrades in

the field.
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Griffith's fine tradition of monster hunting has found a worthy
proponent in Lady Natanya, who excels in obliterating the
Daemon Engines of the Heretic Astartes. She was amongst the
Knights seconded to Guillimans Indomitus Crusade, and soon
proved her valour by protecting her Ultramarines allies with her
Knight's crackling ion shield while annihilating heretical war
machines one after another with pinpoint fire. Natanya has shared
an honour-bond with the sons of Ultramar ever since. ;




_ There s no knightly house more loyal than House Hawkshroud.
Its Nobles have cultivated an impeccable reputation for honouring
their debts and keeping their word regardless of the personal cost,
and those that enter into oaths of allegiance with Hawkshroud
know that when they call for support it will be forthcoming.

For this reason the Knights of Krastellan are often on campaign,
fulfilling the promises of their lords and laying down their lives to
uphold past alliances.

This culture of oath-debt is woven into the society of House
Hawkshrouds home world of Krastellan, where even among the
peasants a man’s word is his bond. An eerie, haunted place, its
desolate moors and black hills stretch in all directions under skies
heavy with freezing rain. While other Knight worlds embrace a
degree of technology, the Nobles of Krastellan see anything more
than is required for the continued operation of their Knights as
an extravagance and the first step on the road to weakness. So it
is that much of Krastellan remains primitive, peasants farming
the damp earth and herding cattle, while the Nobles live as their
ancestors did ten thousand years before.

Unlike many other knightly houses, Hawkshroud’s Knights often
bear campaign markings, army badges and other such emblems
demonstrating loyalty to those they have sworn to aid. These serve
as a sign of dedication to the cause of their allies, and also act to
strengthen the bonds of brotherhood between the Knights and
those they fight alongside. After all, House Hawkshroud is proud
to stand by those that have stood by them in the past.

MORLIAN, OATHKEEPER

Piloted by the sure-sighted Sir Morlian, Oathkeeper has slain
fourteen enemy aircraft to date.

These Nobles develop such
strong bonds with the Imperial forces they
fight alongside that they stay on campaign
far beyond the length of service that was
initially offered or requested of them. In
doing so the Oathsworn are, in essence,
walking the path of the Freeblade Knight.
Unlike true Freeblades, however, these lone
Hawkshroud Knights continue to proudly
bear their house’s livery, and eventually
seek to return to Krastellan, where they
will be welcomed with honour.
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BARTHANNEL,
THE REVERED
FURY

Sir Barthannel is the living example of
House Hawkshroud’s motto. A well-
voyaged Baron, he has honoured debts
across the galaxy, and fought alongside
Astra Militarum regiments raised from
over one hundred different planets,
and no fewer than twelve Chapters of
Space Marines.

Barthannel’s Knight Crusader is the
Revered Fury. It bears regalia from only the
most memorable of his many campaigns,
most notably the Brotherhood Honours
presented to him by the Great Wolf Logan
Grimnar of the Space Wolves himself.
Because of his dedication to his duty, it has
been many decades since Sir Barthannel
stepped foot upon his home world,
Krastellan. Now, though, having received
word of the peril facing his Noble house,
Barthannel makes haste to return at last
and lend his might to the battle.




'HOUSE MORTAN

; By the time the antecedents of House Mortan had arrived upon
Kimdaria, the mysterious nebula known as the Black Pall that
surrounded the planet had grown unexpectedly dense. Fell
creatures, already accustomed to the world’s dim light, roamed

the ink-black landscapes, and it was only through the skill and
dedication of the colonists’ Knights that the beasts were driven back
and the first settlements established. For millennia after the Great
Crusade, the Black Pall lingered over Kimdaria and its star system
— not until late M35 did the impenetrable shroud partially dissipate,
letting in a few diffused rays of sunlight and allowing the long-lost
planet to be rediscovered by Mankind.

What they found was a bleak and ritualistically ordered world, a
place where soaring walls separated civilisation from the monster-
haunted darkness that lay beyond. From heavy gates the black
Knights of House Mortan would regularly emerge, their constant
patrols keeping the encroaching predatory behemoths at bay. The
towering war machines had become as accustomed to the endless
night as the beasts they hunted, the darkness of their home world
seeming to cling to them even when standing in the light, and so as
to better fight their obscured enemies, the Knights of House Mortan
placed a premium upon close combat. It is a tendency that holds to
this day, with Mortan’s grim and taciturn Nobles expecting all battles
to eventually come down to murderous work with their roaring
reaper chainswords and crackling thunderstrike gauntlets.

DIRKWALD, BLACK HEART

GERROLT, PRIDE OF BLACKCRAG

In House Mortan, high-ranking Knights and their positions within
the household are identified by the pattern of yellow bands upon
their hull; the lone stripe upon Gerrolt's Knight proclaims him as
the High King. Despite — or perhaps because of - his lofty station,
Sir Gerrolt is dour, even by the standards of his house. Many claim
the reason for this is the Throne Mechanicum Gerrolt bonded with
centuries ago - tragedy haunts this ancient artefact the way fell
beasts lurk within the dark forests of Kimdaria.
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Whatever dark whispers might fill Sir Gerrolt's mind, they do

not seem to hamper his ability to rule over Kimdaria’s people

and lead House Mortans Knights in battle, nor diminish the
vehemence with which he destroys the enemy. Blasting rockets
into the distance, blazing away with his avenger gatling cannon
and smiting foes with his thunderstrike gauntlet, Gerrolt steers the
Pride of Blackcrag into the thick of the fighting, slaughterlng all
that fall under its shadow.

: Only a handful of cities remain on the Questor Mechanicus world
of Kolossi, islands of steel and smoke amid the deep-core shafts
and strip-mine canyons. Greatest of these is the Keep Inviolate, an
immense stronghold whose glittering peak welcomes home the
Nobles of House Raven as they descend from orbit into the planets
rolling banks of smog. The work of millennia, the Keep Inviolate

is a fortress to rival the Fang on Fenris or the Emperor’s Palace on
Terra, its walls hundreds of feet thick and its macro cannon capable
of tearing even the largest of spacecraft apart. The real power of the
keep, though, lies in its Vault Transcendent. Dug into the bedrock,
its heavily shielded halls house hundreds of Knight suits, each ready
to stride out to battle as an unbreachable crimson wall.

The quantity of Knights House Raven can field is unmatched by
any other household. Moreover, thanks to ongoing ambassadorial
efforts, dozens of other households owe fealty to House Raven,
swelling their might still further. While the armies of most knightly
houses shake the ground with their stride, when House Raven
deploys in force, their relentless, grinding advance creates a rolling
thunder that unnerves even the most resolute foes.

House Raven maintains its power only through the strength of its
alliance with the forge world of Metalica, a union that dates back
to the time of the Great Crusade. Lord Gregor, Ravens then ruler,
struck a deal with Metalica’s Tech Adepts to ensure that his house
had sufficient Sacristans to service his full host of Knights; these
specialists became known as the Iron Brotherhood. In return,
Gregor swore House Raven's eternal fealty to Metalica - a pledge
his descendants have upheld to this day.

OMNITROS, PRIDE OF KOLOSSI

More than any other knightly house, Raven are able to use
sledgehammer tactics and weight of numbers to crush their
enemies underfoot. Sir Omnitros has become adept at supporting
these tactics, constantly absorbing battlefield data and cogitating
the optimal strategic solution with up-to-the-minute accuracy.

His Knight Castellan, Pride of Kolossi, has been augmented with
additional auspicator arrays and data-looms to aid Omnitros’

efforts. With such a wealth of auto-analysed information flowing
through his mind, Sir Omnitros lays down pinpoint volleys to
support his comrades’ advance, and projects his ion shields to
cover them as they retreat. Whether attacking or defending, Pride
of Kolossi operates as a lynchpin for the House Raven battle line, -
utilising predictive fire-patterns to blast each emergent threat as it
appears and paving the way for overwhelming victory in the name
of the Omnissiah. iy



DAKLORN, TEMPERED FURY

Baron Daklorn serves as Forge Master in the Exalted Court of
Princeps Grevan. The only external sign of this honour is the
crenelated marking upon the tilting plate of Tempered Fury. To the
Forge Master falls the defence of the Keep Inviolate, ensuring that
the immense fortress, long a symbol of House Raven’s dominance,
can repel even the most aggressive of assaults. Amongst his duties
are the protection of entire armies of Sacristans and the mustering
of the household Knights should the Iron Duke of Kolossi call.

Only those Barons with demonstrated loyalty and the highest
battlefield honours are asked to join the Exalted Court, and Daklorn
has proven himself in both regards many times over. His Knight
Crusader, Tempered Fury, is a walking arsenal, allowing the Forge
Master to lay down withering firepower with unerring accuracy.
When not fighting as part of his Princeps’ Exalted Court, Daklorn
leads the Gateguard of the Keep Inviolate. Of late, he has faced -
and crushed - numerous heretical armies.




WALKORN,
UNYIELDING IRON

Walkorn and his Knight, Unyielding Iron, have been inducted
into House Ravens revered Order of Companions, chiefly for their
actions against the Ork worlds of the Heloeum Drift. During the
Battle for the Wilted Bastion, Walkorn personally destroyed the
Rok Eye of Mork. Like all the Companions, Unyielding Iron bears
no mark to distinguish its elite status, for House Raven holds that
such iconography only benefits their enemies.

Despite this, Raven are proud adherents of the chevron designs that
mark many Knights. Originally chevrons were used to mark the
age of a Knight suit: those with the largest and widest marks were
ancient pieces of archeotech. In time, the chevrons took on another
meaning for House Raven, identifying the age and experience of

its Nobles.
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GREVAN, FERROUS MAXIMUS

Lord Grevan Raven, fourth of his name, is the Princeps of
House Raven, the Iron Duke of Kolossi and he who sits upon the
Adamantium Throne of the Keep Inviolate. A single white stripe
on his Knight suit, Ferrous Maximus, denotes him as Princeps.
As a young pilot he joined the Order of Companions - the
fighting elite of the house — where all noted his martial prowess.
His meteoric rise continued to the highest level, as befitted his
Noble ancestry.

Though House Raven have access to many Knight suits, the
majority of them are Errant and Paladin patterns. Ferrous
Maximus, however, is a Knight Warden. As the legend goes, its
avenger gatling cannon was thrice blessed by the Omnissiah
himself. Whenever the Knight's need is greatest, the pilot of
Ferrous Maximus can recall that ancient stored memory, spitting a
rapid burst of impossibly accurate gatling cannon fire that shreds
even the largest foe.




RANDUL, IMPENETRABLE KARSTIN, HAMMERBLOW

Randul is one of the many Barons that serve beneath Princeps Grevan. His peers Sir Karstin is a minor Noble who submits
claim he is cursed, for each engagement ends with his Knight catastrophically willingly to the mental dominance of Sir
damaged. Yet each battle also ends in victory, usually thanks to Randul’s heroics. Krewald in return for greater standing.

KREWALD, GLORY UNBLEMISHED TOLOS, TRIUMPHAL

HOUSE VULKER

: Ijespite being one of the greater houses amongst those aligned

to the Adeptus Mechanicus, House Vulker is reclusive and
mysterious. Their home world is Aurous IV, a mineral-rich planet
nestled in a crowded star system. It was to exploit the planets of
this system, and surrounding asteroid belts, that the forge world
Bellus Prime was established nearby. The bonds between Aurous
IV. and Bellus Prime remain tight, with the same golden-plated
servitor creatures working upon both worlds.

The courts of House Vulker are singular places, full of Tech-Priests
and servitors that speak in coded machine language and number
sequences. They enact mechanical ceremonies that are, for the
uninitiated, disturbing to look upon, their meanings unclear and
vaguely sinister. The Nobles of House Vulker hide every inch of
their flesh with robes, sometimes even wearing masks of gold.
Outsiders are not welcome within their steel-clad fortresses.

When called to war, the Knights of House Vulker leave behind
their curious trappings, striding out to do battle with all the surety
of their peers. They place a premium upon well-coordinated plans
for both attack and defence, always engaging the enemy at the
optimal distance by utilising carefully cogitated trajectories. This
often results in Vulker’s Knights waiting patiently for the enemy to
draw close before annihilating them with searing barrages.

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BARON GOLPHYTES, STRIDENT

Marked by his halved tilting plate, Golphytes is the Master of
Lore, the keeper of sacred data, the Cogitator Prime.

KNIGHTLY TITLES

A consistent frustration experienced by the Administratum

is the elaborate, often archaic forms of address used by the
Noble houses. Not only does every Knight world have its own
conventions, but even within the households of a single planet
there may be multiple prefixes, suffixes and derivations that date
back thousands of years.

Complicating matters further, in many knightly cultures it is
considered deeply offensive to address a Noble incorrectly.
Duels to the death have been demanded for less, and more

than one officious Administratum clerk has had to be hustled
from a Nobles presence in a flustered panic before they dig
themselves any deeper into trouble. Imperial authorities persist
in their attempts to learn these archaic systems of name and
title, however, as they are a vital part of communicating with the
Knights in battle.

Beyond the relatively straightforward titles of the High Monarch
and their Exalted Court, the vast majority of Knight worlds

tend towards sir or lady as a standard honour-prefix, although
variations such as sire, sor and sirrah are not uncommon. Other
worlds attach terms such as ‘most honoured’ or ‘Become’ after
the Nobles name, or else a derivation of their home world such as
‘ap Kostonor’ or fon Medusar. Multiple terms denoting standing
within a world’s knightly houses are not uncommon: a Knight of
a ruling household might be Lady Eleanora Uhl Tassos, while a
lesser Noble of the same world might be Sir Geralt Lor Tassos.
There are as many of these complex honorifics as there are stars
in Imperial skies, and all are of grave import to the Nobles who
use them.




BARON VROTH,
GILDED
CONQUEROR

The twin stripes upon his Knights carapace
mark Vroth as a Baron, and the pattern
upon his tilting plate denotes his position
within the Exalted Court as Master of Vox.
The Master of Vox, sometimes known as

a Broadhailer, bears the internal comms
equipment that can network together all
the fighting detachments of House Vulkers
Knights as well as broadcast vox hails to
distant allies. In many Exalted Courts,

the Master of Vox commands a rearguard
position, focusing upon communications
and lending supporting fire. Not so for
Baron Vroth. In typical Knight Gallant
fashion, Baron Vroth wades into the
thickest of the fighting, crushing all before
him. His Knight, the Gilded Conqueror, is.
one of House Vulkers eldest and most richly
decorated suits. Only the most ancient of
machines bear gilded armour burnished to
a sheen, and the Gilded Conqueror boasts a
full helm-plate made of precious metal.

LUXIOUS,
UNALLOYED
VICTORY

The display of bare adamantium armour plates is
considered a deeply significant tribute by House
Vulker. Lady Luxious earned this honour during
fierce fighting on the death world of Tasmadar

I1, after Tyranid bio-horrors ambushed Baron
Dyroks lance. Surging from the overgrown

slopes of the valley known simply as the Gullet,

a pair of huge serpentine beasts crippled the
Baron's Knight and toppled Sir Ulrecht’s Gallant
with a punishing body-blow. With icy calm,
Luxious cogitated firing solutions and unleashed

a punishing salvo of rockets and gatling fire that
ripped one beast apart before it could finish
Ulrecht’s toppled steed. Unalloyed Victory went
blade-to-chitinous-claw with the other Tyranid
monster, sustaining heavy damage before finally
bisecting the creature’s head with its roaring
chainsword. The Lady and her Knight stood guard
over their damaged comrades for a further eight
hours, seeing off predatory waves of bio-beasts
before relief finally reached the Gullet. For this
magnificent deed of valour, both Luxious and her
steed were greatly honoured, their systems and
panoply restored to full magnificence before the
final push to liberate Tasmadar II.
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. True servants of the Machine God, the warriors of House Taranis
bear the honour of belonging to the first of the knightly houses,
and although they bear the names of Noble and Knight, they do

not follow the feudal ways of their kin.

Founded on Mars, where the original Knight suit was created in

the Age of Technology, House Taranis have never been forced to
survive on a frontier world or build keeps against the dark void, and
so remain more akin to the Legio Titanicus than their peers from
the Knight worlds. Equally, they are not in thrall to the Thrones
Mechanicum like other Nobles, the subliminal neural conditioning
that creates the rigid traditions of the Knights absent from their
own Thrones. The Nobles of Taranis do not share the technological
secrets behind this difference, seeing their own lack of conditioning
as another hallmark of the Imperiums preeminent Knights.

The civil war that erupted on Mars during the Horus Heresy saw
House Taranis suffer near total losses. As the internecine conflict
drew to a close, just two Knights remained. Only incredible
commitment, and the skill of Mars’ Tech-Priests, saw House
Taranis survive its darkest hour, and rebuild to be stronger than
ever before.

LAGOS, REDEMPTION OF

Baron Lagos is the pilot of the Knight
Crusader known as the Redemption of
Adamant. In House Krast, the rank of
Baron is signified by the twin yellow
stripes atop the carapace. Over long years
of service, the Redemption of Adamant
has weathered the worst battle damage
the enemies of Mankind could inflict, yet
always the Sacristans have repaired its
adamantium armour; if anything, Lagos
and the myriad memory-figments within
his Throne Mechanicum come back
stronger each time, eager to exact revenge.

As a Baron, Lagos’ duties are to maintain
his stronghold, to lead the Knights under
his service, and to answer the call of the
Princeps should he summon members

of House Krast to war. Depending upon
his liege’s needs, Baron Lagos might send .
a household detachment of his Knights,
go into battle himself, or lead his own
favoured escort — a Baronial Court -

into battle.

FORILLUS, HEADTAKER

Forillus was seconded to the Cockatrices
Titan Legion, and now bears their colours
as part of his livery. During the years of
his service alongside the Cockatrices,

Sir Forillus learned many strategies of
mechanised war, including how to engage
enemy war machines even larger and
deadlier than his own, and how to evade
their fury long enough to wear them down
and destroy them. These lessons proved
invaluable when Forillus found himself
fighting alongside the Vostroyan 87th
against the vast war effigies of Waaagh!
Cogstompa, making him the bane of the
greenskins’ most powerful battle engines.

. Some Knights forsake their houses to wander alone amongst the stars, or else are cast out as exiles to face the same fate. Such
warriors are known as Freeblades, and must carve out their own path to glory. Many quickly meet their end upon a battlefield
far from home and kin, their past deeds buried with them - yet some prove themselves worthy of legend.

There is no one reason a Knight might become a Freeblade. Nobles
who dishonour themselves, committing some unforgivable mistake,
may be cast out of their household, or else decide themselves

that they cannot remain. Some Freeblades are forged by force of
circumstance; perhaps they were left stranded far from home, and
have fought so long across the stars that solitude is all they now
know. In other cases, entire knightly houses are destroyed, leaving a
forsaken Noble to fight on for vengeance alone.

So do lone Knights set off into the vast void of space. Some quest
for a worthy cause to uphold, others search out a great wrong

that they might set right. Rarely Freeblades will become reclusive,
willing to fight only to protect their hermitage, while others may
even be driven mad by their isolation or the circumstances of their
exile, becoming murderous destroyers or silent avengers more akin
to supernatural beings than the proud warriors they once were.
Whatever the case, Freeblade Nobles become ever more bonded to
their Knight, human and machine living as one. Eventually, most
are known only by the name of their Knight suit, as though the
warrior inside is no longer a separate entity.

KALENA MAXUS, THE
STORMWALKER

When the Great Rift tore its way across
the galaxy, the Knight world of Kamador
lay directly in its path. Engulfed by the
billowing madness of the maelstrom,

the planet was beset by tides of mutants,
Heretic Astartes and daemonic
abominations. Led by the garishly
grotesque warriors of the Emperor’s
Children, the Chaos hordes tore down
the strongholds of one Noble house after
another. Though the Knights of Kamador
fought furiously to defend their world, in
the end they could not prevail. A single
Noble escaped the devastation — Lady
Kalena Maxus, the Stormwalker.

Kalena did not willingly flee the death of
Kamador. Rather, she was commanded
by High King Arturo to spread the word
of her world’s fall, and to exact revenge
unending upon the forces of Chaos for
their murderous deeds. This, Lady Maxus
has done with a burdened heart ever
since. She haunts the fringes of the Great
Rift, rallying Imperial forces wherever
she finds them and leading them to fight
back against the heretical foe. The arrival
of the Stormwalker has turned the tide of
many battles, Lady Maxus dedicating each
hard-won victory to the memory of her
slain kinsmen.

Freeblade Knights tend to travel alone, or with only a small group
of retainers or Sacristans. Often those Bondsmen who fought
loyally beside a Noble while they were still part of a household
will continue to do after their master becomes a Freeblade, their
Armigers supporting the larger Knight as they did in the past. It
is also not uncommon for Freeblades to band together — perhaps
having been drawn to the same war zones during campaigns —
forming lances that fight in much the same manner as a household
detachment, but with a bond forged in battle alone. After
achieving victory, such Freeblade groups typically disperse once
more, although a few have been known to remain in each other’s
company for extended periods of time.

Regardless of their past tragedies or present company, and
irrespective of the idiosyncracies they develop after so long away
from hearth and home, Freeblades still place great significance
on acts of honour and duty, perhaps even more so than in their
previous lives. Thus, wherever their travels may take them, a
Freeblade Knight will fight to protect the citizens and soldiery of
the Imperium and punish the foes of Mankind.




THE OBSIDIAN KNIGHT
Little is known about the Freeblade that
some call the Obsidian Knight. The

first recorded sighting came during the
Damocles Gulf Crusade over two hundred
years ago. Out of nowhere strode the

dark behemoth, covered in fell symbols.
He single-handedly halted a major T’au
assault, and appeared in dozens of battles.
The Knight disappeared by campaign’s

end, remembered only in legend. Two
centuries later, when the legendary T’au
Commander Shadowsun launched her
invasion of Agrellan, the Obsidian Knight
appeared once again. Whether or not it
was the same Knight is unknown, but it
fought with the same zeal, annihilating
entire cadres of the enemy. Upon Prefectia,
the Obsidian Knight stormed into battle
against the largest battlesuits and artillery
walkers the T’au Empire could deploy,
scoring one engine-kill after another before
he was finally brought low and driven

into a vast geothermic pit. The Imperium
recovered the Obsidian Knight's wreckage,
believing his legend done. Yet later in that
same campaign the Freeblade mysteriously
retuned to the fight, as vehement as ever.

AMARANTHINE

As most Freeblades maintain no house
markings, and few show any sign

of Imperial or Adeptus Mechanicus
alignment, it can be difficult to ascertain
their past. The lone Freeblade known as
Amaranthine earned his name from the
beleaguered Imperial defenders of Romaric
VII. Most believe the name is a reference to
the Knight’s distinctive purple-red hull, but
others claim it honours an Imperial saint.

Silent and purposeful, the Knight never
replies to hails, vox transmissions or other
attempts to converse with him. However,
during the Tiberius Wars it was observed
that the Knight complied with the voxed
tactics of those he fought alongside,
avoiding firing lines and vanquishing

foes as per incoming requests. It led the
defenders to believe that though he did
not speak, he was always listening. Only
invitations to stay once the battle was won
seemed to go unheeded.




GERANTIUS, THE
GREEN KNIGHT

Known as the Forgotten or Green Knight,
Gerantius resides at the centre of Sacred
Mountain, a blessed peak that rises

from the heart of Alaric Primes largest
island. There is rumoured to be a vault of
archeotech and lost lore there, over which
he stands guard. Ancient and mysterious,
Gerantius has defended the vault, and his
world, since time immemorial. Whenever
the planet is threatened, the Green Knight
will rise from his slumber and march upon
the enemies of Alaric Prime.

Rumours abound about the enigmatic
figure, but the truth is that none know who
or what the Green Knight is, as no one has
ever spoken with the Noble that pilots it,

if indeed there is anything inside to reply

to their hails. All that is certain is that in
times of need, the Green Knight arises to
drive back the enemies of Alaric Prime with
reaper chainsword and thermal cannon.
Gerantius was pivotal to the victory over
the Orks of the Red Waaagh!, and with cult
uprisings occurring across Alaric Prime

in the wake of the Great Rift, the Green
Knight marches to battle once more.

ON ADAMANT THRONES

Even the smallest Noble household has a seat of power, whether a
it be a fortified tower upon an outlying moon, a slab-sided !
bastion looming over the house’s fiefdom, mountaintop
fastness, vacuum-resistant hab-dome, armoured cave-system
or whatever else. The foundations of the largest and oldest of
these sit upon the archeotech remains of the Long March ships
themselves, deeply buried by the passing of millennia but still
concealing secrets of ancient technology that the Noble houses
guard jealously.

Within the throne room or audience chamber of each Noble
house, its rulers hold court. Ranging from a single Baron and
their direct courtiers, to vast assemblages of Nobles, Bondsmen,
courtiers and more, these gatherings observe the endless

rituals of their world, deal with matters of rulership for the
common folk, and politick constantly amongst themselves.

The figures involved in such internecine intrigues are many

and varied, from sages and advisors to Imperial preachers,
tech-magi, Sacristan representatives, house militia officers and
countless others. While marriage and the continuation of the
Noble bloodlines is often regulated by formal arranged pacts,
many Knights join themselves romantically and politically to a
consort. These individuals may be the daughters or sons of other

As the
Tyranids pressed in upon the Ultramarines,
the Chapter was forced back to its home
world and Auric Arachnus travelled with
them. There, the Freeblade earned great
renown by slaying a Dominatrix.

Upon the war-torn world of Agrellan, the Freeblade known as the Obsidian Knight led the charge into the battle lines of the T’au
Empire. Though the pernicious aliens employed their most heretical technomantic trickery, and though one proud Imperial
champion after another met a glorious end, still the Obsidian Knight fought tirelessly on.






Nimble and responsive, Armiger Warglaives lope towards the
enemy with purposeful strides. On one arm they wield fearsome
reaper chain-cleavers, their adamantium teeth whirring, their
actuator motors roaring. On the other arm they bear menacing
thermal spears, bulky melta weapons that are essentially stripped
down equivalents of the Knight Errant’s thermal cannon. A
single shot from such a weapon can vaporise even the most
heavily protected combatant, melt through the wall of a bunker
or reduce a battle tank to a molten wreck. Atop their carapace,

each Warglaive also carries a heavy stubber for reaping infantry,
or else a meltagun that augments their already fearsome
anti-armour capabilities.

Though they are the lightest class of Imperial Knight
regularly deployed to the battlefields of the 41st Millennium,
each Armiger is still an imposing war engine capable of
butchering entire squads. They possess exceptional speed,
able to outpace most battle tanks and transport vehicles
when moving at a flat-out run, and react almost as quickly
as a flesh-and-blood warrior. Moreover, to compensate for
their comparatively smaller size, Armiger-class Knights
typically hunt in packs of two or three. In the case of
Warglaives, this involves rapidly outflanking and encircling
their quarry like wolves on the prowl, before closing
in on a rune-transmitted signal to trap and
. slaughter the enemy.

Unusually for Knights, Armigers
are not fitted with a full Throne
Mechanicum. Instead they are ¥
controlled using a more compact !-
device known as a Helm Mechanicum.
Placed upon the head and connected via pre-frontal sockets to the
pilots cerebrum, these machines do not require a full Becoming
ritual in order for neural interfacing to be successful. For this
reason, the prestige of piloting an Armiger is significantly less
than that attached to sitting a fully fledged Throne Mechanicum.
This is compounded by the fact that, while Armigers can operate I
independently, it is traditional for their Helms Mechanicum to

be neurally slaved to the command impulses of a larger Knight,
rendering them subordinate. To accept such mental serfdom is to i
possess the rank of Bondsman, and while this is certainly no mark

of dishonour, it is far from glorious.

It is for these reasons that the piloting of Armigers falls to those

from the lower social strata of the Noble houses. Some give this
duty to distant relatives and minor offshoots of more established "
bloodlines, or the surviving Knights of a house that has fallen :
upon hard times. Others elevate the finest common-born warriors

from amongst their household guard or planetary militia forces,

raising their families’ standing from mere peasantry to valued and
respected meritocracy. Still other Noble houses maintain specialist |
sub-orders of favoured retainers who are fated from birth to be
Armiger pilots. Such is the case with House Griffith's Order of the |
Hound, who are inculcated with notions of faithful service and |
honourable submission to a Nobles will. These warriors are expert
Armiger pilots who favour the close-quarters aggression of the
Warglaive, and who stride into battle alongside their masters filled
with dogged determination to do their betters proud.




The Armiger Helverin is a fast-moving weapons platform
designed to lay down blistering hails of heavy fire while running
rings around the enemy’s forces. In place of the close-ranged
armaments of the Warglaive, each Helverin bears a pair of Armiger
autocannons. Capable of firing hundreds of armour piercing shells
per minute, even a single such weapon can swiftly whittle down
infantry ranks or shred lightly armoured vehicles. With Helverins
mounting two of these formidable weapons each, and hunting in
packs up to three Knights strong, their withering fusillades can
rapidly break an army’s flank or blunt the foes assault well before it
can hit home.

Helverins also mount carapace weaponry in the same fashion
as Warglaives. Many favour heavy stubbers for their simple
application in adding to the Helverin’s already formidable weight
of fire. However, other Bondsmen will choose - or have their
betters choose for them - to mount carapace meltaguns on their
Helverins, thus providing them with short-range punch should the
enemy’s armour or elite infantry move in too close.

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For many Armiger pilots, the mental imperatives transmitted
through their neural bonds can feel unnatural and invasive. It is
common for new pilots to feel a sense of resentment or upset at
having their desires and opinions directed remotely, while those
without the requisite mental fortitude may even lose their grip on
their sense of self. More than one Freeblade has been born from
such feelings, the Armiger pilot rebelling and fleeing rather than
enduring the mental dominance of another.

It is for this reason that many Armiger pilots train at the side of

a Knight Preceptor before assuming their duties alongside their
bond-liege. The dutiful and heroic example set by the Knights
Preceptor inspires Armiger pilots to accept their subservience to
such obvious champions of the Imperium, and also plants within
their minds a firm aspiration to do their duty and to live up to the
example set for them.

Even as the Knights Preceptor are conditioning the Armiger pilots,
they are also busy assessing their abilities. Most Bondsmen begin
piloting from the helm of a Warglaive, for its weapons and role

are both relatively straightforward. Those who demonstrate a cool
nerve and a marksman’s eye are soon recommended by the Knight
Preceptor for promotion to a Helverin.

Helverin packs are able to serve a number of strategic roles upon
the field of battle. From laying down enfilading fire and forcing
dug-in enemies from their positions, to guarding a Knight army’s
flanks from aircraft and light armour, to escort or scouting
missions in hostile territory, Armiger Helverins are versatile and
highly destructive war engines. Small wonder that they are popular
throughout both Imperial and Adeptus Mechanicus Noble houses,
and relied upon heavily to support their larger compatriots at war.

| ARMIGER HELVERINS

-

Bondsman Voss worked his Armiger’s controls, slowing
the Helverin’s strides as he rounded the corner of the
ruined manufactorum. Gnarled trees and scrubby growths
scraped at his steed’s hull as he forged a path through
the thicket and emerged at the end of the Processional of
Heroes. Some three hundred yards ahead lay the heretics’
left flank, traitor militia and artillery tanks dug in behind
prepared barricades. They were firing furiously, directing
a massive weight of fire against the Hawkshroud Knights
trying to forge a path up Conveyance Route Beta.

Bondsman Kiele’s Helverin appeared through the
undergrowth to Voss’ rear. The two Armiger pilots flashed
confirmation runes to one another via their data-manifolds.
Choral designators chimed through Voss™ cockpit.

‘Lady Sorenica, voxed Voss. ‘We are in position, my
lady. We await your command’

‘Have the heretics seen you, Bondsman?’ came the
haughty voice of his bond-liege.

‘Negative, my lady; said Voss. ‘The traitors are too busy
firing at your lance to watch their flanks’

Sorenica didn’t deign to reply vocally. Instead, Voss felt
a tingle through his Helm Mechanicum, and an overriding
desire to attack at once rose within his mind. This was
his lady’s imperative, he knew, but it felt like his own,
an appealing notion synonymous with honour through
fealty. Accelerating his Knight to a purposeful stride, Voss
flipped his targeters into place and roused the spirits of his
autocannons. It was time to do his duty.




The Errant is one of the most common classes of Knight suit. It
forms a mainstay of knightly forces across the Imperium, and has
remained an enduringly popular design for millennia.

Knights Errant are best used as aggressive, mid-to-close-range
assault platforms. Pounding into battle at the vanguard, these war
engines excel at hunting enemy tanks, walkers and monstrous
beasts, especially amidst the tangled terrain of cityscapes, jungles
and the like. This is thanks in no small part to the hideously
destructive capabilities of their traditional primary armaments: the
thermal cannon and reaper chainsword.

The thermal cannon is amongst the largest melta weapons in use by
Imperial forces. Powered by massive thermo-inductor coils, these
weapons project hissing columns of super-agitated microwaves

that can reduce a tank to molten slag in a heartbeat or melt

clean through an enemy bastion. Thermal cannons are especially
effective at close range, where they pack such a phenomenal punch
that anything smaller than a Titan is likely to be obliterated with

a single shot. Even those not caught directly in the blast of these
fearsome weapons fare little better, the air catching fire and swiftly
reducing them to blazing husks.

The reaper chainsword is a shorter-ranged armament still, built

to be wielded at close quarters much as an armed man would

wield a blade — but what a blade it is. It is so long that it can be
rammed through one side of a tanKs hull and clean out the other.
Its diamond-hard cutting teeth are driven by sanctified turbo-
actuator engines, and can lop the arm from a combat walker or saw
a vehicle in half with ease. Any living victim luckless enough to be
struck by this weapon comes apart with explosive force, reduced to
a blizzard of blood and gristle in the blink of an eye.

Knights Errant often mount pintle heavy stubbers or meltaguns
that allow them to rain down still more death from on high.

Some augment their strategic versatility through the mounting of
secondary carapace weapon systems, while the most aggressive
Noble pilots may even insist their reaper is replaced with a
thunderstrike gauntlet. These slab-like crackling fists can backhand
a Gorkanaut from its feet with a solid blow; or hurl enemy

tanks across the battlefield like children’s toys. Whatever their
armaments, Knights Errant typically plunge into the fiercest front-
line fighting. Thus, after battle, it is common to see them swarming
with Sacristans, artisans labouring to repair the bellicose war
engines’ battle damage before the next engagement.




KNIGHTS PALADIN

No matter whether the enemy engages at short range or long, or if
they send tanks, infantry or rampaging monsters into battle, the
Knight Paladin has the versatility and might to face any threat. This
Knight is designed to provide a strategic backbone for any lance,
and - though it may not be as specialised towards a certain form of
combat in the manner of other Questoris patterns — the Paladin is
a traditional favourite amongst nearly every Noble house.

The signature weapon of the Knight Paladin is the rapid-fire battle
cannon. A heavy, direct-firing artillery gun that spits a pair of
shells at its target in quick succession, this weapons concentrated
double-salvoes ensure a very high shot-to-confirmed-kill ratio. The
distinctive thump-thump sound of these cannons firing is so iconic
that amongst certain Astra Militarum regiments — those that have
fought alongside these Knights - it has become habit to wish ‘the
twinned thunder’ upon hated foes.

So prevalent are the Knights Paladin amongst the Noble houses
that it is a rare lance that does not include at least one. House
Hawkshroud has long referred to their Paladins as the ‘soul’ of their
knightly hosts, while amongst the ranks of House Vulker they are
referred to simply as ‘Optimals. Although Paladins are sometimes
piloted by younger Knights just out of their Becoming, such
novitiate pilots are more often entrusted with a simple and effective
Knight Errant. Paladins, by comparison, are usually the steeds of
seasoned Nobles whose experience allows them to get the most
out of these adaptable and effective Knight suits.
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TO SAIL THE VOID

When fighting to defend their own worlds, the speed and
manoeuvrability of Knights is usually sufficient to get them

to where they are needed, but when they take the fight to foes
on other planets the Nobles must use transports to reach their
designated war zone. Some Knight worlds, especially those of
an Imperial bent, maintain their own fleets of transport and
combat cruisers, often former Imperial Navy craft. Others —
including the vast majority of Questor Mechanicus Knight
worlds - instead utilise Explorator craft and mass conveyance
barges provided by an allied forge world. These ships ferry
Nobles, Knight suits, Sacristans, attendant household servants,
courtiers, bondsmilitia or whoever else to war, often alongside
the towering engines of the Legios Titanicus or massed
maniples of cyborg Skitarii. Different Knight worlds also
approach combat drops in different ways. Though most Noble
houses deploy their Knights using heavy haulers and mass
transports, there are some that employ armoured drop-keeps
for the task, which also allow them to maintain auxiliary air
forces of Lightning and Thunderbolt fighters to clear landing
zones, or — in the case of the Mechanicus-aligned House
Faustiaris — make use of huge and ancient teleportariums that
beam their Knight suits straight into battle amidst coronae of
crackling lightning.




| KNIGHTS WARDEN

. The Knight Warden is a versatile and highly
destructive weapons platform. Its standard
ranged armament is the avenger gatling
cannon, a dauntingly huge multi-barrelled
firearm that can spit hundreds of foot-long
armour-piercing shells per minute.

The avengers phenomenal rate of fire
and underslung heavy flamer means the
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Warden is well suited to an anti-infantry
role, while also making it the bane of
light, fast-moving vehicles such as bikes or
transports. Wardens also mount a reaper
chainsword or thunderstrike gauntlet to
engage enemies at close quarters, while
careful selection of carapace weapons also
increases their ability to annihilate enemy
battle tanks or even aircraft.

In many Noble houses, Knights Warden
are reserved for the most accomplished
pilots, often highly respected and veteran
Barons or members of the Exalted Court.
In part, this is because the Knight Warden
traditionally has an especially strong-
willed and belligerent machine spirit,
making it a difficult steed to master.
Knights Warden can be given to sudden
and impulsive acts of selfless aggression
on the battlefield, especially when around
human allies or defenceless civilians, and
they must be kept on a tight mental leash
in order for their pilots to get the best
from them.

‘Trust ye in firepower, but keep
thine reaper ready.

The comparative difficulty of piloting a
Knight Warden makes them something

of a status symbol amongst many Noble
houses. A number of already accomplished
Nobles have risen to true hero status
while piloting a Knight Warden, with
partnerships such as Sir Guillaume Terryn
and Honourium, Lady Polena El Thorne
and her Warden Death Inescapable, and
Baron Isaac of Raven and the mighty
Reaper of Lives all famed far beyond

their own home worlds. Equally, the

elite reputation of the Knight Warden

is what makes the Avenger Lances of
House Terryn — each consisting of a trio
of Knights Warden armed with gatling
cannons and thunderstrike gauntlets —
appear especially impressive. That, and the
complete devastation they invariably leave
in their wake.

Ork warbands, Tyranid assault swarms
and even the massed guerilla infantry
of the Genestealer Cults - all melt away
like tallow before a blowtorch when the
Knights Warden open fire. Not only has
this led to the widespread use of these
suits by houses whose territories lie in
the path of xenos invasions, but it is
also responsible for the large number
of Freeblades piloting Knights Warden.
Often the sole survivors of once-mighty
Knight worlds, these scarred Nobles
escaped the fate of their kinsmen thanks
to the exceptional firepower of their
Knight suits, and now turn that same
martial might to never-ending quests
for revenge.
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KNIGHTS GALLANT

Impetuous. Mad. Beyond bellicose.

These words and more have been used

to describe Knights Gallant, for they are
considered by the majority of Nobles to
be the most reckless and combative of all
Imperial Knights. Pilot and machine share
the same traits — they are aggressive, bold
and difficult, if not impossible, to restrain.
Theylong to attack, and will do so with
unrelenting fervour.

To this end, Knights Gallant are armed
almost exclusively for close combat,
typically wielding a reaper chainsword and
a thunderstrike gauntlet. This combination
of weapons renders them especially
ferocious when engaging the enemy’s war
engines and monstrous beasts; with every
swing, the reaper is more than capable

of scything the head from a Tyranid bio-
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horror or running through the heaviest
T’au Empire battlesuit. Meanwhile, a
single good punch is all the thunderstrike
gauntlet needs to kill almost anything
smaller than a Titan, annihilating itin a
searing flare and resonant boom.

Although geared towards close combat,
the Knight Gallant does bear a single ball-
turret mounted weapon, either a heavy
stubber or meltagun. As this is the Gallant’s
only ranged armament, pilots tend to use
it in an opportunistic fashion, surprising
their enemies with a sudden burst of lethal
firepower in the moment before their
charge slams home.

A Noble destined to pilot a Knight Gallant
will learn three basic tenets when their
Throne is installed within their steed.
Depending upon the specific Knight
household or the ancient heritage of the
Throne, these commandments might be
phrased in many different ways, but they
all boil down to the same three truisms:
trust in your ion shield, make all speed
toward the foe, and strike swift and sure.
Knights Gallant therefore waste no time
in surging into the fight, their pounding
strides eating up the distance between
them and the foe with terrifying speed,
their shields flickering as they absorb the
enemy’s increasingly panicked fire.

When a lance of Knights Gallant takes

the battlefield, it is sure to attract a
disproportionate amount of the enemy’s
firepower. Indeed, most foes will do
anything they can in the hopes of
preventing the Knights from reaching their
front lines. Since the Great Crusade there
have been many tales of the devastation
wrought by these aggressive Knights, for
their bold and reckless attacks have made
them famous across the galaxy. It was a
Knight Gallant that charged the vaunted
heretic stronghold of Archeonite, smashing
its way through thirteen defensive lines to
batter down the citadel’s gates. It was a trio
of Knights Gallant that counter-attacked
the Tyranid invasion of Grodisphere —
ploughing headlong into a siege-breaking
line of Carnifexes, blunting that xenos
offensive in a spectacularly bloody
fashion. Indeed, the great conqueror Solar
Macharius is said to have favoured the
Gallant Lance formation above all others
for breaking enemy lines and bringing a
swift end to attritional battles.




KNIGHTS GRUSADER

Finding the optimal firing position, the
Knight Crusader locks down its motive
actuators in preparation to unleash a
punishing salvo. From its avenger gatling
cannon it levels a fusillade of heavy shells,
sketching deadly patterns across-the enemy
army’s frontage. Its other weapon - a
thermal cannon - causes the very air to
sizzle as it fires blasts capable of reducing
a squad of Chaos Terminators to bubbling
slag with a single shot. With each section
of the battlefield it clears of foes, the
Crusader’s steady advance brings new
targets under its sights, and it continues to
unleash destruction with every stride.

The priority for a Knight Crusader is to
find wide-open fields of fire, and if the’
Noble pilot gives any concern to his own
shelter, it is but an afterthought. Each such
warrior has long ago learned to trust in
the strength of his Crusader’s ion shield,
and his own skill in positioning it to halt
the worst of any incoming firepower.
Should the enemy press forwards too
closely, the Knight Crusader bears a heavy
stubber to thin their ranks, in addition

to the considerable crushing power of its
stomping feet.

Some Knights Crusader opt for a longer-
ranged weapon, exchanging their thermal
cannon for the rapid-fire battle cannon.
House Raven has been known to employ

a formation of Knights equipped in this
manner, a deadly grouping known as an
Eradicator Lance that can pulverise enemy
battle lines at a great distance, saturating
them with high explosives. When deployed
alongside one or more Knights Valiant, this
combination can provide a Noble house
with phenomenal ranged killing power,
easily equal to that of an Astra Militarum
artillery company.

The already impressive firepower of the
Knight Crusader is further enhanced by
its choice of carapace mounted weapon.
Those that are equipped with Icarus
autocannons on their shoulders are

given an additional duty: to protect their
comrades from airborne attack. Swivelling
in response to their predictive auto-
auguries, the Icarus cannons spit streams

. of flakk fire into the skies, barrels recoiling

with each thumping shot. No matter how
they jink and roll, enemy aircraft cannot
long evade these raking streams of death,
and are soon sent spiralling from the air
aflame to detonate in distant fireballs
beyond the horizon.

Alternatively, many Knights Crusader
carry one of two types of missile rack
upon their carapace. Those that bear an
ironstorm missile pod into battle gain
the ability to bombard infantry from afar,
raining down terrifying hails of anti-
personnel explosives. The wide radius

For this
reason, the pilots of Knights Crusader are
well respected by those within their house
and without, seen as loyal and dependable
comrades who will never be derelict in
their chivalric duties.
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_The Knight Preceptor is a Questoris-class close-ranged
powerhouse. Its design is intended to exemplify the core tenets

of the Code Chivalric in battle: close with the enemy to an
honourable range, engage them with sufficient force to show
respect for their fortitude, and kill them quickly and cleanly in the
Emperor’s name. To this end, the Knight Preceptor is armed with a
roaring reaper chainsword or crackling thunderstrike gauntlet, and
the rare and terrifying laser cannon known as the las-impulsor.
These weapons are best wielded at such close quarters that a Noble
can look their enemy in the eye even as they slay them.

The las-impulsor is a ferociously powerful gun that, while
comparatively short ranged for such sizeable ordnance, is

more than capable of bringing a heretic fortress down in ruins

or scything the leg from under an enemy Titan with a single
concentrated salvo. The weapon works by building up an
enormous charge of energy within capacitor shrines before
cascading it down poly-sanctified conduits in escalating pulses.
The result is a lightning-fast and devastating volley of laser blasts
that can strip force shields from enemy war engines one at a time,
and hammer their way through even the thickest armour or chitin
to annihilate the vital systems beneath.

As an exemplar of knightly combat doctrines, the Preceptor is
most often piloted by the arms-masters or precepts of the Noble
houses. Grizzled veterans who have lived through decades of
warfare, it is the job of these Nobles to set an example to their
fellows, and to train their lessers in the arts of war. When not in
battle it is their duty to train young squires in the skills they will
require to pilot a Knight, and to instil the mental fortitude their
wards will need to endure the Ritual of Becoming. The pilots of

Knights Preceptor are therefore figures viewed with equal amounts
of fear and respect by those of their house, with even Barons of the
Exalted Court speaking respectfully to the steely-eyed war dogs
who taught them to fight.

It also falls to the arms-masters to recruit, train and mentally

prepare the Bondsmen who pilot Armigers, the better to ensure

that stable neural links are maintained and no act of dishonourable
defiance occurs. As part of these duties, Knights Preceptor often

take to the battlefield with one or more pairs of Helverins or

Warglaives loping at their side. Some precepts form such strong

neural choirs with their Bondsmen that they become permanent
fighting units, acting as one with near-perfect synchronicity. Yet

even those Armiger pilots who only serve for a short while under

a precept are inevitably inspired by their feats of heroism, finding |
it easier to see the honour in their duty and submit willingly to the
neural imperatives of their betters.

Most Knight Preceptor pilots seek to set an example upon the

tield of battle by hunting down and besting the largest and most
fearsome enemies. This s a role well suited to the close-ranged

lethality of their steeds, and one that the machine spirits of the |
Knight suits themselves relish. Countless battles have been turned ;
in the Imperium’s favour by the actions of a Knight Preceptor, ;
marching fearlessly through hails of enemy fire before unleashing

the screaming fury of its las-impulsor even as its flanking

Armigers add their own firepower to the punishing salvo. Such

an attack is more than all but the most resilient of enemies can

survive, and even they last only long enough for the Preceptor to

draw back its melee armament and finish the fight with a single .
thunderous blow. ;

LAS-IMPULSORS

Twice during the Imperium’s history has the technology to create
las-impulsors been thought lost. In the era of the Great Crusade,
the weapons were produced solely upon a trio of forge worlds
that were famed for their skill in creating and innovating laser
weapons. These planets, known collectively as the Deuterium
Stars, possessed the secrets of fusion fire, and their tech-magi
were deeply respected by their peers.

During the Horus Heresy, one of the Deuterium Stars, Fusiria,
turned traitor, while the other two, Magnax and Artos-Rho
IV, were both overrun and destroyed. As a result of that
threefold tragedy, Knights Preceptor became an increasingly
rare commodity amongst the Noble houses, for their primary
weapon could no longer be manufactured or maintained.

In M34, an Adeptus Mechanicus Explorator fleet scoured the
Flensed Worlds for hidden knowledge and ancient archeotech.
Supported by the Knights of House Krast, they successfully
drove back the barbaric greenskins that had made the worlds
their home, and liberated a great bounty for the Omnissiah.
Amongst those riches was an STC for the las-impulsor, which
was quickly - if respectfully — pressed into service. So it was that
House Krast were honoured with the first new wave of Knights

Preceptor, and have possessed a disproportionately large number
of them ever since. Gradually, replacement weapons and entire
new chassis made their way out to numerous Knight worlds, and
the Knights Preceptor became prevalent again.

It was in early M38 that a sizable force of Heretic Astartes
descended upon the forge world of Ixas, where the holy las-
impulsor STC was housed. Sweeping aside all resistance, the
Chaos worshippers stole the device and bore it away into the
Maelstrom. Thus was las-impulsor technology lost for a second
time, and many corrupted Daemon Engines fashioned to
torment the Imperium.

Yet this was not to be the end of the story. It was the Freeblade
Moritor Repugnum that led a crusade force of Black Templars
into the Maelstrom and tore the las-impulsor STC from the
bloodied claws of the Dark Mechanicum. The machine was
returned to Ixas with great ceremony in mid-M41, and has been
in use ever since.

THE CHAINBREAKER

When the Iron Warriors attacked the
Knight world of Randoryn Alpha, the
ruling House Cerberan marched out in
force to deny them. The campaign was
gruelling and merciless, the tides of battle
flowing back and forth across the planet’s
rugged equatorial landmass. The Knights
broke the Heretic Astartes’ lines time and
again, their magnificent charges shattering
the Iron Warriors™ strength and destroying
their armoured siege trains. Yet one by one,
the Knight suits fell or were crippled; one
by one the strongholds of House Cerberan
were besieged and laid low, and their serf
chattel enslaved by the million.

After a final, courageous stand before
the gates of the Stygian Keep, House
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Cerberan was defeated. Thelast of its
Knight suits were disabled by invasive
electrogheists, their pilots hauled out for
torturous reconditioning.

Sir Hekhtur Cerberan was amongst those
taken captive. The house’s only surviving
precept, the gruff old Noble did his best to
inspire and bolster his comrades. Yet the
horrors that the Iron Warriors inflicted
were beyond imagining, and gradually
they wore down the surviving Knights. As
each warrior’s spirit broke, so their Knight
suits too were corrupted and transformed
into heretical engines of destruction. Yet
still Sir Hekhtur held out, chained within
a dark oubliette, praying to the Emperor
for deliverance.

Some say the Master of Mankind heard £ 3
Hekhtur’s prayers and sent him a miracle to ' ;
reward his honour and faith. Others claim
that Hekhtur’s unusually strong bond with
his Knight, Canis Rex, was the cause of

the strange events that followed. Whatever
the reason, all agree that Hekhtur was
rescued from captivity by his Knight

suit. Unpiloted, acting purely under the
direction of its ferocious machine spirit,
Canis Rex tore free of the Iron Warriors’
remaking engines and blasted a path to its
pilot with its las-impulsor. Freed from his 8 .
chains, and with his captors in disarray, {

Sir Hekhtur was able to mount his Throne

Mechanicum and - reunited with Canis

Rex at last — make good his escape.

After taking the Freeblade oath as the last

loyal Noble of his house, Sir Hekhtur led

the Randorynian resistance, fighting back

against the heretics wherever he could. He

freed many enslaved serfs and managed

to ferry them off-world to safety, earning

his Freeblade epithet, Chainbreaker. Yet
eventually even the grimly determined

Hekhtur was forced to accept that his world

was lost. Rather than throw his life away, ]
Hekhtur took Canis Rex and the small
complement of loyal Sacristans he had
managed to save, stole an Imperial frigate,
and set off to find a war that he could win
for the Imperium. He has voyaged the
stars ever since, freeing Imperial citizens
enslaved by foul oppressors and punishing
the scions of Chaos with vehemence {
and fury. L <p

The Knight Castellan can be likened to a towering fortress, a
bastion of Imperial might garrisoned by a single Noble lord and
armed with an array of weapons so fearsome that they can tear the
heart from an invading army. It is the foremost artillery platform
within the lances of the knightly houses, hammering the enemy at
extreme range from the moment the fight begins.

The Knight Castellan is one of the two most popular patterns of
the Dominus-class chassis, the other being the Valiant. With its
dual plasma core sending energy surging through its huge frame,
the Castellan can mount a frightening array of weapons systems
while maintaining its ion shield against incoming fire. Indeed, in
extremis, Dominus pilots have even been known to overcharge
their shield capacitors in order to temporarily project their shields
over nearby allies to protect them from harm. It is considered both
crass and unnecessary to do this for another Knight, but other
Imperial forces fighting alongside Dominus Knights have been
given good cause to thank the Nobles for their protection.

The arsenal of the Knight Castellan is legendary. On one arm

they carry a plasma decimator, a huge and obliterative weapon
capable of bathing swathes of the battlefield in searing energies
and reducing the enemy to glowing ashes. Castellan pilots become
adept at regulating the flow of plasmic energy from their dual cores
to this potent weapon, even risking angering the machine spirits in
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order to unleash an especially ferocious blast should the situation
demand it.

The Castellans other armament is the volcano lance. Possessing
massive range and stopping power, this laser cannon is the bane of
super-heavy war engines and beasts. It can core out a lumbering
Squiggoth or behead an enemy Titan, and when several Knights
Castellan open fire at once, the effect is commensurate with the
lance batteries of an Imperial Navy warship.

Upon the Castellan’s broad shoulders are mounted twin
siegebreaker cannons and shieldbreaker missile racks. The former
are unsubtle gun turrets, fired by servitor-brain sub-arrays slaved
to the pilot’s targeting systems. They are capable of laying down a
pounding bombardment of heavy ordnance to entirely carpet an
area in flame and shrapnel. Shieldbreaker missiles, meanwhile, are
an ancient variant of the redoubtable hunter-killer missile. These
warheads incorporate raptoris machine spirits and empyric cascade
micro-generators that allow them to disrupt and pass through
enemy shields by skipping like hurled stones across the skin of
reality, dipping minutely in and out of the warp in micro-second
flickers. They are employed to punish those dishonourable enemies
who cower behind veils of arcane energy or the massed ranks of
lesser warriors. After all, as the pilots of the Knights Castellan are
fond of saying, there is no escape from the Emperor’s wrath.




| KNIGHTS VALIANT

The Knight Valiant defeats its enemies
through the simple principle of applying
overwhelming firepower at close proximity.
Marching relentlessly into the fight, gunfire
scattering uselessly from its ion shield,

the Valiant unleashes such devastating
punishment against its targets in so short

a space of time that they can neither fight
back nor endure. Even a single Knight
Valiant can break the back of an onrushing
enemy horde, or shatter the centre of

the foe’s battle line like a battering ram
smashing through a castle gate. When an
entire lance of these fearsome war engines
strides into battle, they can snap apart an
enemy army like matchwood.

The Knight Valiants primary armaments
are its conflagration cannon and
thundercoil harpoon. The former is

a magnificently unsubtle weapon,
comprising three enormous flamers
linked together and fed from armoured
promethium reservoirs. When triggered,
the conflagration cannon spews forth

an inescapable firestorm that washes
over everything in range and reduces

all to blackened ash. So does the Knight
Valiant burn the Emperor’s enemies as the
worthless heretics they are.

The thundercoil harpoon is a rather
more unusual weapon: a huge spear

of adamantium fitted with pneumatic
grapnels and attached by thick chains to
an electrothaumic generator, allowing it
to be fired then reeled back in time and
again. Not only does its impaling mass
gouge massive wounds in larger targets
while crushing smaller victims outright,
but once the harpoon has hit home, the
Noble pilot can trigger their generator and
send a massive electrical charge through
the chain. Arcing electrogheists leap
from the harpoon, cooking monstrous
beasts from the inside and overloading
the circuitry and power supplies of

war engines.

Combined with the pummelling fire of its
siegebreaker cannons and the inescapable
detonations of its shieldbreaker missiles,
it is not hard to see how many enemy
forces soon disintegrate when the Valiant
turns its wrath upon them. Those few
who hold their ground often earn a salute
of respect from the Knight Valiants pilot
before its next bombardment annihilates
them utterly.




IN ADAMANT GLAD

Lances of Knights go to war in full and glorious panoply. Each towering engine
proudly displays the colours and heraldry of house and Noble pilot both, making for
a grand and fearsome martial spectacle.

GODS OF WAR

An Imperial Knights army comprises a collection of towering war engines, even the smallest of which looms over its
enemies like an adamantine giant. There are countless ways to assemble such a force, but most armies will typically begin
with a handful of Knights, a core from which a larger force can develop.

Everyone has their own preferred method
of collecting a Warhammer 40,000

army. Many people are inspired by the
models themselves; others are driven

by considerations of how the army will
perform on the battlefield, painting or
modelling projects they are motivated by,
or a stirring narrative they wish to evoke
with their models.

The example army below is comprised
of one of every class of Imperial Knight

- the Armiger, the Questoris and the
Dominus. It provides a great starting
point for a larger collection, and
opportunities to build, paint and play
with a variety of models.

The force is led by Lord Grevan of
House Raven, a renowned Princeps
devoted to the Omnissiah and enthroned
within the Knight Warden known as
Ferrous Maximus. Providing his allies
overwhelming firepower is Sir Galen,

who pilots a Knight Valiant named Divine
Retribution. Meanwhile, the force gains
additional close-range punch through

its Armiger Warglaive, Venator Vulkis,
piloted by Sir Terreven. Comprising three
Lords of War, this force not only provides
an excellent start to an Imperial Knights
army, but also fulfils the requirements of
a Battle-forged Super-heavy Detachment,
meaning that it goes to battle with an
impressive six Command Points to spend
on Stratagems.




HIGH KING TYBALT’S CRUSADING HOST

Many Imperial Knight collections begin with a single - albeit impressive - model, but they can swiftly grow into a host of
mighty war engines such as the one pictured here.

This army represents a knightly host belonging to the Imperial-
aligned House Terryn. Comprising a range of different classes

and patterns of Imperial Knights, it is a force capable of facing
any enemy on the field of battle and holding its own, while also
presenting an exciting and varied range of painting and modelling
opportunities for the collector.

The army is led by none other than High King Tybalt of House
Terryn, who pilots the redoubtable Knight Warden known as
Fury of Voltoris. Tybalt is the army’s Warlord, making him
the heroic lynchpin of the entire force. Moreover, his Knight
Warden offers an exceptional balance of heavy firepower and

close-quarters prowess that makes Tybalt the equal of any of the
enemy’s champions.

Tybalt leads a lance of two other Knights. The first of these is Sir
Opheron, who pilots a Knight Paladin named Unyielding Victory.
This venerable war engine is an excellent all-rounder, able to
support King Tybalt in laying down ranged bombardments or
carving the enemy up in close combat as needed. The lance is
completed by Honour Absolute, a hulking Knight Castellan piloted
by the renowned Lady Lorette. Equipped with a veritable arsenal of
heavy long-ranged weaponry, Honour Absolute can annihilate the
foe from a distance or end enemy attacks before they even begin.




The army’s second lance is led by Baron Capulan, who pilots the
Knight Errant known as Vermilion Shield. He is amongst the most
aggressively tempered Nobles of House Terryn, and his Knight's
armaments are well suited to driving headlong into the foe. He is
flanked by Sir Kosker, in the Warglaive Bellicose Huntsman, and Lady
Tabithorne, who pilots the Warglaive Sword of Truth. This trio forms
a hard-hitting close-assault spearhead to shatter the enemy lines.

The army is completed by the inclusion of the famed Freeblade Canis
Rex. This Knight Preceptor’s potent weapons allow it to devastate

the enemy at close to medium range, making it an excellent asset to
support its Terryn comrades on the field of battle.

This army fulfils the requirements of two Super-heavy Detachments.
As it is also Battle-forged, its player receives nine Command Points
to spend on Stratagems such as Full Tilt, which allows a Knight to
quickly cross the battlefield and get to grips with the foe.

This section contains all of the datasheets that you will need to fight battles with your
Imperial Knights miniatures, and the rules for all of the weapons they can wield in
battle. Each datasheet includes the characteristics profiles of the unit it describes, as well
as any wargear and special abilities it may have.

KEYWORDS

Throughout this section you will come across
keywords that are within angular brackets,
specifically <QUESTOR ALLEGIANCE>

and <HOUSEHOLD>. These are shorthand
tor keywords of your own choosing, as
described below.

<QUESTOR ALLEGIANCE>

All Imperial Knights owe allegiance to either
the Imperium of Man or the Machine Cult of
the Adeptus Mechanicus. Even Freeblades,
who no longer belong to a Noble house,
maintain the oath of allegiance they swore
long ago.

Imperial Knights datasheets have the
<QUESTOR ALLEGIANCE> keyword. When
you include such a unit in your army, you
must nominate whether that unit owes its
allegiance to the Imperium or the Adeptus
Mechanicus. If the former, then you replace
the <QUESTOR ALLEGIANCE> keyword

in every instance on that units datasheet
with QUESTOR IMPERIALIS; if the latter,
you replace the <QUESTOR ALLEGIANCE>
keyword in every instance on that unit’s
datasheet with QUESTOR MECHANICUS.

For example, if you were to include a Knight
Preceptor in your army, and you decided it
owed allegiance to the Adeptus Mechanicus,
its <QUESTOR ALLEGIANCE> keyword is
changed to QUESTOR MECHANICUS.

<HOUSEHOLD>

With the exception of Freeblades, all Imperial
Knights belong to a Noble household.

Imperial Knights datasheets have the
<HOUSEHOLD> keyword. When you include
such a unit in your army, you must nominate
which household that unit is from (unless it is
a Freeblade, as described opposite). You then
simply replace the <HOUSEHOLD> keyword in
every instance on that unit’s datasheet with the
name of your chosen household. If the unit has
the QUESTOR IMPERIALIS keyword, it must
come from a household that owes allegiance
to the Imperium; if the unit has the QUESTOR

s MECHANICUS keyword, it must come from a

household that owes allegiance to the Adeptus
Mechanicus. You can use any of the Noble
households that you have read about, or you
can make up your own.

For example, if you were to include a

Knight Preceptor in your army that has the
QUESTOR MECHANICUS keyword, you could
then decide it was from House Raven. Its
<HOUSEHOLD> keyword is then changed to
HOUSE RAVEN, and its ‘Mentor’ ability would
say ‘Re-roll hit rolls of 1 for friendly HOUSE
RAVEN ARMIGER CLASS units within 6" of
this model’

You can instead nominate any Imperial
Knight to be a Freeblade, regardless of
whether it owes allegiance to the Imperium
or the Adeptus Mechanicus. If you do so,
replace the <HOUSEHOLD> keyword in every
instance on that unit’s datasheet with the
FREEBLADE keyword.

GUNNING GOMMANDER

This Warlord is a master tactician, and
instinctively knows how best to use the
battlefield to their advantage.

Once per battle, you can re-roll

one hit roll, wound roll, damage

roll or saving throw made for your
Warlord. In addition, if your army is
Battle-forged, you gain an additional
Command Point.

ION BULWARK

A survivor of countless battles,
this Warlord has learnt to angle
their Knight suit’s ion shield with
exceptional deftness.

Your Warlord has a 4+ invulnerable
save against ranged weapons.

KNIGHT SENESGHAL

Veteran warriors who have proved
themselves worthy time and again in
the fires of battle are awarded the rank
of Knight Seneschal. To be named so

is an honour beyond measure. Either
through countless martial triumphs or
by one truly heroic act, this Warlord
has distinguished themselves above
and beyond their peers and is a true
paragon of their house.

Knight of Mars: The data-manifolds of House Taranis’ lords are thrice-blessed
by the priests of the Red Planet.

Each time you make a wound roll of 6+ for your Warlord in the Shooting
phase, the AP characteristic of that attack is improved by 1 (e.g. AP0
becomes AP-1).

First Knight: As exemplars of the first rediscovered Noble house, the leaders of
Krast constantly strive to uphold a long and glorious history.

Re-roll hit rolls of 1 for your Warlord.

Adamantium Knight: The most accomplished of House Vulkers Knights are
fitted with a sub-layer of adamantine weave.

Wound rolls of 1, 2 or 3 made for attacks against your Warlord always fail,
even if the attack has a Strength characteristic higher than your Warlord’s
Toughness characteristic.

. Theancient heirlooms of the Knight worlds are echoes of a bygone age. Some have endured since the first ships of the Long

March colonised space in M15, and all are peerless examples of the artificer’s craft, superlative objects of ornate wargear

whose might can turn the tide of battle.

If your army is led by an IMPERIAL KNIGHTS Warlord, then before
the battle you may give one of the following Heirlooms of the
Noble Houses to an IMPERIAL KNIGHTS CHARACTER. Named
characters such as Canis Rex already have one or more artefacts
and cannot be given any of the following heirlooms.

Note that some weapons replace one of the units existing weapons.
Where this is the case, if you are playing a matched play game or
are otherwise using points values, you must still pay the cost of the
weapon that is being replaced. Write down any Heirlooms of the
Noble Houses your units have on your army roster.

SANGTUARY

Despite whispers of xenos taint in its origins, the potent ion shield
generator known as Sanctuary is a venerated war relic. Through
the projection of rapidly modulating and overlapping energy fields,
coupled with a steady emission of warding incense and a cycling
barrage of data-hymnals, this device wards away the furious

fire of the enemy. It does not even require tilting and angling like

a typical ion shield, for its effects wreathe the Knight suit in an
all-encompassing field of protective energies and holy wards. The
resultant field clings to the Knight like an energised second skin,
flexing and shifting with its movement and protecting it from even
close-quarters attacks.

The bearer has a 5+ invulnerable save against ranged and
melee weapons.

RAVAGER

This storied reaper chainsword has claimed millions of lives during its
long service to the knightly houses. The chainswords razor-sharp teeth
were harvested from the canines of a long-extinct species of bio-horror
called a Balethrox. What makes this fact so startling is that dozens

of the fell creatures must have been hunted down and slain by brave
Knights in order to secure enough fangs to line Ravager’s cutting blade.
However, witnessing the murderous wrath of this chainblades touch
in battle more than justifies the dedication of those long-dead Knights,
and its bearer will fight all the harder to honour their sacrifice.

- Model with a reaper chainsword only. Ravager replaces the bearer’s

reaper chainsword and has the following profile:

THE PARAGON GAUNTLET

It is believed that this masterwork weapon was the prototype for the
thunderstrike gauntlet — the first, perfect copy fabricated by a long-
lost STC that was developed on Mars during the Age of Technology.
It was that same STC that was integral to the founding of the Knight
worlds themselves, by equipping Mankindss first colonisation fleets
with the knowledge to build the mighty armoured suits. If true, it
would certainly explain the incredible level of artifice that went into
the gauntlet’s creation.

Model with a thunderstrike gauntlet only. The Paragon Gauntlet
replaces the bearer’s thunderstrike gauntlet and has the
following profile:

Abilities: If a VEHICLE or MONSTER is slain by this weapon, pick an
enemy unit within 9" of the bearer and roll a D6.

ARMOUR OF THE SAINTED ION

This exceptionally crafted carapace bodyglove is worn by the Noble
pilot. It is studded with secondary couplings and electrosockets that
couple with the machineries of the Throne Mechanicum in a similar
fashion to the pilots neural jacks. Once bonded in this fashion, the
micro-generators within the armour thrum to life. They project
streams of ionic energy, not only wreathing the pilot and their Throne
in a protective shield, but reinforcing and protecting the Knight’s
internal systems. Thus, even shots and blows that penetrate the outer
shell of the Knights armour may fail to cause any harm.

The wearer’s Knight has a Save characteristic of 2+.

ENDLESS FURY

This remarkable avenger gatling cannon is fitted with ballistic micro-
fabricators that churn out fresh ammunition as fast as it can be fired.
Rumours persist of the weapon’s wielders being driven slowly mad
with bloodlust, but even if there is truth to these claims, it is seen as a
small price to pay for the power unleashed.

Model with an avenger gatling cannon only. Endless Fury replaces
the bearer’s avenger gatling cannon and has the following profile:

Household Tradition (pg 107), you can instead re-roll all failed hit rolls for
this weapon.

Model with a stormspear rocket pod only. Judgement replaces the
bearer’s stormspear rocket pod and has the following profile:

Abilities: You can re-roll failed hit rolls for this weapon.

SKYSHIELD

These formidable Icarus autocannons boast auto-predictive targeting
cogitators and a vengeful machine spirit whose eternal vigilance is
well proven.

Model with a twin Icarus autocannon only. Skyshield replaces the
bearer’s twin Icarus autocannon and has the following profile:

Abilities: Add 1 to all hit rolls made for this weapon against targets that can
FLY. Subtract 1 from the hit rolls for this weapon against all other targets.

HELM OF THE NAMELESS WARRIOR

Though many great heroes through the ages have mounted this fabled
faceplate upon their Knight suits, the names of both the suit and

the valiant pilot who first bore this helm have been lost to history.
Regardless of its origins, the Helm of the Nameless Warrior has
become synonymous with murderous ferocity in battle.

QUESTOR IMPERIALIS model only. Add 1 to hit rolls made for the
wearer’s attacks in the Fight phase.

BANNER OF MAGHARIUS TRIUMPHANT

A gift from Lord Solar Macharius himself to honour the knightly
houses that accompanied his crusade, this banner was borne to battle
by a Knight Seneschal in every engagement in which the Knights
fought alongside the Warmaster. Legend has it that the Banner of
Macharius Triumphant has never seen defeat: every time a Knight
has carried it to war, a great victory has been won for the Imperium.
To see its majestic form fluttering in the wind instils the Emperor’s
warriors with great courage, for to fight in its shadow is to all but
assure victory.

QUESTOR IMPERIALIS QUESTORIS CLASS model only. Add 1 to
the Leadership characteristic of friendly IMPERIUM units within
6" of the bearer. In addition, if the bearer is within range of an
objective marker (as specified in the mission), it controls that
objective marker even if there are more enemy models within
range of the same objective marker. If an enemy unit within
range of the same objective marker has a similar ability, then the
objective marker is controlled by the player who has the most
models within range of it as normal - in this case, however, the
bearer counts as 10 models.

TRAITOR'S PYRE

This ornate conflagration cannon was borne upon a three-hundred-
and-fifty year pilgrimage to the cardinal world of Basphoria, so that
it might be blessed by Saint Gauschwyn the Wrathful. The saint’s
spiritual influence fortified the weapons machine spirit and greatly
enhanced its ferocity, imparting a portion of Gauschwyn’s infamous
wrath upon it.

QUESTOR IMPERIALIS model with a conflagration cannon only.
Traitor’s Pyre replaces the bearer’s conflagration cannon and has
the following profile:

THE HELM DDMINATUS

This noospheric interface emits a temporary cerebral override that
summons nearby bonded Armigers to aid the bearer.

QUESTORIS MECHANICUS <HOUSEHOLD> QUESTORIS CLASS or
DOMINUS CLASS model only. Once per battle round, at the start
of either your Shooting phase or Fight phase, you can choose a
unit from your opponent’s army that is within 24" of the bearer.
Until the end of the phase, add 1 to hit rolls for attacks made by

whilst they are within 6" of the bearer.

GAWL'S WRATH

During his centuries-long efforts to reduce the size and increase the
portability of advanced plasma weaponry, Archmagos Cawl created
this singular plasma decimator. Its enhanced containment fields and
machine spirit data-shackles allow it to generate even more lethal
volumes of energy than a typical example of such a weapon.

QUESTOR MECHANICUS model with a plasma decimator only.
Cawl's Wrath replaces the bearer’s plasma decimator and has the
following profile:

During the Khybus Schism, the traitors of the Sevenskull Cult
attempted to assassinate the houses ruler as he walked beyond the
safety of his fortress walls. Thunder of Voltoris is said to have fired
« of its own volition, a miraculous discharge that slew the traitors
in a ball of flame and saved High King Nathanial. To honour the
weapon’s machine spirit, Nathanial had the artillery piece removed
and fashioned into a battle cannon that could be borne to glory by
his scions until the end of days.

HOUSE TERRYN model with rapid-fire battle cannon only. The

A Noble who has won victory in the fabled Field of Adamantium
tourney earns the right to bear this unique mark of honour into
battle. Micro-circuitry woven into the honour pennant sends jolts
of electrical force surging through the Knight's melee weaponry,
enhancing the pilots already proven skill in one-to-one combat.

HOUSE GRIFFITH model only. Each time the bearer completes a
charge move, choose an enemy unit within 1" of it and roll a Dé.
On a 2+ that unit suffers D3 mortal wounds; on a 6 it suffers 3
mortal wounds instead.

ANGEL'S GRAGE

This gilded halo fits into the data-couplings atop a Throne
Mechanicum. It was crafted by the artificers of the Blood Angels
Chapter to honour a debt to one of House Hawkshrouds devoted
Knights who fought alongside them on Theska II. Unnatural
manifestations of empyric power, the malefic conjurations of damned
sorcerers, and all other forms of foul witchery are warded away by
the Angel’s Grace, lending credence to the claim that whoever sits
their Throne beneath the ornate device enjoys the personal protection
of the Primarch Sanguinius himself.

HOUSE HAWKSHROUD model only. Roll a D6 each time the bearer
suffers a mortal wound in your opponent’s psychic phase; on a 4+
the wound being rolled for is not lost.

THE HUNTER'S EYE

This remarkable data-manifold was recovered by the Nobles of House
Cadmus almost eight millennia ago, during a crusade amidst the
blighted tech-graves of Kossok’s World. It surrounds a Nobles Throne
with a remarkable holo-projected bio-scan and engine-signature
readout whose gaze penetrates the densest terrain as though it were
not there. Thus, the pilot is able to direct their fury against even those
enemies who believe themselves wholly safe and undetected.

HOUSE CADMUS model only. Enemy units do not receive the
bonus to their saving throws for cover against the bearer’s
ranged attacks.

HONDUR'S BITE

Honour’s Bite was fashioned by a conclave of artificer-magi from
the forge world of Ionus X. It was created as payment for the heroic
sacrifice of High King Garthalomew Mortan, who stood alone in his
Knight Paladin Lord of the Hunt against three enraged Squiggoths
during the Dastorvol evacuation. Garthalomew successfully held
off the trio of greenskin beasts, slaying the third even as it laid him
low. In the process, he protected the entire tech-magi conclave of
Dastorvol, allowing them to escape their overrun planet without a
single casualty. Garthalomew’s descendants have wielded Honour’s
Bite in his name ever since.

HOUSE MORTAN model with a reaper chainsword only. Honour’s
Bite replaces the bearer’s reaper chainsword and has the

Whether they be fallen heroes, exiles seeking redemption, sole survivors or murderous lunatics, all Freeblade Knights possess
traits and skills unique to themselves. For all their heroic qualities, these lonely warriors also carry terrible burdens, and it is
these unusual martial facets — as much as their chosen panoply of war - that make each Freeblade distinct.

After determining the model’s Qualities, you must then either
choose two different Burdens from the table below or roll one D6
to randomly generate a Burden. If your Battle-forged army includes
Canis Rex, both CANIS REX and SIR HEKHTUR have the Obsessed
with Vengeance Burden.

If a Freeblade from your army has any Burdens, roll 2D6 for them
at the start of each of your turns, subtracting 1 from the result if
the Freeblade has the Exiled in Shame Burden.

Whilst this Burden applies, the Freeblade can only target the
nearest enemy unit that is visible to it in the Shooting phase, and
it can only declare a charge against the nearest enemy unit in the
Charge phase.

a. DRIVEN TO SLAUGHTER: Biood-mad lunacy has consumed this

Freeblade utterly. They are little more than wrath incarnate.

Whilst this Burden applies, the Freeblade cannot Fall Back and its
Ballistic Skill characteristic is changed to 6+.

G. IMPETUOUS NATURE: 17is Freeblades wild spirit leads them to

make dangerous and irresponsible choices time and again.

Whilst this Burden applies, every move that the Freeblade makes
must take it closer to the nearest enemy model, and — unless it

is already within 1" of an enemy unit — it must declare a charge
against every enemy unit within 12" of it in your Charge phase.
