But for all their multitudes, they are barely enough to hold off the ever-present threat from aliens, heretics, mutants - and worse.

			To be a man in such times is to be one amongst untold billions. It is to live in the cruellest and most bloody regime imaginable. These are the tales of those times. Forget the power of technology and science, for so much has been forgotten, never to be re-learned. Forget the promise of progress and understanding, for in the grim dark future there is only war. There is no peace amongst the stars, only an eternity of carnage and slaughter, and the laughter of thirsting gods.
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CHAPTER ONE

			On Necromunda, so it is said, you grow up at an early age. 

			Or else you die early. 

			In the hive cities which stud that deathly world as warts crust the face of a plague corpse, to join a gang is a swift route to maturity – though equally this offers no guarantee of survival. 

			Warts, do we say? Are those hive cities mere pimples? Indeed they are – from the perspective of a food barge approaching that orb from deep space; or from the viewpoint of an incoming transport ship belonging to the Imperial Fists Space Marines, who maintain a fortress-monastery in the Palatine Hive on Necromunda… 

			Approach closer, and those same pimples become huge termite mounds. Closer yet, and the clustered spires of each hive soar from the wastes of ash to pierce the highest clouds. Now many are almost too vast to comprehend as mere cities built by human hands. It seems as though habitable mountains have grown up precipitously and cancerously from out of the ravaged landscape in defiance of gravity the leveller. Unto its myriad inhabitants each of these hives is a separate, vertical world. 

			Habitable, do we say? 

			Aye, eminently so for young Lexandro d’Arquebus, who was born into the privileged higher levels of the Oberon spire of Trazior Hive. 

			Meagrely so for his contemporary, Yeremi Valence, son of technicians domiciled on the lower hab level of Trazior. 

			Not in the least so for Biff Tundrish, a scumnik in the polluted, lawless undercity! 

			Already, by the untender age of fourteen, the paths of these three individuals had crossed abrasively and violently… 

			Lexandro’s father was Calculator Maximus to Lord Spinoza, whose clan owned lower hab factories that built Mammoth-class land-trains to traverse the ash wastes on great cleated tracks, stoutly armoured to resist assault by nomads. 

			Naturally, d’Arquebus Senior never sullied his own hands – or his eyes – by descending with bodyguards from the Spinoza estate to inspect the actual processes of manufacture by tech clans. Still less did his son care a hoot for such mundane details, except insofar as techs might provide amusement for himself and fellow members of the Lordly Phantasms brat gang… 

			Often the Phantasms – daemon-masked, each dabbed with different costly scents, and gowned in luminous silk appliquéd with lascivious emblems – would bomb around the broad upper avenues on their jet-trikes, and through almost deserted midnight malls, seeking stylised mayhem with another brat gang or hunting for an odour bar or an elegant brothel which they could take over for a few hours before fleeing just ahead of a judge patrol. 

			Whenever the Phantasms rode the dropshafts down from their native upper levels into tech factory territory – or daringly deeper still, into the filthy honeycomb of the undercity – the impact of those brats was far from foppish. Armed with laspistols concealed under their silks, they were intent on ‘doing a burn,’ as they put it. 

			Raphaelo Florienborque, leader of the Phantasms, joked that maybe they should take that phrase literally. In the heart of Trazior, as in every other hive on Necromunda, a vast tube of plasteel plunged all the way down through the crust of the planet. 			‘We labour for you. We’re your bulwark against the underscum. Yet you treat us all as playthings.’ The boy was putting on a high-hab accent that a rich brat could understand. 

			‘Join us, then,’ invited Lexandro loftily. ‘Claw your way upward. Serve the lordly ones. Partake of pleasures. But meanwhile…’ He swivelled and fired his laspistol towards the tattooed boy in case that one thought to exploit the distraction, burning his target’s hand so that the scum kid dropped his trophy. 

			‘My mask, I believe.’ 

			Lexandro swung and fired the other way, just as the tech boy was in the very act of throwing his knife. Lexandro rolled across rubble, tearing and soiling his silks, yet retrieving the mask. Older Phantasms were hustling a wounded tech towards him. Both of the other boys promptly scarpered.

			The Necromundans were to be in the fortress-monastery for six Imperial months before suffering their initiatory hazing at the hands of older cadets. Earlier, and none of them might have survived the ritual of the tunnel of terror… 
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CHAPTER FOUR

			Under the guidance of educated slaves whose forebears had served the Chapter loyally for many aeons, knowing no other world than the massive fortress-monastery, the Necromundans became well acquainted with its topography: its galleries and halls and gymnasia and oratoria, its foundries and chapels and firing ranges, its surgeries and its various scattered scriptories where Librarium data could be accessed. 

			Given the sensitive functions of the Librarium which doubled as the communications centre, naturally entry to that chamber was restricted. Astropaths and defence officers were forever on duty in the Librarium, and within too were stored the original codices of the Chapter’s ten thousand year heritage. Hence, those separate scriptories where one could study the electronic ghosts of unrestricted documents. 

			Techs who were expert in the Machine Mysteries, autonomous-minded slaves, administrators, ship crews – all the host of support staff for the Marine Chapter – slept in modestly comfortable dormitories… assuming that they needed, or could avail themselves of modest comfort during sleep-time. The task-adapted technomats, whose original personalities had been erased and replaced with electrografted data and blithe, benign personae, did, and could. So did the servitors who remained fully human. Others of those supplied to the Chapter by the Adeptus Mechanicus on Mars were automata-programmed drones. Still others were specialised cyborgs, part-machine, who could never lie down on a bunk. 

			Marines and Marine Scouts and cadets spent the artificial nights in barren cells. In their own refectories they ate a ceramic-reinforced, drug-laden booster diet in silence, ending with a prayer recited by an older initiate. 

			D’Arquebus, Valence, Tundrish and companions soon received their first two sets of implants from devout chirurgeons in the Apothecarion wing. First, came the secondary heart which would sustain them should their original heart be destroyed in combat. At the same time, the skeleton-boosting ossmodula – and the biscopea gland to stimulate muscle growth. 

			Later, came the haemastamen, and Larraman’s organ: the former to monitor the ossmodula and biscopea and to enrich the blood, the latter to alter the blood’s clotting properties so that scar tissue would almost instantly close up any wound. 

			The Necromundan neophytes became very familiar with the operating altars and biomonitoring and chemical assay machines of the Apothecarion – with the mantis-like laser scalpels, the stasis tureens cradling the precious new organs, the examinator device towering like a brass-banded armadillo, its tapering snout scanning the innards of the body, and with the soporificator instrument resembling some giant spider that stung metacurare into the nerves; to which the drone of surgical incantations from the adepts, whose robes were embroidered with arabesque prophylactic hexes and purity emblems, was a macabre lullaby. 

			The cadets would become ever more familiar with those chambers of the Apothecarion during the next few years. Here was the shrine to the holy art of Surgery, which could transform men into demi-machines – or into paragons of transhumanity. 

			One unfortunate boy from the Palatine Hive died early. His haemastamen failed to synchronise his ossmodula. Spurs of bone grew from his spine, bursting through his skin, and his fingers began to fuse into shovel blades. Unthinkable that this anomaly might be due to a misspeaking of the orthodox surgical liturgy! Yet despite remedial chemotherapy and amputation the syndrome continued. So the boy was honourably mind-wiped and his zombie anatomy retained for study in a nutrient tank in a laboratory of the Apothecarion. 

			One day, during a recreation period, Lexandro betook himself to a scriptory to study – only to discover that both of his ‘brothers’ were already ensconced there, although at data consoles some distance apart. The eagerness with which Biff Tundrish would make a beeline for the nearest scriptory to soak himself in Imperial Fist history stirred amusement and a certain irritation in Lexandro’s breast. 

			‘Of course,’ he remarked loftily, loitering beside Valence, ‘our Biff does start from a low base-line of knowledge…’ 

			‘And you, from a high vantage point?’ asked Valence witheringly. 

			‘Ah,’ replied Lexandro, ‘yet what is knowledge of facts worth compared with religious experience?’ 

			Experience such as Lexandro had gained, or thought he had gained, in the nerve-glove… He himself spent hours in the chapel reserved for cadets, praying to the image of Rogal Dorn, and to the Emperor, attempting to recapture the moment when he had flown through fire, sure that this would stand him in good stead in battle. As he smelled the smouldering frankincense, he would imagine his own body inflamed and his soul soaring from it like smoke. 

			Tundrish paid no apparent attention, seemingly lost in the scrolling details of a campaign four thousand years in the past. But Yeremi eyed Lexandro calculatingly. 

			‘It’s much too soon to provoke an affair of honour,’ he remarked. 

			And this was true – for only mature battle-brothers were permitted to duel. Permitted? Nay, almost encouraged, so it seemed – yet apparently within the strictest of chivalric constraints… 

			Valence’s sly voice insinuated itself again. ‘I hear that he who is scarred is he who is honoured, being graced by a brother’s nick upon his cheek – a nick like a dainty bite, like a loving kiss. Would you desire the honour of your own cheek being blemished by Biff? Or would you honour him in that style… one day?’ Idly, Valence rubbed one of the runes on his own cheek, as though the ex-tech had already been similarly honoured, or anticipated honour. 

			Lexandro shrugged. ‘How do you come by this wisdom about duels?’ 

			‘Through observation and study, brother, rather than through ecstatic intuition. Imperial Fists are dedicated to fastidious and meticulous detail, by the grace of Dorn – detail in military tactics, and in personal conduct too. That is why we adopted–’ 

			‘We?’ sneered Lexandro. 

			‘–why we adopted the Junker model of behaviour.’ 

			Lexandro did not know the word Junker. 

			‘Yes, the ancient Prussic code.’ Valence was only too happy to explain. ‘Named after Prusse, on old Earth. There’s a subtle poison in the germ-plasm we receive, d’Arquebus. A heady, intoxicating venom – which you seem almost to be drunken on already.’ 

			‘This is blasphemy I’m hearing!’ 

			‘Would I be so foolish as to blaspheme? Consult the Codex of our heritage a little more, d’Arquebus. Religious afflatus alone, and agony, may not win a battle. Any Marine casualty is a tragedy as well as a triumph.’ 

			‘You’re a blasphemer, who doesn’t believe in prayer! Or a prissy tech pedant, who should have been one of my father’s scribes.’ So saying, disdainfully Lexandro left the scriptory and returned to his small cell to recite in private one of the liturgies they had all been taught. 

			‘Oh Dorn, the dawn of our being, 

			Let your sun shine on us, your sons; 

			Oh primarch, precursor, asperge us…‘ 

			In one of the firing ranges attached to the foundries, brother-artisans – who had once been hive-dwellers, too, before their transfiguration – introduced the new Necromundans to military bolters, flamers, plasma guns, melta guns, laser weapons. The brothers demonstrated power axes as well as heavier weapons which the neophytes as yet lacked the physique to wield unaided unless those weapons were equipped with suspensors. Nor could the cadets yet don the power armour necessary to heft such bulk. The neophytes were still growing, and only a good while after they had received their final implant of all – the carapace – would they be able to jack into an armoured suit. 

			Yet they were growing – apace. Swelling, toughening, expanding. 

			The cadets did not as yet, of course, visit the vast locked guarded complex of the armoury, with its racks of weapons and magazines of ammunition both pristine and ancient, protected within stasis fields inside chambers of adamantium. 

			Nor as yet, to Lexandro’s regret, the holy Reclusiam, home of the Chapter’s most sacred relics and trophies; only initiates might step in there. 

			Nor yet the immense Catacombs down at the base of the fortress-monastery, where heroes ancient and modern lay in ranks of caskets. Too sacred a place for neophytes. 

			Nevertheless, minor relics abounded in the home-base. 

			The mature battle-brothers – the giant knights of the Imperium, whose attention a cadet must not disturb – were bound on a Crusade, the details of which were hardly for cadets to enquire about. When not exercising, training, or praying, the Imperial Fists often carved scrimshaws meditatively in their cells. Their work, accumulated over millennia, could be seen everywhere. Examples were mounted in tooled silver reliquaries in niches, or displayed in rococo gilt cases which cyborged servitors dusted. Officers wore scrimshaws as jewellery along with the most noble, holy decorations incorporating tiny slivers of the Emperor’s own armour from aeons ago, prior to the time when that Divine Immortal was prisoned in his prosthetic Golden Throne. 

			Some of the polished, engraved scrimshaws, so mellow in lustre, depicted weapons; others, armour, or miniature cameos of battle. The raw materials which the Marines used for their scrimshandering were none other than the mighty, ceramically strengthened finger bones – the metacarpals and phalanges – of Imperial Fists who had died in battle or, surviving to old age, been permitted honourable euthanasia. Few of those skeletons resting in caskets in the Catacombs sported hands. Most had been amputated. Even a dead Imperial Fist, as the saying went, kept his hand in. 

			In the rune-friezed, banner-hung oratorium reserved for cadets the Necromundans hung on the words of crippled veteran lecturers; and on one such occasion Lexandro learned that Valence had been correct in his seemingly blasphemous comments uttered in the scriptory… 

			The paraplegic Brother Rhetoricus was strapped into the saddle of a powered chair designed in the image of a crouching subhuman. He wore round his neck a scrimshaw on a silver chain. Other scrimshaws hung from the chair itself on thongs. An Imperial eagle lectern carved in jet supported upon its open black wings a huge, chained copy of the Codex Astartes. This rulebook of Space Marine organization was bound in many layers of flayed, cured, alien skin, its letters illuminated ornately with the colour-fixed green and orange blood from two alien races. The brother spoke from memory, and indeed his theme today was not the structure of the Legiones Astartes. 

			He commenced in a rasping voice which scratched his words into his listeners’ minds as a claw might groove butter. 

			‘You have already received some of the precious germ-plasm of our blessed Patriarch to kindle you as a true Imperial Fist…’ Seated along a wide curve of plasteel stalls, their canopies embossed with battle scenes, the cadets hardly moved. 

			‘Your new organs and glands have only one ultimate source – namely the gene-seed of the godly Rogal Dorn enshrined from generation to generation within the temples of our bodies. From those seeds we culture the superhuman glands and organs that shall make you Marines. Before you receive your carapace, the Adepts of the Apothecarion will implant the two progenoid glands which will, during the next half-decade and decade, soak up the pattern of your Imperial Fist metabolism. Harvested from you, these glands will enable our Adepts to culture further organs to kindle further brothers in future. 

			‘Woe betide if you die before at least those first five years of service! For you will thus deny us the possibility of an additional brother. This is why you will first join a Scout company with a hardened survival-conscious veteran as your Sergeant.’ 

			Currently, no Scouts at all were aboard the fortress-monastery. Those who had already received the carapace and graduated to the status of probationer-superhumanity were elsewhere in the galaxy fighting as terror troops. The carapace required almost a year to become fully symbiotic with the body – and its owner required purification, distillation in the alembic of combat before his augmented natural body could be judged to be fully transmuted in spirit as well as in flesh and bone, and thus worthy of donning complete Marine armour… 

			‘We are not, we are never berserkers,’ stressed the Brother Rhetoricus. ‘Be not chary of sacrificing your life, should necessity demand! In extremis we can obtain new progenoids slowly through test-slaves. Yet be not rash. An Imperial Fist thinks and plans his every deed meticulously, even in the crucible of combat when our spilt blood hardens like cinnabar, thanks be to Larraman’s Organ. Indeed, let that be your precept: the hot blood gushes forth, yet instantly the Marine is firm as stone in his intellectus – aye, and spry as quicksilver which can flood through a maze of branching routes in a trice, illuminating all possibilities!’ 

			The power chair hummed back and forth as if the mechanical subhuman was advancing towards its argument, then retreating; and the scrimshaws hanging from it rattled like a sorcerer’s skirt of juju bones. 

			‘Be it known,’ declared the paraplegic, who had been paralysed irreparably in some nerve-eating attack by aliens, ‘Be it known that some precious organs of the Venerable Dorn have been lost to us utterly during the vast lapse of time. We no longer possess the Sus-An Membrane that would allow a Marine to enter a state of suspended animation. Nor do we have Betcher’s gland, which would let a Marine secrete corrosive poison to spit at a foe. 

			‘Do we bemoan such losses? No! We are the Fists! We do not need to hibernate or spit venom. We crush our enemies. 

			‘Be it also known that mutation can twist the rune-signs written in gene-seed. Of this, you have already witnessed one severe example: your former companion whose spine branched uncontrollably and whose fingers fasciated. 

			‘He was unfortunate. He was an exception. His mutation was a freak event. I hasten to add that no curse caused it – no hex or bewitchment, so far as the Adepts can determine; nor even any lapse in liturgy. The phenomenon merely occurred. 

			‘Yet we all without exception share a subtler and ambivalent genetic flaw, which expresses itself not in branching bones but in our very behaviour. Can any cadet say what this flaw might be?’ The imperious cripple’s gaze raked the ranks of cadets. 

			Valence stood to attention, tipping up his misericord seat with a klack. For a fraction of a second Valence’s look darted in Lexandro’s direction. 

			‘Speak,’ prompted the paraplegic. 

			‘Sir, our attitude to pain, Sir.’ 

			‘Ah, you have studied to some effect… Expound, Cadet Valence.’ 

			‘Sir, an Imperial Fist may become obsessed with conquering pain by force of will. This is a good quality in that we will fight on despite terrible injuries, Sir. Yet if subconsciously we invite such injuries–’ 

			‘Aye, such heedlessness – such invitation to injury, as if to a friendly playmate – can imperil our battle planning, risking loss of personnel and material. We must beware of this tendency, even when we exploit it. For we are not berserkers! On the contrary, we Fists are exemplary planners, fascinated by the minutest detail. You may sit, Cadet.’ 

			As Valence obeyed, the paraplegic’s fingers clawed at the air, as though inscribing some complex, arcane pattern. 

			‘We believe in meticulous, scrupulous conduct and tactics. Hence, the renowned courtesy and the artistry of our Chapter. As you mature, the fingers of your fists, when idle, may well itch to scribe wondrous designs upon the finger bones of your dead Brethren, honouring and adorning their now fleshless fists. This is how we love to express our dextrous craftsmanship. Within the mighty power glove which can crush an alien skull like a puffball, there resides such microscopic discipline! 

			‘Aye, after a battle once you have recited your thanksgivings, or prior to a campaign, while you are girding your soul for a crusade – as now, as blessedly now – many of you may yearn to kneel in your cell with saw and magnilens, with rasp and buffing wheel and carbide graver, with brush and inkhorn. And with the hand bones of a slaughtered or euthanased comrade in front of you…’ 

			The lecturer’s own hands twitched, and his pallid cheeks flushed red as he recited: 

			‘Fists of beauty, 

			Fingers of death; 

			Emperor’s fists–

			With death is our tryst.’ 

			The import of the art of scrimshandering as a meditative pastime for the Imperial Fists Chapter became more evident to Lexandro when, on a later occasion, he happened to pause near two battle-brothers who were disputing courteously though passionately not far from the Librarium. 

			A servitor with a tracked, snail-like body and padded hands that secreted fragrant antiseptic polish was buffing the floor of the rib-vaulted passageway where electrocandles flickered on sconces in front of scrimshaw-framed ikons; and Lexandro must halt, so as not to incommode the two Marines. 

			He had been thinking, as he frequently did, of pain, and of how it almost seemed as though Rogal Dorn had singled him out for special benediction even before the primarch’s germ-plasm had been introduced into his body… 

			The two Marines paid no attention whatever to him as he stood waiting to pass. What he overheard provided his first insight into the intimate sentiments of mature Fists who had been warriors for over seventy years – as the seven long-service studs on the craggy, crewcut forehead of each star-knight signified. 

			‘But, brother,’ said one, ‘suppose you soak a finger bone in hot paraffin after the fine-sanding stage – once the surface has attained a frosted finish, as you say – you are introducing a foreign substance into the relic of a comrade.’ 

			‘Bone possesses a certain porosity compared with horn,’ argued the other, ‘even though a brother’s bones are strengthened ceramically.’

			‘But–’ 

			‘That porosity is perceptible to me! Perhaps my occulobe organ grants me keener micro-eyesight than yours? Immersion of the bone in melted paraffin wax fills any pores and so stops the ink of the design from bleeding.’

			‘But those pores are already occupied with ceramic, brother!’ 

			‘All the myriad pores? Always?’ 

			‘Perhaps your occulobe is overstimulating your vision so that you see details that do not quite exist. In battle that might prove perilous.’ 

			‘Brother, one must study a bone intently, not merely scrawl upon it. Shall we duel over this?’ 

			Each man bore several nicks and scars upon his cheeks. 

			‘I believe we must,’ said the other. ‘Shall we resort to the Solitorium first to fast and search our souls in silence about your accusation?’ 

			Stiffly, arm in arm, the brothers walked off towards that place of deprivation which was in a dark gondola jutting below the fortress-monastery into the lonely void. 

			The gastropodic semi-automaton moved over reverentially to polish the section of ancient riveted floor where the two Marines had stood for a while. 

			Yes, this was the closest that Lexandro had yet come to communion with elder brethren. 

			The older cadets were another matter… 

			For the first six months, those who were further advanced towards full Marinehood had simply treated the latest Necromundan intake as juveniles, as sprats who might or might not grow into sharks. There was no question of the younger cadets acting as servitors to the older ones by, say, scrubbing out their cells, however. 

			Yet now, as Lexandro began to wax burly, he detected a tension mounting between those even burlier youths and the freshmen neophytes. It was as if those brawnier possessors of more organs were impatiently awaiting a signal, a pheromone in the air… 

			One evening two hulking boys delivered a summons. The new Necromundans must accompany them immediately. 

			Without further explanation, their escorts led the puzzled party away from their quarters. Soon they were passing through a domed concourse, ruddily lit and scented with smouldering camphor – then through another. Techs who were squatting outside their rune-daubed dormitories quailed as the boys passed by. 

			A gloomy, whale-ribbed corridor led after half a kilometre to a moist cloacal side-passage aglow with lichen where ventilator gargoyles exhaled dazing smouldery fumes. Now they were passing by the foundries, the guides choosing neglected routes to disorient the younger cadets, so it seemed. Occasional mute mind-wiped drones trudged by on some robotic task, perhaps simply ordered to exercise their zombie limbs prior to cleaning out a toxic sump; and cyborged servitors trundled here and there. 

			Finally, in a remote zone of the fortress-monastery, the guides ushered Lexandro and company into a scarcely-lit, groin-vaulted chamber – and promptly skipped back out, slamming the plasteel door that was wrought with the face of a carnivorous lizard. 

			Glow-globes brightened. The chamber proved to be very long. A score of older cadets were waiting at the far end behind what was evidently a transparent plascrystal wall.

			Ventilator gargoyles started to hiss, sucking in instead of breathing out. Hastily, the reluctant guests began to shed their tunics, loincloths, and boots. 

			‘For Quinspirus hive!’ shouted one lad, and charged into the tunnel, followed by two others.

In concert with their second heart, this kidney could perform high-speed detoxification, while the Neuroglottis honed the sense of taste, specifically with regard to poisons – a fitting partner for the Preomnor and the Omophagea. Progressively the cadets were approaching the transhuman condition of Rogal Dorn, though they would never equal their primarch. 

			‘And after the Venerable Dorn had rescued the mutilated, charred living corpse of the Emperor in the wake of that direst of victories against the renegade Horus,’ declaimed moon-faced Chaplain Lo Chang in chapel; ‘and after he had overseen the construction of the Golden Throne, guided by the Emperor’s mighty spirit as He lay in life-support; and after Rogal Dorn had witnessed the transfer of that unquenchable divine husk into the Great Psychoprosthetic Throne, afterwards our primarch lived for another four hundred and thirteen years…’

			The Chaplain’s face was as round as a moon. A sweat of devout ecstasy beaded it, the moist sheen reflecting the light of the many electrocandles – moonlike and radiantly, so it seemed to his congregation. Like a moon, too, his cheeks were cratered where his helmet had been riven during some fierce engagement, and those craters were scarred by subsequent duelling nicks. 

			‘And the Deeds of Rogal Dorn thereafter compose an entire hagiography, which we will now start to consider in detail – commencing with our primarch’s role in the expulsion of the renegade Iron Warriors from the Human Imperium into the forbidden zone known as the Eye of Terror, a region about which we speak softly if at all…’ 

			Such history… 

			History layered upon history in almost geological strata, within the levels of which were preserved corpse upon corpse upon corpse – so that the upheaving rockface of history seemed a veritable conglomerate of compressed cadavers, human, abhuman, and alien, a cosmos-spanning coral reef composed of innumerable crushed skeletons… 

			Presently came the implant of the mucranoid gland, which would – if suitably drug-triggered – secrete oily protective sweat that could resist searing heat and bitter cold. 

			Eventually, during a sacred ceremony in the Apothecarion, the cadets received the progenoid glands in their necks and deep in their chests. Henceforth they were true custodians of the Imperial Fists’ greatest treasure. From now on, their bodies were temples indeed. 

			Almost five years had passed since their arrival at the home-base. Necromunda seemed almost as remote as childhood. How long ago it seemed since Sergeant Huzzi Rork had told Lexandro that he might return home again in twenty years, in thirty years, if the Fists so wished. Home? Home? What did that mean? Whilst Necromunda could not conceivably have changed, it would nevertheless seem as alien as any of the worlds that they might visit in the interim. 

			The Crusade was still awaiting the Emperor’s will. The Imperium thought in terms of decades, even centuries. Yet by now battle-brothers were as mastiffs straining on the leash; and it began to seem that the cadets might become Scouts in time to participate in the great endeavour, should they be so fortunate. 

			The ultimate implant remained; and one day Lexandro was opened up surgically – superficially and for the final time – to insert the sheets of black tissue beneath his skin. 

			Within hours, while he itched and writhed, the tissue was beginning to expand within him, hardening externally, invading his nervous system with internal tendrils. 

			It would be many more months till the carapace matured into full symbiotic harmony with his body – and of course his spirit must be tested and tempered in combat before sockets would be cut into the carapace, whereby he could plug himself into power armour in a full fusion of man and equipment. Yet already he was cadet no more. Now he could be initiated one vital stage further into the cult of Dorn. 

			Within days – after a feast of raw, bloody meat, still warm from slaughter – the Brother-Reclusiarch, custodian of the cult, led the ex-cadets in solemn procession into the looming vaulted trophy-hung hall of the Assimularum. Skulls of aliens adorned the banner-hung, tapestried walls, their eyeless sockets forever blinded to the mysteries of those who had mastered them, their hollow craniums empty of even the ghost of a twisted, unhuman thought. 

			The great ancient enamelled screen emblazoned with the Fists’ defence of the Imperial Palace against armoured rebel Titans had been moved aside, to reveal the Reclusiam itself. Many brothers stood within in meditative attendance beneath pieces of the actual glorious armour of the primarch, guarded there for millennia. 

			For the first time the new initiates beheld the inner chapel, of cloudy veined marble, to the Emperor Deified – vermilion threads in the milky crystalline limestone were like His agonised psychic sendings that pierced the veils of luminous nebulae. 

			Directly opposite was the inner chapel to Rogal Dorn, crafted of blocks of compressed sulphurous amber divided by striations of lapis lazuli – and housing the Fists’ holiest relic: the mighty skeleton, embedded in clear amber contoured to body-form, of the primarch himself. 

			The initiates all kneeled, staring at those great bones within that jaundiced false-fossil resinous flesh. At a signal from the Reclusiarch the lights dimmed, all but one bright narrow shaft descending aslant from a hole in the centre of the stellar vault as though it were liquid starlight. The beam illuminated an altar carved from a block of solid jade, where a knife and a whisk and a chalice were laid upon cloth of gold. From behind that altar the Reclusiarch lifted an oval convex mirror, framed by the spinal column of some alien bent into a hoop around it, the knobbly vertebrae enchased with potent runes. Intoning a liturgy, he tilted that silvered glass so that reflected light sprang at the skeleton, bathing it. The amber promptly fluoresced – a bilious olive hue, so that the mock-flesh appeared alive again, though gangrenous. The primarch’s dead limbs were momentarily restored, albeit clad in a semblance of translucent rotting tissue. Complete, except in one respect… 

			‘Mani manent cum nostris semper in aeternum, Primarche!’ the Reclusiarch chanted in the hieratic religious tongue, which his listeners only comprehended to be a blend of sacred plainsong and occult invocation. ‘lnterficere est orare, Primarche!’

			Then he turned and translated into Imperial Gothic: 

			‘Thy hands remain with us always, primarch. To slay is to pray.’ 

			The primarch’s hands were missing…

			As soon as the Reclusiarch moved to restore the mirror to its hook, the fluorescence of the amber faded. Now he lifted the whisk and moved to flick the stiff little brush with swift, sure gestures over the casing of the demi-divine dead paladin, commencing at his massive shoulders, descending reverently to his feet, almost as if dusting him – yet with quite a different consequence. For the shorn hairs on the head of every initiate, and on any other hirsute parts of their bodies, prickled and stood on end, as though an electrifying ghost briefly shared their body-space with them. 

			Restoring the brush to the altar, the Reclusiarch lifted the sharp little knife and the chalice. He knelt before Dorn and held up the knife. 

			The primarch’s hands were both missing… Genuflecting, the Reclusiarch carved generous parings of amber from one toe, then another, dropping these into the chalice. Rising, he turned to the initiates and raised that cup, now glowing. Effervescence was occurring within. Aromatic white fumes arose from bubbling oil of amber. 

			‘Respire corpus memoria! Breathe the memory of my flesh!‘ 

			As he bore the hot chalice along the row of initiates, so each in turn inhaled a heady, strangely fragrant whiff. Fresh molten amber must be added subsequently to the shaved toes to replenish what was taken – unless, unless the amber grew of its own accord like veritable flesh due to the miraculous proximity of those bones. 

			When the Reclusiarch passed back again, each initiate must hold out his middle finger, pointing stiffly forward from his fist. That little knife slashed sharply, circumcising the very tip of the digit, and even before the Larraman cells could clot – or perhaps because the blade was treated with some special anti-coagulant – a sprinkling of bright blood fell like rubies from each fingertip to mingle in the chalice. 

			Lifting the chalice to his lips, the Reclusiarch drank the potion of hot amber oil blent with blood. 

			‘Ego vos initio in Pugnorum Imperialorum fraternitate, in secundo grado,’ he sang out. ‘And after you return from your first expedition as Scouts,’ he promised, ‘other secretions from your body will be blent in this same chalice of the primarch – which was once His very drinking cup! – during your induction into the third degree of Brotherhood; though that in itself will only be the superficies of the third degree ceremony…’ 

			The lights brightened. 

			Where were the primarch’s hands…? 

			Upon the marble wall to each side of the altar were mounted two sizable ormolu shrines, the double doors of which depicted ancient, angular types of Marine armour. 

			The Reclusiarch threw one set of doors open, then the other. 

			In transparent stasis-cases within, with magnilenses inset, hung Rogal Dorn’s fleshless fists, entire, scrimshandered with intricately wrought tiny miniatures of heraldic honours. 

			‘It is the privilege of the commander of our Chapter alone to inscribe his heraldry as minutely as he can upon these sacred bones,’ declared the Reclusiarch. 

			Even so, much of the available surface area of each bone was etched. 

			Thousands of years of commanders, thousands of years of tradition… 

			What a chasm of time – and duty. 

			Space yet remained on Dorn’s hands for a future Lord Commander Lexandro d’Arquebus to add his own future heraldry… 

			The Reclusiarch anointed each initiate with chrism, the sacred ointment, on the brow. Then he began to recite a litany of the individual bones and of the past commanders who had held this fortress-monastery for the Emperor. 

			‘Whenever you flex your fingers, think of these! Whenever you ball your fist around your weapon, these names are all wrapped in your fist to add the strength of adamantium to your blow, the power of all the Sons of Dorn! Hand sinister, first metacarpal: the Lords Bronwin Abermort, Maximus Thane, Kalman Flodensbog. Proximal phalanx of thumb: Ambrosian Spactor…‘ 

			The litany droned on hypnotically. 

			Perhaps the strangest talisman – and one (or should one say many…?) which made those initiates feel themselves intimately a part of the Fists – was kept in a long crypt below the Reclusiam, reached by a dropshaft which would incinerate anyone who did not sport a Black Carapace beneath their skin. 

			The adamantium floor down there was inscribed with a maze of tiny coloured channels that bootsteps would never be able to wear away – in a pattern suggestive of a cosmic map – and along all of those channels were spaced little indentations the depth of a Fist’s thumbprint, each recess named with a rune. At one end of this seemingly arcane map or game-board an enormous plascrystal bowl held thousands of what at first sight appeared to be bloodshot ochreous eyeballs. 

			Each ball commemorated the initiation of a group of ex-cadets, throughout the aeons – each being a nugget of the liquid amber and blood drunk from Rogal Dorn’s own chalice by the Reclusiarch of whichever epoch, and defecated by him subsequently in this shape. 

			At the opposite end of the graven floor, a second mighty bowl held darker balls, composed no doubt of the bodily secretions of the third degree likewise embalmed in amber. 

			What sacred game was played out on this floor? What arcane divinations were performed here? What horoscopy or even psychic sorcery in extremis might be enacted in this crypt? The initiates already realised that here were secrets unutterable outside the confines of the Reclusiam – innermost secrets which they themselves might wish never to know. 

			In the most organic, visceral way possible they now felt bonded with utter intimacy to their Chapter, digested by it. 

			As a pleasant coda to that solemn and eerie initiation, they were invited to witness a duel… 

			Two battle-brothers, who had previously fasted in the Solitorium, confronted one another in the Arena Restricta, a barrel-vaulted hall painted a rich deep Prussian blue chevroned with stylised blood-red lightning flashes. The floor was a metal chequerboard of those two hues. On a red square, and on a blue, still some distance apart, stood two pairs of black leather knee-boots mounted in gleaming steel blocks. Around the walls on hooks hung antique epees, foils, sabres, and daggers, as well as stone drinking steins decorated with double-headed eagles, fylfots, and tusked boars’ heads. 

			A score of brother witnesses sat on elevated thrones quaffing from other such steins, brought by servitors. The soon-to-be Scouts sat on high benches, and were likewise served a bitter foaming brew, the potency of which their Preomnor stomach should swiftly detoxify. A cloaked umpire, helmeted for impartial anonymity, sat by a notator machine in the design of a giant vampire bat’s head with glowing red eyes; its ear-aerials wove an ultrasonic web recording every movement within the central arena. 

			Lexandro toasted Valence and Tundrish, sitting to his left. 

			‘Do you remember the zestfulness of Chartreuse Julep, iced and minted?’ The intoxicant had stirred a memory. 

			‘Of course not,’ retorted Valence. ‘How should I? Does this remind you of some long-lost luxury?’ 

			Tundrish said slyly, ‘Maybe he imagines that if he becomes an officer, he will regain his old privileges. Yet Lord Pugh despises sensual gratification so much, I hear, he had his taste buds excised. His every feast is also a fast for his senses.’ 

			Valence nodded, as if in conspiracy with Tundrish. 

			‘That was a private penance – because a hundred and seventy Marines were lost in one terrible action, and because the Emperor cannot taste or smell or touch.’ 

			‘I do rather wonder about that,’ drawled Lexandro. ‘If it’s private, how do people know? Legends have a habit of springing up.’ Was he light-headed, despite his second stomach, after several years of abstinence? Was the old sardonic Lexandro reasserting himself during this lull of relaxation? Was a perverse sense of jovial community with his two Trazior cousins affecting him? Was he perhaps viewing them hallucinatorily as fellow Lordly Phantasms about to behold a fight between mind-slaves, between living puppets operated by the spectators? 

			‘Beware of blasphemy,’ Valence advised barbedly – exactly as Lexandro had once advised him. 

			Of a sudden Lexandro’s free hand gripped Valence’s wrist with a power which would have crushed any ordinary bones. Had Lexandro realised his error? How had he misidentified Tundrish and Valence for a moment? The light of Dorn shone in his eyes. 

			‘Never accuse me of blasphemy, even as a jest! A Fist must be accurate. Scrupulously accurate. That was the reason for my remark. And as to my previous remark, I was merely attempting familiarity. As a courtesy. Alas, what a waste of time.’ 

			‘A waste of time, of course,’ said Valence. ‘Since clearly you are inherently superior. But now, would you kindly remove your hand from mine?’ 

			Lexandro snatched his hand away – as though he had not even known that he had gripped his neighbour. 

			‘Or else,’ chipped in Tundrish, ‘you’re liable to provoke duels for the wrong reasons.’ 

			Lexandro stared intensely, almost blindly, at Tundrish. This was the gaze of someone staring past any human being whatever, at some imaginary blazing sun beyond. ‘I am with Dorn,’ he murmured. Two hearts were in his body now. Were there also two separate minds within him? An old upper-hab mind, lurking in hiding behind the new Fist mind? As though hypnotised, paralysed – for the most part – yet still impishly unregenerate… and nostalgic, even? 

			‘So will you too become a legend?’ Tilting his stein dismissively, Tundrish tipped out some brew as a derisive libation. A servitor hastily scuttled to wipe up the spillage. 

			Lexandro said nothing. He gazed at an ineffable, agonising radiance which only he could perceive, banishing whatever throwback emotions the brew had triggered. Then he switched his attention to the impending duel. 

			Two brothers had mounted those duelling blocks, stepping into those boots encased in heavy steel. Stripped to the waist, the contours of their musculature were faintly graven with decades-old surgical scars. Ever so faintly. Indeed, only Occulobe-enhanced eyesight could perceive such traces of the medical sculpting which had once made them Marines, as if the thinnest of pink veins wended across their bulging rock-hard melanchromic flesh, like a tracery in some golden marble which could become ochre-brown, which could become jet-black. Protective monocles were squeezed into the orbits of the combatants’ eyes. 

			They saluted the cloaked umpire with their thin tungsten epees; then one another. The umpire invoked and activated some instruments attached to the notator machine, then the steel blocks glided forward to within two squares of one another – epee range – and locked magnetically to the floor. One square’s separation would have been dagger range. 

			Superficially it might have appeared as though two brawny giants, immobilised but for the sway of their torsos, were about to jab and slash at one another, piercing and flaying till the vampire bat device decided that sufficient flesh had been sliced, that sufficient blood had coagulated in slim cinnabar threads. 

			Not so. Sublime grace and accuracy, a ballet of two blades almost dancing together in an aerial pas de deux was the aesthetic of the duel – for a minute, two minutes, three, till a single quicksilver cheek wound decided the contest. 

			The brothers saluted each other. 

			‘I apologise for my opinion,’ announced the loser formally. ‘You grace me with your mark of honour. I thank you. I’m in your debt.’ 

			‘Nay,’ said the victor courteously, ‘but I am in yours.’ 

			Released, they stepped from the duelling blocks. Servitors hurried to them bearing great foaming stone steins – one red, one black – to drink in one draught, then smash together into shards. 

			The umpire stepped forward to scrutinise the pattern of the fallen pieces, to divine how well these two brothers had knitted their relationship. 

			Some weeks later, the tocsin bell rang out throughout the fortress-monastery. With joy in their hearts, all brothers paused wherever they were to recite an angelus of annihilation aimed at the Emperor’s enemies. Lexandro almost wept. 

			For yes, oh yes: the first mission of the new Marine Scouts would indeed now inevitably be in support of a major campaign of full Crusade status… 
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CHAPTER SEVEN

			In the ruddily-lit belly of the drop-ship, Yeremi clung to one of the serpentine wall grips as the vessel vibrated. Its hull wailed and its engine whined as the upper atmosphere of Karkason roughly and frustratedly caressed this plasteel intruder which was penetrating it. The world’s airy hands were burning with friction. Within that craft were seeds of destruction that would soon burst forth. 

			Yeremi’s fellow Scouts held tight, yelling loud prayers to Rogal Dorn, to the approval of their sergeants. The howl of atmospheric entry almost drowned their voices. 

			‘Primarch, Progenitor, oil our coming upon this planet of peril–

			‘Then let that oil blaze–

			‘That we may swiftly pierce all defences, as our commanders have conceived we shall– 

			‘That we may abort all evil–

			‘To Your Glory, and the Glory of Him on Earth…’ 

			‘And for the sake of the greater justice,’ Yeremi murmured to himself as a personal amen. 

			‘Yazoooo!’ one of the Scouts from Quinspirus cried in his hive patois, courteous and reverent speech forgotten in the heat of the moment, and Imperial Gothic neglected. His head was shaven but for a topknot. Baring black-stained teeth, he ululated, ‘Zooyaaaa-yaa-yaa!’ The rising screech from cleaving gases outside almost drowned this battlecry.

			‘Yaa-yaa-yaa,’ chorused some other Quinspirites. 

			Two squads of Fists in full battle armour crowded the fore of the compartment, standing rigidly, gripping their boltguns and chainswords, the magnetics of their boots locking them to the cleated deck. They would exit under cover of darkness at one of numerous drop-zones fifty kilometres from the vast sprawl of Sagramoso City. Then the ship would jink even closer in to a prosperous hilly suburb, if possible, to offload the terror Scouts. 

			The sergeants who would supervise the Scouts were wearing hybrid body armour of eagle plastrons, flexible leggings, and great shoulder plates embossed with jewelled axes, but no helmets – for the more lightly-armoured Scouts wore no covering to their heads, either. 

			Still muttering the word justice, Yeremi gazed at the quatrefoil viewscreen. One segment showed a whale-like troop carrier descending towards the world below, carrying one of the regiments of Imperial Guard which had been ordered to attend this conflict, years since in realtime. 

			Another segment displayed the night side of planet Karkason: a swell of blackness pricked with intermittent little red pimples which were the mouths of its active volcanoes – those, at least, which were not currently cloaked by smoke…

			In a third segment, blurred by magnification, loomed the coaly bulge of the capital city from which searing threads of light lanced skywards, a shifting vertical mesh of beams issuing from the ground defence lasers. Even as Yeremi watched, an incoming diversionary frigate flared and disintegrated…

			The fourth section of the screen was scanning a wrecked enemy orbital battle station that was tumbling slowly end over end, locked together with the ruptured cruiser which had finally rammed it to neutralise it. Debris and tiny bodies circled like a halo of scurf, brightening periodically as those metal shards and corpses tilted to catch the sunlight of space…

			Another sacrifice frigate erupted into a gorgeous, noble orange fireball over the city. 

			‘Seven minutes to drop-zone.’ The pilot’s emotionless voice issued from a brass loudspeaker wrought in the shape of a snake’s gaping, fanged mouth. By now the bucking roar of entry had subsided into a sibilant trembling caress imperceptible against the engine throb except to possessors of Lyman’s Ears. ‘Prepare to adjust to planetary gravity. Artificial gravity off in five seconds. Off.’ 

			The floor tilted forwards, and Yeremi felt heavier. 

			‘Right,’ snapped Sergeant Juron. ‘Wolverine Squad: Why are we here on Karkason?’ 

			‘To skrag,’ said Tundrish before Yeremi could frame an answer, grinning with those sharpened teeth of his. ‘To mega-skrag.’ And indeed that reply was accurate enough, as regards the Scouts. Had the ex-scumnik’s laboriously acquired veneer rubbed away, though, at the prospect of mayhem? 

			That crazy snob d’Arquebus curled his lip at such a response. ‘We’re here because Lord Sagramoso is a damned heretic against the Emperor, stirring up other heretics.’

			‘An infidel,’ agreed swarthy Omar Akbar, he whose cheeks were branded with curious symmetrical runes. ‘The Emperor is great.’ Akbar was from a desert land-train clan. 

			‘And you, Valence, what do you think?’ 

			‘We’re here to restore true universal law,’ said Yeremi. 

			‘But also… Karkason is a source of the best power crystals used in battle armour.’ 

			D’Arquebus chuckled. ‘Spoken like a true practical tech. One with a cosmic mission, too. You’ll protect us from our own excesses down there, won’t you?’

			‘Jus’ don’ try to spoil the fun,’ said Tundrish, slipping into argot. 

			Juron glanced at those two contentious spirits. Now that the ex-cadets were initiated Scouts, they could speak out of their own accord. Yet even so…

			‘I thought you three from Trazior were like Siamese triplets joined at the hearts,’ the sergeant said. ‘Hauling each other from the Tunnel of Terror as you did…’ 

			‘Yeah,’ said Tundrish, ‘but our blood’s poison to each other. Sort of addictive poison, though!’ 

			Juron frowned. ‘I can visualise you three duelling many times till you inoculate yourselves against any trace of enmity.’ 

			D’Arquebus smiled ethereally. ‘Oh, I do not see us duelling… ever.’ Which part of him was saying so? The mystic devotee of Dorn? Or the residual high-hab swanker? 

			‘All your answers are correct,’ said Juron, ‘and yours,’ he told Yeremi, ‘is strategically perceptive. But,’ and he nodded at Tundrish, ‘your reply best describes what our Scout squads must do now: help restore true law through wanton terrorism. The more inventive, the better. You few must seem to be many.’ 

			‘One minute to drop-zone. Fists: prepare.’ The vessel shook and rocked. Was it drawing fire? 

			The aim of this crusade was not to devastate, as such. Not as the prime objective, though that might well be a consequence. The desired result was the obliteration ad extremum fetum, down to the last foetus, of the entire entrenched Sagramaso clan, hereditary rulers of Karkason. 

			Karkason was – or had been – a sooty jewel in the Imperium. From certain of its volcanoes poured rivers of lava rich in transuranic elements including psycurium, invaluable in the crafting of psychic hoods and force swords such as Marine Librarians could use. During other eruptions, power crystals forged in the deep magma were scattered far and wide across the lava plains, sometimes killing the harvesters. Many of those plains were made of purest vitrodur, the inky armour-glass from which vast Sagramoso City – the ‘black chandelier of the Imperium’ – was largely carved. 

			Lord Sagramoso’s writ had run to the other barren planets of Karka’s Sun, and to those of its runtish red dwarf binary twin, Karka Secundus, including some small mining world in orbit around the twin. 

			In the effervescence of his accession as His Lordship thirty years earlier, Fulgor Sagramoso had declared himself to be an independent sovereign ruler and a god. He was prepared to conclude a trade pact with the Imperium on his own terms, a treaty of one god with another. To prove his divinity he had the praetorians of his planetary guard butcher all the preachers of the Imperial Cult and all Administratum officials whom he could catch – while the Pontifex of the Imperial Cult was winched down into a volcano. 

			Ten years later, the Imperium registered that Karkason had lapsed into heresy. Fifteen years later, it became obvious that Lord Sagramoso was seducing the hereditary lords of neighbouring star systems – mainly agricultural ones – to turn preachers into compost and swear fealty to him rather than to a deity thirty thousand light years distant. 

			Twenty years after the vulcanisation of the Pontifex, plans for Crusade began – for the wheels of the Imperium often ground slow; but certainly they must pulverise the Sagramoso clan to dust, to microns, and install a new loyal commanding dynasty. An upstart mini-emperor was anathema. 

			Orbital laser platforms aside, much of the surface of Karkason was undefended. Yet what virtue was there in capturing a whole chain of volcanoes, or in subduing a lake of lava? Sagramoso City itself was heavily guarded by skyward laser batteries, and these could not easily be neutralised. Precision laser fire from an altitude would be reflected, scattered by the vitrodur shields of the city’s architecture. The blazing inferno of a plasma package likewise would wreak little major havoc upon such volcano-forged material – while barrage bombs and thermonukes would leave precious little by way of city or population to command. Organs of the Imperium fed on psycurium and power crystals as a sickly gourmet on oysters. A dyspeptic, phlebitic, tuberculous – yet still bellicose – gourmet, to whom such rarified nourishment was as a staff of life…

			Whilst the heart of that entity fed on… worship, which was being damnably denied. 

			The planetary guard of a godling despot must be assumed to be numerous and very well-armed – though how well-experienced? Hence the landing of the Imperial Guard to dilute the acid of resistance, and allow over seven hundred Space Marines led by Lord Vladimir Pugh to spearhead a fierce organised drive against the capital and the praetorian troopers, with whom they would cope. 

			While Scouts would skrag that city randomly – fleas with terrible bites…

			The ship was down. Hauling himself higher up the brass serpent, Yeremi squinted over the helmets of Fists as three Land Raiders roared out across a ramp from the adjacent larger hold, onto a fossilised sea of undulating ebon lava. 

			Skidding somewhat, the broad tracks of the vehicles struck fire from the vitrified surface, as steel from flint. Their lascannon ball turrets swivelled alertly but nothing else seemed to be in the vicinity. 

			Already the Fists were disembarking at the double. 			A hissing swish was also evident, and intensifying, a sly hissing scherzando.

			The skraggin’ o’ the city was goin’ good, from his point-a-view. 

			In swank-zones, you wouldn’t exakly a thunk there was a war goin’ on – not till the Scouts arrived… 

			I mustn’t slump into scum lingua just ’cos I’m excited, Biff told himself. Because I’m excited, he corrected mentally. For one thing, that was unworthy of Rogal Dorn, warrior and courtier. For another, it was unworthy of the transformed person Biff had become. For a third, d’Arquebus would look down that slim, ruby-ringed nose of his.

			Of course. But of course. 

			Use your Omophagea organ. 

			The remaining Warlord Titans were moving out from their berths alongside, striding away from the Emperor in lumbering haste. 

			‘Pray we can all learn enough, soon enough!’ Juron held his knife to the dead man’s brow and began sawing the monomolecular edge through bone. 

			Yeremi soon discovered that while a monomolecular blade was excellent for bisecting a skull as such, when it came to dissecting the contents the knife was, if anything, too keen a scalpel – its cuts so wafer-thin that the warm brain matter seemed to seal together again as if glued. 			Still, our body is relatively exposed…

			This deployment of weapons, with the fast-fliers mounted high, is because we are the tallest Titan, and will aim over the Warlords’ shoulders… 

			Yeremi’s sheathed left arm unflexed. He felt power pulse through the hydroplastics by way of the actuators to the fibre-bundle muscles – and outside, the great plasma gun swung aside. 

			Yes, ah yes… This must be a taste of how it was to be a Marine in armour, whose servo-suit responded to the motions of his body, magnifying these… 

			The scene without shimmered faintly. 

			And Yeremi knew without question that void shields were up, to cushion the impact of any hostile fire.

			…If incoming fire shall overload our void shields and damage our Titan, if the feedback dampers shall fail too, then a Moderatus will suffer the intense agony of pseudo-injury. He will experience his own body as broken, ruptured, or burned…

			Engines thrumming now, the Emperor Titan lurched forward roughly, crashing its right foot down, then its left, so that Yeremi’s seat bounced violently on its hydraulic suspension, and he almost fired plasma prematurely. 			A ceiling gargoyle sucked in furnace breath. A floor gargoyle exhaled air that was cooler, yet the refrigeration unit was thumping in distress. Lexandro coughed and spat at the partly crippled Titan on his target-screen. His gob of saliva dribbled down then clung, warping the image of the turtle head as though the corresponding section of the enemy Titan was bubbling, rheum leaking from its right eye.

			The ship which had blasted upward out of the ziggurat palace only to explode, had propelled a life-capsule onwards, a stasis casket disguised as wreckage…

			Righteously. 

			That the human galaxy might be free from all manner of evil, both of alien and of corrupted human origin, and also of unmentionable source. 

			The yeast must be pure, or the stars would be poisoned.

			Biff awoke from his demi-brain dream of the tunnels. 

			Instantly he checked his bolter, confirming that the magazine was indeed half-empty. 			Perhaps not… 

			Maybe another cyborged Ambull was coming their way, clawing its way through the stone with one of the damned dwarfs saddled on its back, operating it.

			In a vast dream-cavern, squads of the Imperial Fists in their pus-yellow, blue-chevroned armour had been fighting with red-bearded dwarfs wearing quilted red flak-jackets and coveralls. At the selfsame time, in that selfsame place, Marines from a different Chapter entirely, who wore blood-red armour with black flashings, were in conflict with green-clad dwarfs. All four contending groups milled in fury. Innumerable stalagmites reared, defining criss-crossing routes. Yet Fists only fought the dwarfs in red – and vice versa – while those Blood Marines only fought green-costumed dwarfs. 

			It was as though two entirely different battles were superimposed chaotically; or perhaps as if one single battle was utterly out of focus, stereoscopically ruptured, so that the pattern of events was a nonsense… 

			Thus, in the dream. 

			Likewise in reality the three-dimensional pattern of all these twisting tunnels and sudden caverns and shafts and abysms eluded any easy comprehension. The subterranean maze must sprawl for hundreds of kilometres laterally as well as for several vertical kilometres. 

			Damn this treacherous world of Antro where Lord Sagramoso lurked. 

			Did Biff need a dream to tell him of danger and deceitful labyrinths?

			Of a sudden he felt convinced that those hypermobile Marines and darting dwarfs in that phantasmal cavern were ikons representing processes in his own grey matter as his brain cells tried to come to terms with this place. Tried to intuit its likely map. 

			In effect it was an undercity – not consisting of bowing plasteel vaults choked with dreck and polluted wastes and drifts of metallic scurf and broken rusted machines to be sure – no, but buried underground nonetheless: a maze of stone intestines and bowels. These must possess a pattern that the bearded little troglodytes understood like the hairy backs of their hands, like the lines of their tough palms… 

			But not Biff. Not yet. Though the right hemisphere of his brain was struggling to savvy. 

			That cracketty sound was becoming louder, and Biff’s armoured companions were alert too. Lex and Yeri and Sarge Stossen. No peace for the virtuous. 

			A crunching, pulverising noise… 

			Stossen signalled for silence with his power glove, and cocked his heavy bolter. 

			Something was going to break through into the cave – unless whatever it was altered direction. 

			And they would destroy the something. 

			Maybe this would prove to be a diversion to mask an onslaught into the cave from either existing entry… 

			Biff noted that Yeri was at least keeping watch to the leftward, and Lex to the rightward. 

			Maybe a new tunnel was simply being bored slyly, to increase the already labyrinthine complexities and provide a new route for ambush and attack… In which case, their reconnaissance squad might seize an advantage and penetrate through to a new, forward position. Beyond, above, or below. 

			So long as the new route didn’t prove too narrow. So long as it didn’t kink and cramp after starting out adequately. 

			Power armour was invaluable here. Booby-traps menaced the Marines. Deadfalls and pitfalls abounded. Even doughty eagle armour could be buckled or imprisoned by a ton of rock falling down a shaft upon it. Camouflaged hatches of rock could spring open, to disgorge dwarfs.

A while since, they had come across one battle-brother who, through over-eagerness or due to enemy deceit, had become jammed in a cleft. 			Aye, he did! He was almost a squat in his devotion. Or so the fools thought. And that was why Sagramoso had declared himself to be a god – so as to divinise his forebears too. 

			For this act of reverence the Imperium aimed to destroy him – and would root out any such brand of worship from the caves of Antro likewise, as well as slaughtering the venerable old folk whom Squats revered as Living Ancestors… 

			So said the perfervid prisoners, before they were executed. Nothing could persuade them otherwise. 

			And before the Fists descended into the endless vaults and vents and crannies of Antro, full of aberrant clever tech, Lo Chang had preached a hasty battle sermon. 

			‘We of the Adeptus Astartes shun genetic deviants, do we not?’ he had declaimed. ‘For the mutant is the melter of Mankind into misshapenness! Whereas we are Mankind Plus, the perfected ideal, are we not? For its own wise reasons our Imperium tolerates such dwarfs because their mutation is stable, and for the mineral wealth they produce, and their cunning dexterity, and their tenacity as fighters. So do not underestimate these little men, brothers! But do not trouble your souls about ravaging this whole world of shrunken traitor dupes in order to reach Fulgor Sagramoso. 			More significantly, as regards dwarfish expertise, it was stealthed – by some noise-suppression field. Its excavation work produced no deafening reverberations, only the cracketting of chewed-up stone. 

			And as for the debris which it gulped into its cavernous throat… 

			Why, that throat must conceal a secondary, artificial gullet – a mini warp portal which could transmit the pulverised material to another location, to some distant goaf or gob where waste accumulated. 

			Else, how could the adapted creature have proceeded through the new tunnel it had drilled and cut and devoured? 

			This spoke of valuable, ancient wizardry. 

			The transformed, slaved Ambull reeked of rancid oil, hot vulcanised rubber, bestial alien sweat, and bitter breath – a whiff, almost, of the warp itself. 

			Even foreshortened by its mining implements, its reach was long; while its massive legs were short, a splay of claws… 

			As the creature stooped, its rider appeared to view in the penumbra behind the torches, backed by the profounder dark of the tunnel. 

			The engineer was ensaddled upon the Ambull’s lower back just behind a bulging spur of polished bone inset with brass control knobs – a surgically metastasised excrescence from the Ambull’s spine. 			His powered boot crushed one of the dead dwarf’s hands. 

			‘Sarge,’ said Biff into his microphone, ‘air ain’t too foul here. Dwarf was breathing it. Should we maybe pause to… eat his brain? He’s gotta have known the layout. Mebbe he savvies where Lord Sag’s lair is. We erase him, and the abs don’t matter much.’

			‘No,’ admitted Biff. 

			‘I’m well aware of your exploit with the Titans, Tundrish. We hail you for it. Fact is, though, you three all lucked out on Karkason… You know why? Because when you killed those Moderati and their Princeps those guys were absolutely concentrating on how to use that Emperor machine. That was uppermost in their brain-pans, right?’ 

			‘I guess so.’ 

			‘Our engineer dwarf would be thinking mostly about operating his beast-machine.’ 

			‘I just have a feeling I might suss the Tao of these tunnels. The Ley of the layout. If I had a little more to digest.’ 

			‘Maybe our Biff should eat the Ambull instead?’ suggested Lex from up front. ‘More his style, I’d have thought…’ 

			Stossen guffawed harshly, a slurry of razor blades being sucked down a drain. 

			‘I tell you, you three lucked out. And those guys you ate on Kark were true human. What Marine wants to pollute himself with the brain of an ab unless it’s absolutely vital? So just forget about being Corporal of a Cannibal Corps…’ 

			Biff was aware by now that Sergeant Faust Stossen regarded even friendly Squats with a passionate nausea as caricatures of the true human species. No use trying to persuade him. Maybe it wasn’t such a bright thunk, after all. Repetition was insectoid. Flexithunk spelled survival.

			The far light brightened gradually into a disc resembling an aqueous azure eye that was watching them approach: a file of flies walking towards… 

			A spider shape writhed in Biff’s inner vision, superimposed upon that distant eye like branching carmine veins. The spider’s legs danced anticipatively – Biff’s guardian, yet also his nemesis. 

			A faint heartbeat throbbed ahead; then many contrapuntal heartbeats. Liquids gurgled faintly.

			Yeri looked at the Librarian. ‘Sir, could the presence of so much psycurium in Sagramoso’s vaults possibly have acted as a kind of lens around him…?’ 

			It was Geistler who answered. ‘Maybe! Though that’s a mechanistic rationale. The universe is far from being a machine, Valence. Or, if so, it’s an infested living machine which protrudes from a swamp of turbulent spirit… Cleave to that explanation of Sagramoso’s corruption, if you wish, to help salve your sanity. And adore the Emperor and Dorn, so as to scour the eyesight of your mind. To scrape your eyeballs clean of phantom parasites!’ 

			Biff’s hands clawed at the air to try to inscribe the hex pattern he still felt he was on the point of sensing – a hex with which to banish horrors that were currently invisible and undetectable yet which might nevertheless be hiding in the very air he breathed. 

			The Chaplain raised an eyebrow.

When you yourself aren’t a psychic adeptus? Alas, no… The axe blade answered Tzeentch. And that must always be the star warrior’s final response. Weaponry, wielded with ingenuity and foresight. 			It had been Biff’s idea, of course, to throw the axe which had shattered both Sagramoso’s rib-cage and his deluded hopes as the flux of changes took full hold of him. 

			Perhaps the axe had been a blessing for Sagramoso. And perhaps not. Swallowed half-alive by those lips into the warp, where and what was Sagramoso now? 

			Lexandro remained unsure whether the three of them, in the final analysis, were being praised or blamed. Thank Dorn they had not brought the taint of this… corrupting Chaos… back into their fortress-monastery! It had been such a very close call – as close as Yeri’s body squashed upon his own… pressed bravely, yet in seeming parody of the true valour that was Lex’s own destiny. 

			If only they could have erupted into that amphitheatre in full armour, fully armed! Yet how would they have found the place if they had not followed that teasing trail into a trap? 

			Truly, their survival and their triumph over the heretic was hedged irritatingly, damnably, with many ambiguous might-have-beens. 

			‘You are clean. You are clear,’ concluded Chaplain Geistler. ‘Pray constantly that you will never again find yourselves in the presence of such a malevolent power. Still, you conducted yourselves adequately. We will allow you to remember – how a blasphemer against Him-on-Earth met his end. Yes, Valence? Your eyes are questioning me.’ 

			‘That old gnome who told the hearthguard to unshackle one of us with the axe–’ 

			‘Indeed, he must have sensed the truth – somewhat late.’ The Chaplain frowned. ‘He died – absolved, in a sense. No doubt the Inquisitors will bear that fact in mind when they purify Antro.’ 

			The Librarian leaned forward. ‘You’re concerned with the… justice of their future treatment?’ 

			Yeri nodded. 

			Damn fool Yeri, thought Lex, harping on the fact that he had not primarily been instrumental in freeing himself! How much finer if he had torn himself free unaided. 

			Or if Lex had done so… 

			Grenzstein tapped his fists together. ‘Don’t confuse gratitude for a serendipitous event with any… cloying compassion towards the author of that event, Valence,’ he said. ‘True justice is quite simply the will of the Emperor.’ 

			‘You will remember,’ promised Geistler, ‘but you will not be otherwise honoured. The manner of Sagramoso’s departure from the cosmos shall remain a black secret – restricted. You may tell none of your brothers other than that Librarians rescued you. You will swear this before you leave the Isolatorium.’

			The Chaplain had brought a bulky burden with him into the rubber-bossed cell, wrapped in black satin. He had handled it with exquisite care. Might the satin conceal some final psychotheological device for diagnosing any stain of possession? 

			No… 

			For now Geistler peeled the inky fabric aside – to disclose a stasis case with a magnilens insert. 

			‘If you ever break this vow, your bodies will slowly be immersed alive in acid until only your bones remain. Then execrations will be carved upon every inch of those, and your skeletons will be cast adrift – for some alien to find, in awe and horror, in a million years time, or a million more. And perhaps to hang in its alien temple, as hoodoo trinkets.’ 

			Within the box was… Dorn’s right hand, the surfaces of the carpus, the metacarpal bones, and the phalanges dense with scrimshandered heraldry. 

			Dorn’s actual hand, borrowed from the Reclusiam… 

			Lex understood now how narrow was the ledge their lives had been poised on ever since they entered the Isolatorium – balanced between honourable euthanasia if they were tainted, return to duty as amnesiacs perhaps requiring much retraining… and return as themselves entire – which only the most solemn of oaths could permit. 

			Geistler held the transparent box tightly as, one by one, the three brothers placed their right palms upon the surface, barely inches above the actual bones of Rogal Dorn. 

			Each recited after the Chaplain: ‘Per ossibus Dorni silentium atque taciturnitatem fideliter promitto…’ 

			Only then were they at last released from the Isolatorium… to walk up presently past a surgical interrogation cell where a Squattish Living Ancestor gibbered to himself…

			And so, as ever, the fortress-monastery flew onward through measureless nothingness and endless night from year to year, the far stars only shifting their positions by a fraction.

			Within, the great community went about its familiar regime of existence, a regime so long sustained that almost any activity was gilded with ritual, a rich thread in a tapestry ever a-weaving. 

			Weapons practice. Prayers. Pain machines. Feasts. Duels of honour. Expeditions of squad and company size… 

			Yeri was the first of the three brothers to fight a duel in the Hall of Steins, fixed in the Boots. He fought to defend Lex’s honour, to the latter’s embarrassment, and was sliced across the jaw in the contest. Thereafter Yeri tended to make his chin jut, displaying the scar that honoured his supposed devotion to a brother… 

			Biff, somewhat to his own surprise, was the first of the three to feel the scrimshaw itch. Before many years had passed, he was often to be found in his cell polishing an antique jackknife on a gritty piece of lizard skin, or buffing a finger bone on a wheel of unstitched muslin to raise a fine lustre on it, or treating the osseous pores with paraffin. The primal, primeval feel of that ancient blade appealed to him more than a sophisticated silicon carbide graving tool. 

			The art appealed to the atavist in Biff – just as the final delicate etching bespoke the way in which his own crude bone and brawn and brain had been refined into a gracious maturity. His flesh as fine as marbled beef massaged with milk and wine, though almost as tough as marble… A mighty delicacy of intellect and feeling, balanced upon a ruthless brainstem… 

			Biff’s first finished scrimshaw scene, inscribed minutely on a single finger bone, depicted a Librarian in Terminator armour advancing through dwarfish armoured warriors. This was judged worthy to be placed in a small silver reliquary set in a niche along the Corridor of Comfortless Courage. 			The three brothers flew with the whole First Company to a great space hulk which was reported by a freighter captain as drifting in the void and approaching the vicinity of a prosperous solar system. There, they destroyed a lair of genestealers before those cunning and savage alien enigmas could infest the planets of that star, hypnotising and hybridising with the citizenry…

			The three brothers helped suppress human pirates and green-skinned alien pirates… 

			They helped restore a deposed lord, Vendrix – just as they had overthrown the Lord of Karka’s Sun… 

			And in the Librarium the astropaths maintained devout contact with far Earth, which likely none of the Fists would ever see, even if they lived to the age of four hundred years. 

			Earth! Hub of humanity – ever struggling to sustain the grievous burden of overseeing, however sketchily, the affairs of a million scattered worlds. Some far planets might only win scrutiny once in a decade, or once in a century. Swathes of stars could shine unnoted for a generation. These were only those where the human race festered. Millions of other star systems were still mere celestial coordinates, if they were accurately charted at all. 

			Ten years passed by. 

			What was ten years to the Imperium – or to the galaxy? 

			It was but an eyeblink. 

			To Lex and Yeri and Biff it signified a steel stud drilled into their foreheads… so modest, so discreet… yet so dense with each of the five and a quarter million minutes that had passed for them in the interim. 

			Minutes of purity and prayer and pain, of devotion and of the dealing of death. 

			Necromunda? ‘The deathworld’… their far-off, one-time home? Why, the entire galaxy was a realm of living death. Only through death could the Imperium, and humanity, survive; and they were death’s angels…
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CHAPTER SIXTEEN

			‘We’re going in through its anus,’ Biff whooped boisterously. 

			Indeed. Indeed. 

			What else could that puckered sphincter be, in the white bony hull of the vast, gastropoidal alien vessel? 

			The leviathan that loomed ahead seemed a cross between a nautilus and an omnivorous, space-faring snail. It was the length of a four-K asteroid, and almost as high where its shell spiralled upward in a circuit of increasingly small osseous chambers. The shell was bleached chalky by aeons of radiation. 

			Even as the armoured Fists, tightly packed into a stretched boarding torpedo, stared at the forward view-screen in its mount of bronze bones, that sphincter pulsed. 

			It expelled a quick milky cloud, which the torpedo’s sensors assayed as consisting of bitter liquid dregs, foul gas, and ashy debris – the fart of a leviathan… 

			Far away, a shadow had darkened the warp… 

			At first, and for many years, astropaths and starship Navigators had hardly heeded that encroaching smudge within the phantasmal realm through which ships skipped from star to star in weeks or months instead of thousands of years; and through which the psychic communicators forged their mind links… 

			For the umbra seemed small, being far away – no more than a minor maculation, an inky blemish in a distant corner of the eye of the galaxy. 

			It appeared from beyond the reach of the Astronomican, the Emperor’s psychic beacon projecting from Earth as a lantern in the darkness. 

			It lay far to the celestial south-east, originating beyond the Imperial frontier where the cone of space and stars known as Segmentum Tempestus abutted on Ultima Segmentum – though ‘frontier’ was only a euphemism for a total evaporation of known human presence into a void of unknown suns; and similar vacant gulfs aplenty existed within the supposed frontiers… 

			That shadow was distant. Being distant, it seemed a trivial puzzle, a mere mole on the face of the heavens. 

			However, the galaxy is to a star cluster far larger than a whale is to a microbe; and a miniscule macula could be vaster than the sphere of a hundred suns. 

			That shadow must be a psychic force – for all was ultimately raw thought in the warp. The shadow must be the echo of a vast mentality – slumberous, now awakening… to what purpose? 

			If that mentality were of the ordinary universe of reality, it must be mountainous to cast such a thought-shadow. 

			Mountainous – or else multifold as a swarm of locusts… Or somehow… both of these at once. 

			Presently, astropathic signals from outrider worlds in that easterly spiral arm of stars were quenched… though years might pass until their absence was noted. 

			Some astropaths who served the Inquisition tried to penetrate the nature of the shadow, and died insane. They raved of cold, empty gulfs of timeless void that stretched out between galaxies, vacancies too vast for sanity. Nothing human could cross such immensity. Yet something had crossed. And had crossed the gulfs between other galaxies, previously. Inexorably. 

			Those astropaths died – yet not before exonerating Chaos of responsibility. 

			The departments of several High Lords of Terra were notified: the Adeptus Astra Telepathica, the Navis Nobilite and the Chartist Captains, the office of the Astronomican, the Adeptus Terra. 

			Reports, illuminated by scribes, were sometimes pigeonholed. 

			Gradually, awareness of a threat was gathering – though still whelmed in ignorance. 

			The fortress-monastery of the Imperial Fists was, and long had been, traversing Ultima Segmentum, describing a slow arc through those easterly marches which would take almost forever to complete… 

			Many more worlds had fallen silent. Ponderously, the Imperium had awoken to a creeping nightmare. 

			Some understanding of the alien cause of this was retrieved by an otherwise disastrous expedition launched by the Blood Drinkers Marine Chapter into that now mute, umbral zone of the fringe. Other Marine companies had failed to return from forays; and one entire Chapter, the Lamenters, seemed to have vanished utterly. 

			After years of planning, Imperial battleships were now gathering in Ultima Segmentum. 

			Marine Chapters, whose names were almost legendary, were about to collaborate on a thrust into that shadow zone. The Space Wolves, the Blood Angels, the Ultramarines, the Blood Drinkers… and the Imperial Fists. 

			During the coming crusade the Fists might meet the same fate as the Lamenters – so that their fortress-monastery might fly onward eventually, empty of battle-brothers, bereft of command guidance, a castrated abode of servitors and cyborgs who would continue the rituals of maintenance in the lost monastery for millennia more, robotically, senselessly, alone in their corridored world of deserted firing ranges, forbidden chapels, taboo laboratories where dust would gather throughout aimless millennia… if the Fists failed. 

			In a speech from the balcony of the departure bay, Lord Commander Pugh had impressed on his Fists that Space Wolves, Ultramarines, Blood Angels were all valiant, dedicated Chapters – but that Fists were pre-eminently planners as well as fighters; thinkers, wise warriors. 

			What the Imperium, itself awakening to an impending new calamity, needed now above all was knowledge of the nature of this creeping threat – of the substance that cast the terrifying shadow… a substance which seemed intent on devouring the entire south-east spiral arm – in a few centuries or millennia – and then perhaps all of the human galaxy, within a few tens or hundreds of aeons… 

			‘We’re ramming in through its arse!’ 

			Indeed. 

			As were other Fist-packed torpedoes, aimed at other orifices where the alien hull might prove vulnerable… 

			A sun shone distantly, biliously illuminating the outermost methane gas giant of this solar system. The planet, of churning poisonous cyclones hundreds of miles deep segueing into the pressurised liquid manure within, was a verdigris crescent cupping gaseous darkness. Pallid sickle moons attended it. 

			Known to the Guild of Navigators as Lacrima Dolorosa, the sun seemed from certain perspectives to be a teardrop dangling from an eye-shaped constellation. Beyond Lacrima Dolorosa the starfield thinned, its diamantine lactic veils torn into rifts revealing the ultimate night of the extragalactic void – from where the blot in the Warp had issued: the shadow of whole fleets of these molluscoid alien ships, arriving in the sprawling, half-charted galaxy of Man – and of abhumans and unhumans, and of an inhuman, unspeakable Chaos – after a voyage which must have measured millennia. 

			Those ships… 

			They suggested fossilised ancient creatures which might once have grazed the submarine abysses of giant worlds, sucking up whales as if whales were minnows; creatures which had petrified a hundred million years previously yet nevertheless were still virulently alive. Still ravenous… 

			A thousand such ships, many of them even more gargantuan than the torpedo’s own chosen target, were now drifting in to the Lacrima Dolorosa system. 

			Yet this thousand was perhaps only one per cent of the swarm that summed up to the substance that cast the Shadow… 

			What manner of creatures dwelt inside such convoluted, organic-seeming ships? Creatures which might still perhaps be slumbering, for the most part.

			Hopefully, still slumbering whilst the eerie fleet drifted past that outermost gas-giant on a course inward towards Lacrima Dolorosa III, a world of feral human beings who had relapsed into barbarism at least ten thousand years previously, according to some ancient Administratum archives. 

			Now the legendary ‘gods’ of those barbarians would wage war with monsters in their skies… unnoticed and distantly to begin with… until in the end alien fiends might gorge themselves on that lush and savage world. 

			Unless the Fists and Ultras and Angels and Imperial battleships repelled this rolling invasion. 

			Which seemed unlikely. 

			The natives of Lacrima Dolorosa III were almost certainly doomed – an event which in itself was of no account, a fate that was inherently trivial. Except, of course, to the victims… 

			The prize, here, wasn’t a dispensible world of savages but rather knowledge – of those intruders from the Dark Deep, to the nature and purpose of which only scattered, dire hints as yet existed… 

			A coccyx of bleached bone jutted into space, bearing the sphincter at its tip like a quartet of triangular haemorrhoids clutched within bands of livid muscle. Where the heads of these scarlet protuberances touched, a tiny hole still puffed acidic discharge. 

			The nose of the torpedo impacted rupturingly in that meatus, wrenching its tissue open, burrowing deeper convulsively with thrusts of its jets as the Fists clung to stanchions. 

			The torpedo rocked as a shaped charge on the nose cone erupted, blasting a passageway ahead. Swiftly the spring-loaded cone itself petalled open, becoming a fourfold hatch pressing fiercely against the inner anal walls in the manner of a surgical dilator. 

			‘Out, out, out!’ 

			This rectum of the alien ship curved rightward, aslosh with steaming cloacal fluids, banded with slowly pulsing purple peristaltic sinew. The high shriek of escaping atmosphere had already diminished to a whistle as the injured anus cramped tighter, reflexively, around the girth of the plasteel troop-carrier which had penetrated it. 

			The colon itself soon branched into multiple oozing tubes too small to enter. But the side wall had been lacerated into thick gristly ribbons. Captain Helstrom and Lieutenant Vonreuter sliced at a mass of blast-dissected cartilage with their power swords, carving a crude wide doorway that bled gluey snottish threads. 

			Beyond: a hooped oval chamber leprously aglow with a skin of white algae, and ankle-deep in glutinous dank sludge. A trio of tall deltoid doors stood open upon ribbed corridors. Tubes looped along one corridor like glossy intestines strung on crutches of varnished bone. Swollen varicose veins webbed areas of tissue between the ribs. The curved jambs of those doorways trembled, holding back a pulsing curtain of puckered flesh. 

			Each door was some kind of mindless slave-creature, anchored by tentacles, whose only role was to open and shut. 

			As more Marines crowded into the chamber, Yeri was thrust towards a door and poked one of several softly glowing green nodules on its muscular rim with the barrel of his boltgun, prying experimentally – as an ex-tech well might. The stiff fleshy curtain relaxed with a sigh, shutting itself tight but for a long dimpled crack. 

			‘We’re being shut in!’ exclaimed someone. 

			‘No–’ Yeri probed again. The door dilated open once more. ‘Pressure of the blast must have activated the doors…’ 

			‘It’s got all those buttons to push at different heights,’ Biff observed. ‘Must be critters of lots of different sizes on board–’ 

			And the tallest must be at least twice a man’s height… 

			Lex rubbed condensation from the outside of his visor. The air was so humid. However, a silver ikon of nostrils winked upon his field of vision. So the atmosphere was breathable enough. 

			Captain Helstrom was calling for the two Marine Scout squads to vacate the torpedo and join their armoured seniors, further packing the chamber. 

			They, of course, wore no helmets, and swore at the full impact of the foetid odours, of which the Marines’ suits merely brought a diagnostic whiff to the wearers’ olfactory lobes. 

			The alien ship wheezed and rumbled, droned and gurgled – from afar off, nearby, who could tell? Vibrations propagated through the flesh and bone. Echoes haunted the corridors. 

			Algae on the walls of the chamber was sliding – clumping into bizarre blotches. Were those recording the nature of the damage to the orifice by which the Fists had entered? 

			‘Dumb design, those doors,’ sneered Biff. ‘If your arse craps out, you don’t want half your guts flying outa the hole. You want your inner bulkheads shut!’ 

			‘They would have closed,’ said Yeri. ‘But then the shaped blast ripped through and pushed with just the right pressure to open them–’ 

			A whirring of wings… 

			From along one corridor flapped a cloud of scaly, violet, batlike creatures. Claws serrated their wings. The rushing cloud thickened rapidly, purpling then blackening the corridor. Biff hit at a control nodule on the door jamb – but that door must be heeding some ultrasonic signal broadcast by the cloud. It stayed open. 

			Hand flamers brought down dozens, hundreds of the creatures. Blazing clusters, fused together by the ignited jellified oil, sizzled in the sludge. The door also blazed, its muscles and rooted tentacles writhing as if agonised. 

			Still more bats thronged, squealing, into the chamber, clotting the air. Marines clawed down fistfuls, crushing the flying vermin. A Scout shrieked… 

			‘Stand still! Do nothing!’ bellowed Helstrom. 

			He was right. He was right. 

			The bat-things weren’t intent on the Marines at all. Mindlessly they were attaching themselves to that opening which power swords had carved in the tattered wall of the colon. Reaching out, they hooked together. Thus they created a protective patching membrane made of themselves. 

			More bats dived upon this, thickening it. Claws pierced neighbouring bodies. Hot sulphurous juices squirted, vulcanising the rubbery anatomies, stiffening and fixing them in place. 

			Presently the gaping hole was sealed. 

			Most of the rest of the horde quenched the burning door with their bodies. At last the flow of bat-things ceased. Late comers settled upon the colour-coded blotches of algae and began to feed, digesting whatever information those contained, or perhaps erasing it as obsolete. 

			In three separate groups, Marines and Scouts began to move out cautiously along the trio of diverging corridors. Whenever they returned – if ever they returned – they would cut or blast their way through that stiff membrane of a thousand dead beasts to reach the torpedo… 

			A curdled light suffused the broad bone-braced passageway that Yeri trod along, dogging Lex’s heels. Biff trailed a little way behind. He was keeping an eye on the half dozen raw Scouts. So was Sergeant Juron. 

			Juron and he weren’t worried that those mighty rumbustious striplings might rampage away impulsively down some side branch. They were conscious of what full Marines sometimes murmured of as the ‘can-airy factor’. 

			Legend had it that long ago in the foul toxic depths of Necromunda scavvy gangs used to carry a twittering yellow birdie in a box on expeditions into unknown chambers. That birdie was sensitive to levels of pollution. The melodies it tweeted were a litmus of the air quality. If it shut up, or keeled over, better slap on a respirator quickly or else die in spasms. 

			’Course, any such morsels of captive live protein had long since vanished down guys’ and gals’ gobs on Necro – ’cept up in the high towers maybe. Nowadays you had reactive patches to show up poisons, ’suming you could find or trade or steal some; and most scavvies couldn’t… 

			Yet the saying lingered on. ‘Can you breath the airy? Send in a can-airy!’ 

			Sure, the Scouts had respirators in their kit, but they didn’t have full armour because their carapaces weren’t meshed in to their nerves yet. Thus they were a kind of litmus, a kind of can-airy. And by now the full Marines had their visors open so as to conserve their air tanks. So Biff kept a wary eye on the can-airy Scouts. 

			Normally, he guessed that Lord Pugh wouldn’t have sent Scouts on a first foray into such an environment. However, the whole Chapter was in on this mission to penetrate a trio of the alien vessels. The other cousinly Chapters were targeting similar groups of ships – while Imperial battleships stood by to blast as many more as possible apart. If possible. 

			Willy-nilly, it was can-airy time for Scouts, who couldn’t seal themselves up tight. 

			If Lord Pugh lost too many of his Scouts, would he find some other part of his own sensory system or his anatomy that was disposable, as a penance? After taste buds, what else? Perhaps his eyes? Perhaps he would have those replaced with harsh schematic cyberlenses which would eradicate any softness from his perceptions? 

			Pushy Lex paced ahead with Vonreuter as though he was the Lieutenant’s special aide. Vonreuter was an almost albino blond, with washed-out limpid eyes and duelling scars that seemed like little teeth set in his cheeks. The party numbered thirty – their stretched boarding torpedo had been capacity-packed with ninety men. 

			So far, so good. Or bad. 

			Walls in this region were a mass of mauve jelly-blobs oozing thin strings of blue exudate on to a disconcertingly glowing spongy floor. Each bootstep printed a temporary luminous puddle in that sponge. Iridescent beetles dropped into these from the ceiling where they had seemed like glittery scales. They spun in a frenzy of drinking – and died, floating belly up. 

			As the spongy material resumed its former contours, arachnids darted from fleshy puce vents low down the walls to chew the beetles and vomit the cud into those same vents. These arachnids were little more than oversized jaws and a digestive sac mounted on six flexible spidery legs. 

			Jointed arches, which ribbed the walls, flexed occasionally. Sometimes a questing tentacle wavered out from a hole in the bone. Vents sighed gases, adding an ammoniacal reek to the hot wet cocktail of sweaty vapours, tart pheromones, sour xenohormones, mildew, spice of attar, and a pervasive odour of not-quite-nutmeg. Oh for Lord Vladimir Pugh’s inability to savour. 

			‘This whole ship seems biological,’ Vonreuter was saying, as he cut down one such tentacle. The appendage flopped about and grew hexagonal ruby eyes on stalks. Snakelike, it tried to slither away into a purulent yellow depression. The Lieutenant sliced it up with his sword. ‘So I’d say we’ll find controlling organs somewhere deep in it. Like a heart, and kidneys…’ 

			Organs. 

			Deep. 

			The passageway branched. The saturated sponge continued for only a few metres along the leftward fork before withering into a scrofulous mat where carmine slugs were grazing. Clusters of polyps were melted glutinously down the walls, releasing larvae which wriggled into vents. The tunnel was shedding its lining, revealing ridgy cartilage, plates of grey gristle. 

			Across the base of the rightward passage there swelled a large pink cyst. It was suggestive of some giant mutant female ape’s bum presented for fertilisation. A low labial crater wall surrounded a semblance of a mouth with floppy lips pressed shut. The cyst was two metres across.

I challenge you to a duel, Lexandro d’Arquebus. Do you all hear?’ he cried to their companions. ‘I am challenging d’Arquebus to the duelling boots because… because…’ What cause could there be? What adequate formal insult? ‘Because he caused Tundrish to die by believing the Zoat’s lies himself! The Zoat lied, and Biff died – to prove it otherwise!’ 

			Lex laughed at Yeri, to hide his pain. ‘You’re being heretic, brother.’ 

			‘Brother… Yes, Biff was your secret brother – and mine! Now that he’s gone, we’re closer, aren’t we, Lexy? The two of us. And I’ll see you damned,’ he cried passionately. ‘Is my challenge witnessed?’ 

			No time for witnessing challenges… 

			As the tattered leaking green slug slumped, a cyst erupted through the floor with a shriek of tearing tissue. A flesh volcano burst open, unfolding its lips. 

			Aye, summoned by the dying slug-organ… 

			Tyranid warriors, wielding those deathspitter guns and whirling boneswords, stumbled hissing into the chamber. 

			Five… six looming tyranids. 

			For a moment they paused; and that ghastly cracking reverberated as the component creatures within the guns chewed the husks from the living, poisonous ammunition. 

			Those boneswords weren’t glowing with an aura, as the other ones had glowed… Two of the tyranids collided, snarling, with one another. The aliens seemed disorganised and confused, uncoordinated… as if suffering from shock, from rupture, alienation from their fellows. These ruthless puissant dragons were almost vulnerable… now that the green slug-organ had perished.

			In the gallery of the Solitorium which jutted below the fortress-monastery, Lexandro knelt alone, searching his heart. 

			He ignored the vistas of bilious nebulae and of ten thousand stars – those tiny cyanotic lanterns and angry carbuncles frozen in their fevered burning in the void. He scorned the pastel dapple of stained starlight dimly washing upon the plasteel flagstones through the mullioned oriel windows. 

			Lieutenant Kroff Tezla, the total amputee, was long gone, back to his Blood Drinkers brothers. A frigate from that Chapter had taken Tezla home at the end of the Gathering of Commanders preceding the Lacrima Dolorosa Crusade. 

			Lexandro was alone. 

			The memory of the mutilated Kroff Tezla remained, lolling in his cup-shaped cart, attended by simian servitors. 

			That staunch man! 

			And on one lonely day three ‘brothers’ had visited him, out of almost impertinent curiosity… 

			Yeri had wondered whether Tezla regretted his survival. 

			Lex had quibbled, in order to score a point over Yeri. Then he had asked whether brothers of that exotic, sanguinophiliac Chapter supped each other’s blood – an intrusion upon Tezla’s privacy which had irked the man, an intrusion upon grief. 

			And upon his terrible separation – from his brothers, and from his own limbs. 

			Now Lexandro was also separated, spiritually amputated, in a way he had never been able to envision; in a manner that he never could have foreguessed. All of his prayers to Rogal Dorn were as dust or wormwood. Futility haunted him – a gulf deeper and more annihilating than any heat-sink. 

			He recalled his confession to Chaplain Lo Chang of the cratered moon-face, in a chapel where a tyranid skull now hung, its jaw snarling, its swollen occipital braincase jutting back into a niche draped with purple velvet in the manner of some vertical jewel box. 

			Lo Chang had sat behind a filigree screen, upon a painstool – not so much that he should experience due anguish at a brother’s admission of shortcomings… Nay, the constipative pangs induced in the nerves of his buttocks may have been subtly pleasurable… but so that thus he might sympathetically take into himself some of the confessee’s misery, then defecate this discomfiture out of his own body, metamorphosed into crass waste matter, fit to be jettisoned. 

			‘When I pray now to our primarch, to dedicate myself afresh,’ Lex had whispered, ‘a cold void yawns within me… where previously the spirit of Dorn filled me with his presence, his heat, his glow… It’s as though Rogal Dorn has withdrawn his aura of blessing, his grace…’ 

			Thanks to the Lacrima Dolorosa Crusade, somewhat more was now known about the workings of the tyranid hive fleet. 

			A fifth of the gastropoidal vessels invading that solar system had been destroyed or disabled – either by Marine boarders or by battleship bombardment – before the depleted Imperial forces had withdrawn from the area, leaving the incoming snail-ships to gorge on the jungle world and its ignorant inhabitants. 

			A fifth of the invaders was perhaps one five-thousandth of the estimated mass of vessels in the entire hive fleet. Unless this was an underestimate. Perhaps it was. Much was still whelmed in darkness; hidden by the Shadow in the warp. 

			A fraction. Yet still… a measurable fraction. 

			And the hive fleet moved slowly, in historic terms. 

			Though swiftly, in cosmic terms. 

			And it would replenish itself. And make slave-monsters of more men, by harvesting their gonads and the genes in their cells with which to breed living tools. 

			But still, the crusade as such had succeeded, had it not? More was known. 

			More about the vast genesplicer-queens that spewed out their ruling tyranid offspring and also the whole gamut of biological constructs conceived by these queens… genestealers, Zoats… and the cloned living weapons and living tools genetically crafted from captured slave-species. More was known about the energy cortexes that pumped fluids around the living ships. More about the sensory clusters that transmitted neuro-chemical signals. 

			More about the hive mind synapses, which united each individual ship with the mass of ships, sustaining in total the Overmind, and sharpening the perceptions of tyranids and constructs… 

			‘You destroyed the hive mind synapse,’ Lo Chang had explained patiently to Lex. ‘That organ is what links a tyranid ship into the hive fleet Overmind. It bonds the damned creatures and their bio-constructs within the vessel, attuning all the brood-kin almost telepathically. The closer they come to it, the more powerful its influence. 			‘Open your mind to Dorn, d’Arquebus. Let Dorn’s light flush away the deathly darkness.’

			Yet now… He who had forsaken his own bloodkin – his two silly sisters – was forced to admit that, unrecognised by himself until now, acknowledged at last only by virtue of absence – of terminal, irremediable absence – he had gained twin brothers, twin shadows of himself… who had now vanished, so that, rendered shadowless by their deaths, Lex’s own puissant flesh and blood had become curiously insubstantial to him. 

			At Lo Chang’s urging, he prayed again, in vain. 

			Dust. 

			Ashes. 

			‘You must chasten your soul in the Solitorium,’ said the Chaplain, ‘till you can find a modus salvationis for yourself.’

			The Chaplain had waddled from behind the screen towards the consecrated Ablutorium cubicle to relieve himself of the freight of Lexandro’s confession. 

			But no weight had lifted from Lex’s spirit. 

			So Lex knelt alone with the universe, which could swallow any soul, or world, or species. 

			Out there amongst the stars were rebel lords and insurrectionists… Those could be neutralised. There were eerie aliens such as slann and eldar, brutish aliens such as Orks… Those could be stalemated. 

			Now the cunning ruthless tyranids were invading remorselessly to incorporate human and alien flesh as twisted tools into their own enigmatic imperium of the Overmind… 

			Whilst occultly hidden yet ever liable to erupt, unspeakable Powers of Chaos corrupted the cosmos like plagues… 

			Amidst those silent stars, deafened by void, death-rattles chattered amidst screams of madness. 

			Fists must clench firm. Superhuman bodies, crafted from fierce devout archangelic primarchs by the God-Emperor, must resist all heresy. 

			As yet, Lex’s body remained unflawed. 

			Mighty, but comely. 

			He thought of Yeri’s azure eyes – ripped out by claws; of his blond locks, the runes on his cheek, his fawning insolent jealous smile. 

			He thought of Biff’s sharpened teeth and green eyes and grotesque tattoo, and his greasy black hair – all torn off in a bundle.

			How could Lex adequately honour his dead brothers so that Dorn’s grace would return to him once more? 

			Gradually, he realised how. 

			First he went to Biff’s deserted cell. 

			A skeletal hand lay half-engraved upon the small worktable, beside the buffing wheel and a pitcher of paraffin. 			Here was the identical steel framework and the mechanical hand-gibbet. Here was the clear vitrodur hand-bath; and above it the reservoir of fluid. 

			On one wall, wrought in brass, there hung the snake-wreathed sceptre of surgery gripped in a gauntlet with spiked knuckles. The top of the serpent-rod opened out into sharp forceps.

			Turning a spigot, Lex let colourless liquid stream into the glassy basin, half filling it.
