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	Author's Introduction

	Here we are then. Deep into the Dark Imperium, we come to the third in my scries of Blood Angels books. I was reading the introduction to Dark Imperium a few days ago while researching an upcoming project. In that. I spoke about how each new foray into writing brings its own challenges !he challenge with this book, and indeed with many of the Warhammer 40,000 books I write, is that the story is tightly meshed into the ongoing continuity of the universe.

	Darkness in the Blood is more bound up than most. As usual, a number of intersecting circumstances dictated the storyline to a degree. I've spoken elsewhere about the difficulty of bringing change to characters whose other lives as tabletop icons precludes change, but there are other complications. Some of these arc story-related, but others are not. and among the second category are what new miniatures arc coming out and when My job in writing Warhammer fiction is taking all of these factors and weaving them into a story that is not only canonically exact, but exciting, convincing and above all. engaging.

	The Blood Angels presented a challenge at the beginning of the Primaris revolution. A core part of their background is the flaw in their blood: the twin curses of the Red Thirst and the Black Rage. The first Is easily

	dealt with no matter how the Blood Angels look. Members of Sanguinius' bloodline feel the thirst in combat and it can boost their prowess in battle, though to embrace it too far pushes them into a dangerous frenzy. The existence of this trait has led to all manner of interesting conversations on the savage beast lurking in the hearts of all men, and is a worthy extension to the vampire myth that the Blood Angels were once a part of long ago. However, like all things in Warhammer 40.000, the Flaw has become so much more. Even I have added to the Chapter's themes (and woes) in my own humble way. building as ever on the work of the giants who came before me to create and expand this marvellous universe.

	The Black Rage was harder to accommodate within the context of the Primaris Space Marines. With no Death Company models, it was deemed inappropriate to write whole screeds of text about them. Ibis happened for numerous very good reasons which I won't go into here, but suffice it to say, we in the inner circles knew right from the beginning that the Blood Angels Primaris would succumb to the Black Rage, for if they did not they would no longer truly be Blood Angels. We could not outrightly say so at the beginning.

	The brief, deliberately uncertain background in the game allows a freeing amount of fudging not available to writers of long-form fiction. However, in this instance the lack of a definitive answer - or at least a revealable one - gave me an intriguing story hook: what if the Blood Angels thought that the Primaris were their salvation, and that their long-awaited doom had at last been averted? The big players in the Chapter all had their different opinions on this, but for a time it seemed that Brother Corbulo was right. I'm afraid it doesn't quite work out that way, as you’ll see.

	With a new gaming supplement in the works at the time of writing that talked about the Black Rage in Primaris, this novel had to discuss it. My fiction would have anyway, but external factors meant it had to happen now. That was the first strand.

	A new model led to the second strand about Mephiston's elevation to Primaris. which ties in closely to the third strand: Dante's commencement of his crusade into Imperium Nihilus. As a demonstration of how closely the novels and the games now influence each other. Dante's elevation to Regent of Imperium Nihilus occurs in the pages of The Devastation of Baal — one of many fairly significant details that have made their way from this run of Blood Angels books into the game. I cannot overstate how closely we work to ensure that these universes seem all of a piece, nor how exciting it is for me as a collector of Citadel Miniatures and a keen gamer.

	This meant that something I wrote in one book influenced a game supplement chat must, in its turn, be accommodated in the pages of this novel. Placing Mephiston’s transformation took some head scratching. Too soon and Dante would be launching his Angel’s Halo strategy before he was truly ready. Too late and our beloved commander would appear indecisive, not fit for the role given to him by the primarch. As a result, this tale takes place some months after the Devastation.

	The last part of the mix was a subplot of my own. My intention with this unofficial Dante trilogy was to include in the third book the flashbacks that characterised the first book, Dante, but were absent from The Devastation of Baal, in order to complete the story of Dante's road to Chapter Master.

	Finally, I wanted to tie all of these different threads together in a way that was important not only for this novel, but also for the future of Warhammer 40,000 by having Mephiston... Well, you’ll see. You’re about to read it.

	I know I say this a lot. but writing these stories is an immense privilege Being commissioned to write more of them is an even greater one, because when you are asked to continue you know you have accomplished at least some of the aspects of the task well. Like most writers, I fret about my work. Continued employment is the ultimate vindication, but it is not what makes my job worthwhile, that comes from experiencing this dark future and the heroism of those who must live through it in your company. I hope you enjoy spending more time with the battered but determined Commander Dante as much as I did, and that as he fulfils his oaths to Roboute Guilliman in the future, we'll both be back for more.

So many vessels were lost without trace, or emerged light years and centuries away from their destination, or they came out void of the living, their halls crowded with ghosts and their machine-spirits supplanted by diabolical beings.

	Many did not come out at all.

	This was the legacy of the Warmaster Abaddon; the Cicatrix Maledictum, the Great Rift that tore across the galaxy's middle and gutted the stars and threw the Sea of Souls into bedlam.

	Few dared to travel in the aftermath of the Great Rifts opening.

	Bloodcaller dared. The Blood Angels dared. War was everywhere. The Adeptus Astartes would not shirk from their calling.

	Through towering waves of raw pain and eddies of loss. Bloodcaller forged a path for other ships, leading an armada of vessels gathered from far-flung stars. Alone, the ships were lost, isolated, impotent. Together, they would be strong, the basis of a fleet to save an empire.

	In Bloodcaller's wake the flotilla plunged and rolled. The ships yawed hard in countercurrents. Whirlpools of screaming faces threatened to pull them into the depths of agony. Bloodcaller's metal moaned in pain. Its reactors howled. Its Geller generators spat smoke and sparks, bur on it went, on for the sake of mortal men. its steely soul undaunted.

	Each moment in the warp risked disaster, but the Imperium was beset on all sides. The ships had to get through. Ar a time when every gun in every pair of hands counted, a warship was a precious thing indeed.

	In the time of the Cicatrix Maledictum, ancient traitors strode the cosmos. Planets burned across the realm of man.

	Commander Dante, lord of the Blood Angels, had sworn to put an end to that.

	High up on Bloodcaller's command spires there was a chamber as richly decorated as any king's. In that chamber, there was a sarcophagus.

	The chamber was black in all aspects. The floors, walls and ceilings were clad in black marble veined with darker blacks. All its numerous carvings and statues were worked from the same black stone. The artworks depicted noble heroes bearing the arms and armour of the Blood Angels Chapter. They were protectors of humanity, but in the light of the firebowIs the sculptures appeared entirely sinister. Flickering flames lent their features a semblance of movement that would have disquieted the sturdiest of hearts. There was but one occupant in the room, and he was deep in dumber within the sarcophagus. He was Dante, the greatest-hearted of all mankinds heroes, and in that moment he saw nothing.

	His sarcophagus stood upright. A sculpted face covered the upper portion. through its eyes of red crystal murkier red could be perceived. Though made principally of ivory, the sarcophagus was covered in ornamentation and inlaid gemstones that made it glitter. All were hues of red: rubies, carnelian, red sapphires, blood diamonds, topaz, garnet and jasper. About the flat, broad head was a coronet of the rarest of all: bloodstone from Baal. It was an idol garlanded in crystallised blood.

	Blood was everything to Dante. The blood of his gene-father shaped him. The blood of humanity called to him for defence. The blood of the alien, heretic and traitor demanded to be spilled.

	The pounding of twin hearts filled his hearing with a river’s torrent, torrents of red, torrents of black, twined forever inseparably. Hot and sweet, the darkness in the blood spreading through his veins was enough to poison, but never enough to kill. Blood brought him torment and joy. It damned him. It renewed him. Blood Was his saviour and his damnation.

	Dante floated in vitae. The stolen life of innocents filled his mouth, his nose, his stomach and his lungs. It bathed his unseeing eyes, it stoppered up his ears. The temperature of the liquid and his body were precisely matched, so he could not tell where his body ended and the blood began. He was deep in the renewal phase of the Long Sleep, but all was not as it should be. The machines embedded in the sarcophagus exterior blinked uncertainly. There was an admixture of Dante’s own blood in the suspension mix, and most dilute, a touch of the divine: Sanguinius own essence mixed into Dante's.

	Dante's body was covered in cuts, many deep, some not healed. Huge, crescent wounds overlaid the scars of ancient wars. He was a Space Marine. The wounds were inflicted months before. They too should be pale marks now, healed shut by his enhanced physiology and become only memories of pain. It was not so.

The turmoil in the warp affects the mind of the tyranids as much as it does our own psykers, but I will nor risk the knowledge of our new capabilities being made known to the greater hive fleet. If we attack, it will realise it tailed here. The creatures on Kheru are isolated for now. They must be slaughtered, and they will be, but the attack on Kheru must take place as close as possible to our other assaults. If we attack in isolation there is a risk that the tyranids will become aware of our new assets, and work to counter them, either through evolutionary shift, strategic response, or both. We will retain the element of surprise. That is why we do not fight yet.'

	‘You already know our lord's reasoning,' added Antargo. The master of ceremonies began to announce his titles, but Antargo silenced him with a glare. The details of the Angel's Halo are finalised. That is why we are here. We will attack soon. You know this too.’

	Raphaen pulled a dissatisfied expression and sat back.

	'He is prepared,' said Qvo. 'We shall now begin the second part of the procedure, the insertion of the Belisarian Furnace. This will help the Lord Mephiston survive the process of elevation.'

	Qvo bowed his head to Corbulo. The Sanguinary Priests stepped forward. A pair of blood thrall personnel came with them, helping Corbulo to cut through Mephiston's chest muscles and pull them back from the bone. 	'For the Great Angel!’ Lorenz said, holding aloft his chainsword. 'For Sanguinius! For the Emperor!'

	The roar of dozens of chainblades outcompeted the bang of bolt-rounds.
