As it

stands, this will be the first supplement

toTNE after the basic set is released.

Duringthe conversationwe discusseda

range oftopicsandwhat isneededto

makeTraveller a better game.While the

details I know are confidential, I canpass

oninformationfromthe general

discussions.

1 . Foremost,GDW really is

interestedandconcernedabout

Traveller. They have decidedtoinvesta

lot of effort intomaking the game as

good as it deserves to be. Sure, we are

skeptical.We have a lot ofreasonto be.

Still, I wantto tell you thatGDW is

serious. They've really thoughtthings

out andthey have highhopes forTNE.

They warn the game to succeed, and

they'reworkinghardto ensure that that

happens.

Unlike some changes inTraveller's

past, theNew Era is the result of careful

deliberationandthought. Theyknow just

what they are getting into.TNE will be

different from both classical and

rebellionTraveller, but never assume

that differentmustmeanworse.

2.Dave Nilsen is a wonderful person

to talk to.He really knowsTraveller and

itsproblems.He has definitelybeen

paying attention.He admitshemay be
unable to eliminate all ofTraveller's

problems, but he is at least aware of

them.

I was genuinely impressedbyMs fresh

and optimistic attitude about the game.

He seesTNE as the next step inthe

game's evolution.He is a good guyfrom

what I can teU.He deserves ourrespect

and support.

3. Certain aspects oftheNew Era

mightnotbe receivedwell by some

long-termTraveller players, especially

HTWGers, This isunavoidable.
