Michael Jervis
The last one set in motion the negative think-
ing of your reviewer since when I playtesteq the
game sometime ago, what I actually said, and I quote
frem my letter to Grabby Quickbob, was !'Your effont-
ery 1s astounding.

The game itself consists of four polyhedral
dice, which always fall with the 8 side uppermost;

The mechanics of the game are verysimple.

Each throws- four
elghts with the pelyhedral dice and the player
with the highest number starts first. Once the
players grow tired of throwing eights the table
may be tilted as the dice are rolling {Houge Rule).
) The goody player is given 639 red caraboard
counters and the baddy is given €98 black ones.
.. The red counters are lined up along the bottom row
of hexagons on the radar screen (since there are

-only fifteen hexes in the bottom row the counters

must be stacked as follows: 14 stacks of Lt coun-
te: s each and one stack of 55 counters).

The black counters line up in a similar fas-
hion along the top row, except that the fifteenth
stack. contains 54 counte:s. Each counter represents
a starship and each starship has a different attack
defence value frum every other one. The rules
aavise therefore, the use of an electronic calcu-
lator for each stack (fleet of starships. Movement
is one hex at a time, Indivikdually or in fleels.
Combat may take :lace between single starships or
fleets or any combination of the two, and is res-
olved by throwing four eights and adding up the
attack/gefence factors of the ships.

GOATS, CABBAGES AND MAPS

By Mike :Lean

A farmer has to take a wolf, a goat and some
cabbages across a river. His boat can only carry !
the farmer plus either the wolf or the goat or the
cobpeges. If the weolf is left alone with the goat,
the geat. If the goat is left alone
with the cabbages, it will eat the cabbages. How
can they cross the river safely?

J0owill oeat

This is an old problem which you will have
probably heard before and for which you will
probably also know the answer, but how .should you
solve such a problem? Most people would argue that
the farmer can leave the wolf and the cabbages alone
and take the goat across on his first trip. After
that the subsequent trips made by the farmer become’
5 matter of trial and error. However, there is a
general method of solution for this and all river’
crossing problems.

Firstly we need some nonation which would depend
tpon the problem. In this instance we .can easily
refer Lo each tniny by it's inicials (W = Wolf,

= Goat, C = “abbages, F = Farmer). We must then
czcide upon a simple means of e. pressing a partic-’
Llar situation in terms of. which are on which bank
cf the river. Thig can easily be done by writing
¢1ch sitiation-as the things on.the first bank™
followed by the things on the second. Thus a notat-
ioht ef %C/GF would indicate that the wolf and the
cibbages were on the first bank and the goat and -
tie farmer were on the ‘second. It-is a relatively
simple task to write down all the possible combin—
ations of WC/GF which can exist on each bank,’
However, there are some stated situations which
are not possible (e.gs WG/FC and so these can be
ignored. £11 the possible safe situations can be
written down and we can then join.together all
pairs of situatiens waich can be transposed into
ohe anothér by means of one crossing. This would
theri give a diagram as follows:

Each line represencs a s1ngle crogsing of the
river., Now, Lo Solvethe.problem, ‘we énly have to
trace out g path from left to right.

It .Is now obvious that
there is more than one solution and that, once they
are across ‘the ¥iver, they can return simply by
~evzrsing thelir -path through the diagram.
