ZEDA SUBSECTOR 

(Subsector r of Dagudashaag) 
This region Is a victim ot arbitrary subsector divisions. The subsector capital was sighted at ZOOa, 
lar~ely because it Is the homeworld 01 the Ziadd, an inlluential minor Human race. However, the 
arbitrary layout 01 the Duchy boundaries has meant that much of the Zeda duster falls 'Nithin 
Shallows subsector. Appeals for the boundaries to be redrawn have been made, and a boundary 
change is scheduled to be made In 1127. Ethnic Ziadd make up a large proportion 01 the human 
popufation of the subsector and many stili lollow traditional Zladd beliefs and customs. The 
systems around Zeda are dominated by the race .

Akish is an attractive and verdant green world. Its atmospheric Pf'essure Is pleasantly high lor 

its small size but unfortunately is tainted with a miX1ure of mildly carcinogenic gases from the 

continuous volcanic activity found around ITs equator. Filter masks counter the eHects but the 

long ' dormancy period (before cancer occurs) means many people do not bother to wear 

masks. The other unfortunate lactor Is the roughly equal division ot the 10 million Inhabitants 

between the two stales of Tan9her and ZOI"dln. The former is an open bureaucracy with law 

level 6 and lech level 9. The latter is a religious dictalorship run by the " Holy Innocents", an 

eXlremist splinter group of Ihe zealous Ziadd Dominican branch of the Universal Church with 

law level C and teoh level 8 (as shown in the main UWP). 

Zordin was formerly the larger state and a representative democracy. 12 yaars ago the 

charismatic poUlician Ziadd/human hall·breed Chanak'ra Vura took control of the " Holy 

Innocents" and dramatically onlarged Ihe following . Soon atter she was elected leader 01 the 

slate and began introducing Increasingly oppressive laws which eventually caused many 

people to emigrate la Tangher or off,wOI"ld. The Slatpor!, originally a popular centre for trade 

and travollers, has also lost much of il s traffic as customs checks have cut the goods brought 

onto the planet. Chanak'ra and her subordInates have become increasingly paranoid and have 

initiated extensive espionage missions into Tangher. Covert operations have induded 

executing major religious l igures and emigrants from Zordin . 

Aksa/Zeda

Aksa was a pleasant agricul tural colony during the First Imperium and the Rule of Man. 

supporting a population of more than seventy million people. During the Long Night the 

government fragmented into competitive, mililant feudal states that had an average lech level 

01 six . The civilisation on Aksa was wiped out by a nuclear-biological ·chemlcal conllict around 

'1 000. Today the world is still seriously radioactive and has large quantities of toxins and 

pathogens in the almosphere. There ate extensive ruins on the surface. Mosl have been 

mapped from orbit, but there have been few proper expeditions to the surface. 

Prime, a cylindrical shaped, million ton orbital habitat, Is home 10 Aksa's enlire population. It is 

the sile of the dass C starpor1 and serves as a fuelt ing stop for vessels unwilling to make the 

journey out to the system's gas giants. A lIeel 01 six locally constructed five· kiloton fuel litres 

complete the return Journey every few weeks. Prime has no formal government, although a 

'Steering Committee' makes decisions concerning the malnlenance and upkeep of the habitat. 

Within the chambers and corridors local councits or gangs run day·ta ·day affairs, and their 

rule is enlorced by thugs and paramilitary '00-9rs'. Vested interesls help prevent large·scale 

violence. Travellers are advised to engage the services 01 a reputable local guIde and to avoid

A'niaqoro Is a cold. ice·capped water world wilh an unusuallv high gravity. The oceans contain 

an over-abundance of life, particul8Jly aquatic plants Ihat float on tha surface. The extromely 

dense atmosphere is tainted with tiny organic spores: breathing is diNicull In the extreme 

pressure without artificial assistance. 11 is made considerably more dangerous by the presence 

of the spores, whidl clog fillers. and, if breathed, quickly fi ll the lungs. Almost all of the 

inhabitants are ethnic Ziadd. A'nlaqoro's major Industry is gathering the seed pods of Ha/Ilja 

Weed, which can be processed to extract a compound used In the synthesis of a natural form 

of combat drug. There Is a research institute on the world, funded by the University of Ushra, 

studying the native lifeforms. 

Ancari 
A name applied 10 an extinc1 minor sophont species that Inhabited Ancarit, a world in the 

Hoaz system. In brief, the Ancari appear 10 have been omnivorous, upright, bilateral, 

homeothermic bipeds adapted to a semi-amphibious lifestyle. An average Ancari massed 

arou~ 50 kg and stood a little under two meters in height. The heavy, elongated head 

sported a variety of sensory organs and sharp teeth, as well as a distinctive crest They had 

two arms ending in four dextrous, mutually opposable fingers, two short legs, and a long tail. 

They appear to have had three distinct sex:es: males (who formed roughly 10% of the 

populatiOl"l), females (30% of the population) and neuters (60% of Ihe population). They are 

known 10 have laid egg" and offspring were raised and tutored in communal hatcheries. UNle 

Is known about their psychology. 

The AOC811 had a highly developed society with an average tech level of Nine. The coastlines 

of their world were doHed with towns and dties and were crossed by roads and monorails. 

There is ample evidence of agriculture and manufacturing, Structures were built in a 'pyramids 

and ooIumns' style, and were dominated by a central 'swimming pool': all were spadous and 

appear to have been designed for communal living. The race were spacefaring and visited all 

the olher worlds within their system. They lerralOfmed HOal, Iheir homeworld's outer moon, 

but apparently never sellled there. Their society appeared to have been unstable; the Ancari 

vviped themselves out in a period of intense conventional warfare about 18,000 years ago. 

Asimidiske/Zeda 
(Nahuatt - Chald1lhuiU)

Asimidiske is a small moon, one of several that orbits the gas giant Cuauhtemoc. InitiaJly set 

up early on in the Second Imperium as 8 fuel refinery station the population ex:ploded in size 

in 304 when the semi-intelligent Calipha (or skimmers as they are sometimes known) were 

discovered a mile down in Cuauhtemoc's atmosphere. Due 10 extreme difficulties In 

establishing contact within a gas glanl atmosphere several research bases were set up in 

mined out craters on the moon's surface. I1 was during the excavations that the oonstructlon 

teams discovered that Asimidiske had massive deposits of Chalchihultl or Glow Jade. 

Soodenly the moon was swarming with miners and researchers swamping Ihe original refinery 

crew. 
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Today the planet has a population in excess of 10 million. mostly the descendants of miners. 

Both House of Yeipanifl and House of Xiumac maintain large refinery platforms on planet as well 

as ex1enslv9 mining facilities which together almost rival House of Aymara which manages the 

largest Chalchihuitl mining facilities in the Protectorate. In addition. Aslmldiske is home 10 

Tlatocan University and has saveral large research stations dedicated 10 studying the Calipha 

which are funded by non-Protectorate academic foundations. 

Ashes/Zeda

The aptly named Ashes is virtually dead, an almost sterile world. There is little In the way of 

natural native life exlsling on the planet. A soJar flare in ·789 boiled away Its seas, stripped the 

world of most of lis atmosphere and scorched the land, Today the planet has hardly recovered . 

Small nomadic groups travel the warmer regions of the equator, harvesting the few remaining 

'oasis' for food and drink.

Bhuur Is a minor Ziadd outpost colony ot linle economic importance. The only interesting aspect 

is evidence ot an early. pre-Vilani d vil isafion of the world. What IIlIIe evidence there is points to 

a humanoid culture transplanted to the world over a Qu8f1er 01 a million years ago. The Ziadd 01 

Bhwr regard the archaeological sites as quasi-religious centres and do not take kindly to 

'outsiders poking around' . 

BIIK/Zeda

Bilk Is an over-populated, insular world with a ruthless dictator at the helm. There Is an extreme 

law level which Imposes the heaviest 01 restrictions even on Ihe most basic of activitie~. If a 

crime has been committed, and here nearly everything you can think of doing is illegal , 

Judgement and punishment is swih and extremely heavy. Planetfall is actively discouraged, the 

Slarport being only token acknowledgement of Imperial authority. Even the likes of the 

all -persuasive megacorps can not gel a foothold here. Allhough there are no official travel 

notifications, It Is strongly advised that this world Is avoided. 

Chanak'ra Vura 
(Leader of Zordin, Mish 0825} 

The 55-year old religious dictator of the slate of Zordin (AAish cx:J25) . 01 mixed Solomani/Ziadd 

blood, Chanak'ra was a dedicated and senior member of the Dominican 'MaJaika' brand1 of the 

Universal Church on Urgu. She and her husband were involved in a vehicle crash on her way to 

give birth to their first child - both the husband and (unborn) child were killed. Chanak'ra was 

stunned and her fallh In God inslantly shanered. Over several months her views swung wildly 

between the Church and atheism until finally she resolved that she must discover whether God 

really eKlsted, to determine whether her sad loss was a divine or a truly random acl. To this end 

she created the Synod of Knowledge - now a major 'reUglous' force in the subsector. She has 

vowed nol to remarry until the Synod has absolute prool one way or the other, of the existence 

01 some guiding force in the universe. 
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Chanak'ra's new aims conflicted with the strong Urguan faith and she was forced into exile on 

lordin, Knowing she needed substantial power to undertake her task, she used her intelligence, 

dlarisma and any under-hand methods necessary to cJimb the political ladder. She was aided by 

the lasl-growing popularity 01 the Synod concept which began 10 provide a subslanlia/ income. 

Chanak'ra commonly lakes 'risks' 10 test whether her desliny Is divinely control led· the gradual 

take-over of Zordin's government Is a dasslc example of a test she has set hersel!. Her 

background In the purilanicaJ zealous Dominican fringe has heavily influenced her predisposition 

for the use of fe ar and subterfuge 10 control people. 

Coroico/Zeda 
(NahuaU . Caoto!l)

Coroico Is the lalesl planet to elect 10 join the Amac Trade Protectorate . Initially oolonised during 

the Second Imperium, the planet was decimated in 744 when a mutated plague of Ebola Fever 

swept through the populatJon. Quarantined for three years on orders from the Ducal Office, the 

population of 2.3 mUlion people was reduced down by the dIsease to only 80 adults. After the 

planet was once more declared safe, the survivors elected to stay on and try and rebuild. 

Despite several attempts to attract off-world colonists, less than 220 ever came. Most 

off-worlders still fear that the Neo-Ebola Fever is just lying dormanl. Today Coroico has an adult 

population of 7,500, mostly descended from the original 80 survivors. There Is an intense dislike 

01 the subsec10r government for, as they see il, running out on the planet In Us hour of need. 

Today most Ba'coro's earn a living by harvesting the native fruits and by salvagIng metals from 

the ruin s of the original colony. 

Derla/Zeda

Derla itself is tidaUy locked to the primary star and cloaked In an Insidious mix of gases. The 

surface colony Is located on the bright face, and is built entirely below ground. The world's 

primary industries are quarrying the richly coloured locaJ stone and producing fine quaJity 

carvings. On the dark face atmospheric gases (mostly ammonia and ammonia oompounds) 

condense and form a large sea. The norther~ shore of the sea Is the site of an enormous 

chemical synthesis complex , entirely owned and operated by DagMel. In 11 08 Darta's starport 

was downgraded from a dass C facility: there is speculation that OagMet intend to have the 

StMport relocated to the planetoid belt, a move the locals oppose. 

DUDIN/Zeda 
(Nahuall • Metlicoyotl)

Despite its insidious atmosphere and the lack 01 dry land, Dudin is one 01 the major population 

centres of the ProtectOfate. The entire planet Is encircled by a chain of space stations linked 

together by solar generators, tunnels and mane· filament. It Is here the Amec Sun·born live and 

rule. On the planet, most live beneath the shallow seas In crQlNded manulacturing enclaves 

spread over the ocean bed. 
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Dudin's 'surface' population, consisting primarily of Ntu tribesmen, has recentl y been plagued 

by thousands of unexplained cases of spontaneous combustion. Over the last five yeau in 

excess of live thousand individuals have suddenly and mysteriously combusted lor no known 

reason. Even outstd8(s have been subject to the phenomenon which seems to favour young 

males aged 15 to 28. As yet, no-one has managed to figure oul the cause though the local 

Nauhyoll, (planetary Governor) Maxlpan Indaji TlanOJahuac has slated that he p8f'sooally 

believes the cause to be self-Induced through an untracable drug. 

Bh'ai/Zeda

8h'ai is a beautiful walerworld with a small human colony, of which there are a growing 

number of A.quans. In addition there are a few DolphIns. The world orbits In the centre 01 the 

systems habitable zone around the dose binary palr. There is an almost idyllic dimate in most 

latitudes, although the OOBans can be subject to extremely violent storms on occasion. There 

are small chains of islands on which all the non-AQuansl Dolphins live. The largest single 

Island, Khiandra, is home to the only down-starpert on Bh'ai, and the capital city 01 Shimane. 

The climate and scenery has led to a new boom-Industry on Sh'a1, that of tourism which can 

account for a ten -fold rise In the population at tlmes_ The inllux of money has initiated the 

development of a number of aqulcull ural projects which will hopefully laad 10 tha linancial 

independence of the world. 

Ekhor/Zeda 
(Nahuatl • Xohueotloch)

Ekhor is a water world with a single landmass. The atmosphere consists of extremely high 

carbon dioxide levels which, despite its distant orbit, has resulted in a hot planet with an 

unbelievably high [evel of humidity. Ekhor swarms with varieties of plantlife but has never 

developed any native animal life beyond the insect level. The only oolony Is a research station 

for Feathered Serpent Pharmaceutical's botanical biogeneering saction. Many of the Sun-Born 

Amec's have build eoo·domes to create garden paradlses for themselves amidst the hostile 

jungle wildernesses. 

Ekhor's most major export to date is the Tonu9tluhl Sunllowers: plants which naturally slore 

sunlight and then release a bio-Iuminous glow during the night. Tonuetiuhl's are sold 

throughout the Imperium primarily fO( use on staTships as secondary lighting, though 

feathered Serpent Pharmaceuticals ensures th at only genet ically infertile plants are exported 

outside the Protectorate. 

Ghaedzaekh/Zeda

Ghaedzaekh Is named aher a character out of ancient vargr mythology, the Goddess 01 Ice. 

The world was given its name by the first explorers to visit thi s desolate, frozen r()CJI: who had 

previously been surveying the vaTgr worlds of the Vilanl coreward frontier. Most of the current 

small population are either employed at the slarport or by a joint DagMet-CUP mineralogical 

survey team.

Giirakh is probably the major agricultural exporter In Zeda, leeding the capital Itse11 and many 

of the worlds of the Amec Trade Confederation with which it has associate membership. 

There are very strid environmental laws on this world, mainly 10 protect the agro--businesses' 

proliTs. Skimming for luel within the oceans or purging 01 ships' wastes within 25,000 Km of 

the planetary surfaCtl will cost offenders Cr.2.000,OOO and a live year prison sentence. 

Enfor09mSnI is through the Office 011h9 Environment and their agents. the Eco·Wardens who 

are leared even more than s(}mo local Religious Inquisitors. 

Guan/Zeda

Guan is owned by Tarameck. a major hydrocarbon relining and processing corporation. Guan 

is primarily a supPOr1 base and R&A facili ty lor the huge company relining rigs which float In 

the upper atmosphere of the tiny gas giant l oirhed of which Guan is a satellite. 

Rig lif~ is tough and Guan port is accordingly rough. 'Riggers' tend to live on their nerves 

while wOI'king above the broi ling douds of loirhed and then let oft steam at Guan watching or 

taking part in 'games' Involving conlests of strength, endurance and martial arts. Other 

'leisure' facilities Indude casinos (the Riggers are well paid), brothels and bars. A small 

section of the port is all -limits to 'Riggers' to keep more sensitive visitors away from their 

extremes. 

Hoaz/Zeda

Hoaz Is the outer moon of Ancarit (UWP Y687000-0, Red Zone), one of four worlds orbiting 

Carden, the system's primary star. In the ancient past Hoaz was extensively terraformed and 

seeded with lifelorms native to Ancaril. These plants and animals have formed a stable, 

selflperpetuating ecosystem and today form the basis of the world's largely agricultural 

eronomy. A number of universities have research institutes on the world studying the 

ecosystem. Hoaz is noted for its wine festival, held during the first two ','leeks of the Imperial 

year, which attracts connoisseurs from aaoss the subsector. 

Ancarit Is a garden world with a tropical climate, a breathable atmosphere and a rich variety 01 

animal and plant life. Until about 18,000 years ago Ancarit was the homeworld of a minor 

sophont species, generally referred to as the Ancari. The Ancari achieved a tech level of nine 

and W8l'9 certainly venturing within the bounds of their own system. The species became 

extinct about 18,000 years ago, directly following a period 01 intense inter-society warfare. 

Despite the effects of time and nature there are still fascinating ruined complexes, many if 

which have never been explored. The planet is held in trust by the Ministry of Colonisation: It 

is dassified as an Imperial reserve world and monitored by the Seoul Service.

(Nahuatl - Xochlnenen)

Hu is the main manufacturing cenlre for House of Xlhautl biochips. The planet Itself supplies all 

the raw materials requi red to manufacture the wide variety of biochip Implants sold throughout 

the Protectorate. Xihautl is responsible for inventing both the Totxau ComBand!C (an external 

headband which enables the wearer 10 mentally access up to 20 gigabytes of online dala as well 

as mentally access public computer systems fiMed with a CB Interface up to 10m away) and the 

Cyberpalh Chip Interface IM which is widely used by Amec Quauchic (police officials). This 

implanl consists of a len channel comlink with Internal scrambler and sensory linked slmstim unit 

with two-wa~ audio-video. This allows the user 10 Interface directly wilh a Gen6 Computer bado; 

at headquarters. In this way the Quauchic can mentally access police files Just by looking at a 

person and maintain constaf1t communication with the station.

lur is a major manufacture of pharmaceuticals for Feathered Serpent . The planet has been 

eco·engineered to enable Thousands of crops to be grown in its soil and the dense atmosphere 

creaTes a greenhouse effect which enhances the growth rate. The only side effect to the altered 

eco-structure has been the atmospheric taint caused by mutated spores which causes 

migraine-like attacks in Asian and euphoria in humans. For this reason, lilter masks are worn at 

all times. While the planet is owned by Feathered Serpent they have allowed the workers to rule 

thomselves through a legislative coundl made up of elected guild representa!i\lss. lur has also 

acquired a squatter colony consisting of drug addicts and wire heads from throughout the 

Spinward subsectors who are attracted by the free 'buzz'. 

Kaattji/Zeda 
(Nahuatl - Ipalnemoani)

Originally a mining colony, the planet was stripmined of all its valuable minerals and then 

abandoned. The atmosphere is stili heavily tainted with pollutants despite the fact that most of 

the planet has been eoo·sculptured into a garden paradise. Kaal1ji is run as a planet-wide 

hospice by Dominican UniversaJist monks who oversee the medical facilities. Many of the small 

sel1lements are maintained under fun quarantine procedures fot the treatment of contagious 

patients. Although Kaatlji is in essence an exile planet from which no-OI1e ever lea\les, no-one Is 

aver left to die alone. even where personal medical attention is impossible, holographic 

projection is used to give the patient the illusion of being with other people. 
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Keshga/Zeda

The 70,000 inhabitants of Keshga have acquired a genetiC predilection for an enhanced (and 

relined) sense of smell which has allowed them to develop "Perfection" - one of the major scent 

and perfume houses of the sector. The output of this firm Is mostly based on extracts from the 

nalive flora and fauna of Keshga for which scent plays a lar greater role than vision. 

" Perfection" is extremely profitable and employs nearly hall the populace directly or indirectly . 

Many 01 the remaining 'COllage industries' on Keshga are based on providing high quality 

foodstuffs and drinks IOf tha inhabitants 10 Indulge their refined taste and smell.

Yerani's soH Innocentlne approach allowed a coup, lunded by a banking 

organisation which was quickly reversed by the return 01 native holovid star Paul Van Derosko 

whose popularity forced the coup leaders to present him as l igurehead leader. Derosko's lack of 

business acumen and diplomatic skill quickly led 10 problems with neighbouring worlds. A trade 

blockade was imposed a year ago fOf non-payment of imported goods and Derosko's 

government collapsed. Individual areas each decided localised bureaucratic councils would best 

serve the planet - there are now nine such councils which meot at Irregular inlervals and have 

litlle liaison between them.

God (or Gods), the movement's scientific approach seems to appeal to people Irom all walks 01 

life. Members all contribute 10 the Synod which then funds research teams which travel aaoss 

(and outside) the subsector Investigating any and all events and artifacts which might prove 

God's existence. 
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The Synod has built up a substantial library of knowledge of other religions in the area and an 

unbiased analysis of each has been pl'epared (although not widely published as yel). Areas a t 

research have included psionlcs and the Ancients. Chanak'ra', own experiments are more 

eXlreme. 11 Is rumoured she has pushed senior members of local refigions into chasms simply to 

see IIthe!r God(s) will save Them from their death.

Entire islands have been turned into hunting preserves 

IQ( the local sun-born and oomlllt::lrciaJ farming 01 literally thousands at species of cat Irom all 

over the Imperium are seleclively bred for their fur. Perhaps the greatest of all the cities Is 

Nahltenochlitlan which Is considered by many the cultural capital of the Protectorate and hosts 

every decade the Chapultepac Arts Festival which anracts exhibitors from all over the Quadrant.

Most cities are dominated by 

networks of Citadel ·fortresses, and most leel more like gigantic living museums than highly 

advanced Industrial centres . The world is regarded as an Ancients site because that race 

transplanted the Ziadd thore from prohisloric Terra. No actual Ancients sites have ever been 

discovered.

Genetically engineered from Homo Sapiens Neanderthalsnsis by the Ancients around the year 

·400,000. 2iadd are generally mesomorphic with thick ridges of bone above the eyes, a 

pronounced Jaw and the eyelids have an epicanthic fold, typical of oriental descent A transparent 

membrane covers the eye and Ihe nose contains a gas permeable membrane to keep out dust. 

A similar membr ane protec1s the ear. The head, shoulders and back are covered In a thick mane 

and both sexes grow extensive line hair over Their entire body.

The most noticeable difference is Ihe skin: Ihe surface epidermis Is course and hard and helps 10 

prolocl againsl windblown dust. In addition Ziadd display stripos. This is as a result 01 their 

pigment melanin being concentrated In bands running across the body. A small number have a 

monied cotouration instead. Soma trnporial genetictsts have proposed that the Ziadd striped 

coIouratlon was a recessiuve Irail already present in Terran Neanclerthals, similar 10 albinoism 

but the issue is currently undecided. 
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
